   (i) A copy or copies of a government record may be purchased by any person 

upon payment of the fee prescribed by law or regulation, or if a fee is not prescribed by law or regulation, 

upon payment of the actual cost of duplicating the record.  Except as otherwise provided by law or 

regulation, the fee assessed for the duplication of a government record embodied in the form of printed 

matter shall be as follows: $.05 per page for 8 ½ X 11 inch paper; $.07 per page for 8 ½ X 14 inch paper.  

The actual cost of duplicating a record is based upon the cost of materials and supplies used to make a copy 

of the record, but does not include the cost of labor or other overhead expenses associated with making the 

copy except as provided for in §36.09 (B).  The Township reserves the right to demonstrate that its actual 

costs for duplication of a government record exceed the foregoing rates, and in such circumstances shall 

charge the actual cost of duplicating the record. 

 

   (ii)  Whenever the nature, format, manner of collation, or volume of a 

government record embodied in the form of printed matter to be inspected, examined, or copied pursuant to 

this section is such that the record cannot be reproduced by ordinary document copying equipment in 

ordinary business size or involves an extraordinary expenditure of time and effort to accommodate the 

request, the public agency may charge, in addition to the actual cost of duplicating the record, a special 

service charge that shall be reasonable and shall be based upon the actual direct cost of providing the copy 

of copies. Rates for the duplication of particular records, when the actual cost of copying exceeds the 

foregoing rates, shall be the actual cost incurred by the Township.  The requestor shall have the opportunity 

to review and object to the charge prior to it being incurred.

ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, NEW 

JERSEY CANCELING CERTAIN FUNDED APPROPRIATION BALANCES 

HERETOFORE PROVIDED  FOR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS AND 

REAPPROPRIATING SUCH FUNDED APPROPRIATION BALANCES FOR OTHER 

CAPITAL PROJECTS  

 

 WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey ("Township"), 

duly and finally adopted Bond Ordinances 235-13 and 248-14 (collectively, the "Bond 

Ordinances"); and 

 WHEREAS, the Township, having decided to pursue improvements other than those 

originally authorized, has remaining balances in total of $810,000.00; 

 WHEREAS, the Township is desirous of canceling and reappropriating certain funded 

balances for the completion of various capital improvements in and for the Township. 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED  by the Township Committee of the Township
