AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 34 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP 
OF VOORHEES TO PERMIT TAX EXEMPTIONS AND ABATEMENTS FOR IMPROVEMENTS TO COMMERCIAL OR INDUSTRIAL STRUCTURES

	WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees has an ordinance to allow for a Five-Year Tax Exemption and Abatement for the erection or provision of a new commercial or industrial structure on vacant land within the Township; and
	
	WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees desires to amend said ordinance to allow for a similar Five Year Tax Exemption and Abatement for improvements to commercial or industrial structures; and
	
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:
	
	Section 1: 	Chapter 34.32 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees, entitled Finance and Taxation, Definitions is hereby amended include the following:
	
“IMPROVEMENT. A modernization, rehabilitation, renovation, alteration or repair which produces a physical change in an existing building or structure that improves the safety, sanitation, decency or attractiveness of the building or structure as a place for human habitation or work, and which does not change its permitted use. In the case of a multiple dwelling, it includes only improvements which affect common areas or elements, or three or more dwelling units within the multiple dwelling. In the case of a multiple dwelling or commercial or industrial structure, it shall not include ordinary painting, repairs and replacement of maintenance items, or an enlargement of the volume of an existing structure by more than 30%. In no case shall it include the repair of fire or other damage to a property for which payment of a claim was received by any person from an insurance company at any time during the three year period immediately preceding the filing of an application pursuant to this act.”

	Section 2: 	Chapter 34.33 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees, entitled Finance and Taxation, Eligible Projects is hereby amended to read as follows:

“§ 34.33  ELIGIBLE PROJECTS.

Projects for the construction or improvement of commercial or industrial structures are eligible for tax exemption for a period of 5 years if the applicant meets the application requirements below and the property has not received a previous exemption.”

Section 3:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 4: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 5:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.
