ORDINANCE NO.

BOND ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ACQUISITION OF VEHICLES AND EQUIPMENT FOR THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, NEW JERSEY; APPROPRIATING THE SUM OF $640,000 THERFOR; AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OR BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, NEW JERSEY, IN THE AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF UP TO $608,000; MAKING CERTAIN DETERMINATIONS AND COVENANTS; AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN RELATED ACTIONS IN CONNECTION WITH THE FOREGOING

	BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey (not less than two-thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring), pursuant to the provisions of the Local Bond Law, Chapter 169 of the Laws of 1960 of the State of New Jersey, as amended and supplemented ("Local Bond Law"), as follows:

	Section 1.	The purposes described in Section 7 hereof are hereby authorized as general improvements to be made or acquired by the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey ("Township").

	Section 2.	It is hereby found, determined and declared as follows:

(a)	the estimated amount to be raised by the Township from all sources for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is $640,000;
 
(b)	the estimated amount of bonds or bond anticipation notes to be issued for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is $608,000; and

(c)	a down payment in the amount of $32,000 for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is currently available in accordance with the requirements of Section 11 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-11.

	Section 3.	The sum of $608,000, to be raised by the issuance of bonds or bond anticipation notes, together with the sum of $32,000, which amount represents the required down payment, are hereby appropriated for the purposes stated in this bond ordinance ("Bond Ordinance").

	Section 4.	The issuance of negotiable bonds of the Township in an amount not to exceed $608,000 to finance the costs of the purposes described in Section 7 hereof is hereby authorized.  Said bonds shall be sold in accordance with the requirements of the Local Bond Law.

	Section 5.	In order to temporarily finance the purposes described in Section 7 hereof, the issuance of bond anticipation notes of the Township in an amount not to exceed $608,000 is hereby authorized.  Pursuant to the Local Bond Law, the Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the bond anticipation notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver the same to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their date to delivery thereof.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the bond anticipation notes pursuant to this Bond Ordinance is made.  Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the bond anticipation notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

	Section 6.	The amount of the proceeds of the obligations authorized by this Bond Ordinance which may be used for the payment of interest on such obligations, accounting, engineering, legal fees and other items as provided in Section 20 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20, shall not exceed the sum of $125,000.

	Section 7.	The improvements hereby authorized and the purposes for which said obligations are to be issued; the estimated costs of each said purpose; the amount of down payment for each said purpose; the maximum amount obligations to be issued for each said purpose and the period of usefulness of each said purpose within the limitations of the Local Bond Law are as follows:

	Section 8.  	The average period of useful life of the several purposes for the financing of which this Bond Ordinance authorizes the issuance of bonds or bond anticipation notes, taking into consideration the respective amounts of bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized for said several purposes, is not less than 5.00 years.

	Section 9.  	Grants or other monies received from any governmental entity, if any, will be applied to the payment of, or repayment of obligations issued to finance, the costs of the purposes described in Section 7 above.

	Section 10.  	The supplemental debt statement provided for in Section 10 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-10, was duly filed in the office of the Clerk prior to the passage of this Bond Ordinance on first reading and a complete executed duplicate original thereof has been filed in the Office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey.  The supplemental debt statement shows that the gross debt of the Township, as defined in Section 43 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-43, is increased by this Bond Ordinance by $608,000 and that the obligations authorized by this Bond Ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law. 

	Section 11.  	The full faith and credit of the Township are irrevocably pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by this Bond Ordinance, and to the extent payment is not otherwise provided, the Township shall levy ad valorem taxes on all taxable real property without limitation as to rate or amount for the payment thereof.

	Section 12.	The applicable Capital Budget of the Township is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this Bond Ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith, and the resolution promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended applicable Capital Budget and Capital Program as approved by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, is on file with the Clerk and available for inspection.

	Section 13.  	The Township hereby declares its intent to reimburse itself from the proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by this Bond Ordinance pursuant to Income Tax Regulation Section 1.150-2(e), promulgated under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended ("Code"), for "original expenditures", as defined in Income Tax Regulation Section 1.150-2(c)(2), made by the Township prior to the issuance of such bonds or bond anticipation notes.

	Section 14.	The Township hereby covenants as follows:

		(a)	it shall take all actions necessary to ensure that the interest paid on the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by the Bond Ordinance is exempt from the gross income of the owners thereof for federal income taxation purposes, and will not become a specific item of tax preference pursuant to Section 57(a)(5) of the Code;

		(b)	it will not make any use of the proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes or do or suffer any other action that would cause the bonds or bond anticipation notes to be "arbitrage bonds" as such term is defined in Section 148(a) of the Code and the Regulations promulgated thereunder;

		(c)	it shall calculate or cause to be calculated and pay, when due, the rebatable arbitrage with respect to the "gross proceeds" (as such term is used in Section 148(f) of the Code) of the bonds or bond anticipation notes; 

		(d)	it shall timely file with the Internal Revenue Service, such information report or reports as may be required by Sections 148(f) and 149(e) of the Code; and

		(e)	it shall take no action that would cause the bonds or bond anticipation notes to be "federally guaranteed" within the meaning of Section 149(b) of the Code.

	Section 15.	The improvements authorized hereby are not current expenses and are improvements that the Township may lawfully make.  No part of the cost of the improvements authorized hereby has been or shall be specially assessed on any property specially benefited thereby.

	Section 16.	All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

	Section 17.	In accordance with the Local Bond Law, this Bond Ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the first publication thereof after final passage.

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees and Moreland Development, LLC, a Pennsylvania limited liability company have entered into an Agreement of Sale, following an auction pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12-1 et seq., which authorizes a municipality to sell any real property that is not needed for public use; and 
WHEREAS, Moreland Development, LLC is the contract-purchaser of property located at 620 Berlin-Haddonfield Road, now and/or formerly designated as Block 147, Lot(s) 3, 6 and 7 on the official Tax Map of the Township of Voorhees, such block and lot(s) to be consolidated and developed by the Developer as a Royal Farms gasoline fueling station with convenience store; and
	WHEREAS, in conformity with the Unified Land Development Ordinance, Building Code, and Health Code of the Township, as well as other applicable statutes, ordinances, laws, rules, regulations; Voorhees Township Planning Board (hereinafter referred to as the "Planning Board" or Board") Resolution No. 17-030, adopted October 25, 2017, granting minor subdivision and preliminary major site plan approval; Planning Board Resolution No. 17-033, adopted December 6, 2017, granting amended minor subdivision approval and certain sign variance relief; and Planning Board Resolution No. 17-034, adopted December 6, 2017, granting amended preliminary major site plan approval and final major site plan approval (collectively, the "Resolutions"); the reports of the Planning Board Engineer, dated September 20, 2017, November 7, 2017 and November 27, 2017; and the report of the Township Sewer Engineer, dated September 22, 2017, the Developer is desirous of entering into this Developer's Agreement with the Township with respect to the project in furtherance of the provisions of the Township's Ordinance; and
WHEREAS, the parcels are set forth within the documents referred to as the Land Development Plans for Royal Farms - Store #306, 620 Haddonfield-Berlin Road, Voorhees Township, Camden County, new Jersey (Project: 1344-144E) consisting 36 pages prepared by Robert E. Section 1:	The provisions of the WHEREAS clauses set forth above are incorporated into this Ordinance by reference and made a part hereof.

Section 2: 	The Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Township Administrator and/or Township Clerk are hereby authorized to transfer, accept and/or execute any and all documents, including but not limited to certain easements, temporary construction easements, deeds and other conveyance documents in order to effectuate the transfer of title to the subject property in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Agreement of Sale between the parties dated August 31, 2016, as amended from time to time.  

Section 3: 	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 4: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

[bookmark: _Hlk508016020]AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE III, CHAPTER 32.140, 
ENTITLED, BOARD OF HEALTH TO INCLUDE THE ADOPTION OF 
THE PUBLIC HEALTH NUISANCE CODE (1953)


WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, adopted Ordinance 08-2000, passed on March 13, 2000, creating and enabling the enforcement of certain laws relating to the health, safety and welfare of the Township including the creation of the Voorhees Township Board of Health. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1: Title III, Chapter 32.147 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees is hereby amended to add the following: §32.147 (E) The code established and adopted by the ordinance is described and commonly known as the “Public Health Nuisance Code of New Jersey (1953)” which is hereby adopted in its entirety. 

Section 2: Title III, Chapter 32.146(C) of the Code of the Township of Voorhees is hereby amended to read as follows:  The Board shall appoint the Camden County Health Officer and the Public Officer for the purpose of carrying out the responsibilities established by Ordinance No. 318-18 to act as its general agents for the enforcement of its ordinances and sanitary laws of the State of New Jersey. All costs and expenses with respect to the services of the said Health Officers shall be paid for by the Township form the appropriations for the Board.  All provisions of N.J.S.A. 26:3-1 et seq. applicable to health officers shall apply to the Health Officers appointed by the Board.

Section 3: All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 4:  If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 5: This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and

AUTHORIZING THE ADOPTION OF A FORMAL POLICY FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF LOCAL FINANCE BOARD NOTICE (LFB 2018-4), PERMITTING THE REFUNDING OF THIRD AND FOURTH QUARTER 2018 PROPERTY TAX PAYMENTS 
MADE ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER 31, 2017


WHEREAS, New Jersey Local Finance Board Notice #2018-04, dated January 19, 2018, noted that following recent IRS guidance on the deductibility of prepaid 2018 property taxes, there have been instances where taxpayers are seeking refunds of payments made toward third and fourth quarter 2018 property taxes; and 

WHEREAS, the permissibility of such refunds is an issue of first impression and as such, the State of New Jersey, Department of Community Affairs, Division of Local Government Services (“DLGS”) has promulgated the certain guidance after consultation with the Attorney General’s Office; and 

WHEREAS, there is no statute that specifically authorizes, or forbids, refunds of third and fourth quarter 2018 taxes that were paid in December 2017 before being billed; and 

WHEREAS, if a municipality, such as Voorhees Township wishes to permit refunding payments toward unbilled third and fourth quarter 2018 property taxes, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees must adopt a Resolution specifically authorizing the refund of such payments as a matter of policy; and 

WHEREAS, no individual refund should be authorized by the Township of Voorhees except upon written request by a taxpayer; and 

WHEREAS, in instances where there is a Contract for Sale on a property, the DLGS recommends that municipalities authorize refunds of tax quarters not yet billed when such refunds are requested, as failure to do so could place an undue burden on the purchasing part; and 

WHEREAS, when a mortgage company has made a payment on a quarter that has already been paid by the property owner, a municipality should refund the mortgage company their payment.   

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Township Committee as follows: 

1. The provisions of the WHEREAS clauses set forth above are incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof.

1. The Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees hereby declare it to be the policy of the Township of Voorhees to permit refunding payments toward unbilled third and fourth quarter 2018 property taxes, paid prior to December 31, 2017, upon written request by a taxpayer to the Voorhees Township Tax Collector.

	WHEREAS, Quest and the Township of Voorhees have negotiated a Developer’s Agreement, which has been attached and made a part hereof, wherein Quest agreed to furnish, provide and supply all materials, labor, equipment, tools and appliances necessary and proper to complete the roadway improvements along the frontage of Block 10, Lot 8, and the Township shall thereafter assess Quest’s actual total costs and expenditures for the completion of the roadway improvements against Block 10, Lot 8, pursuant to Resolution No. 125-04, N.J.S.A. 40:56-21 et seq. and other applicable law and upon collection of same Developer shall be reimbursed for the actual cost of such work in accordance with the procedure set forth in the Developer’s Agreement;

WHEREAS, Quest and the Township of Voorhees have negotiated a Developer’s Agreement, which has been attached and made a part hereof, wherein Quest agreed to furnish, provide and supply all materials, labor, equipment, tools and appliances necessary and proper to complete the roadway improvements along the frontage of Block 10, Lot 8, and the Township shall thereafter assess Quest’s actual total costs and expenditures for the completion of the roadway improvements against Block 10, Lot 8, pursuant to Resolution No. 125-04, N.J.S.A. 40:56-21 et seq. and other applicable law and upon collection of same Developer shall be reimbursed for the actual cost of such work in accordance with the procedure set forth in the Developer’s Agreement;

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, in the County of Camden and State of New Jersey, as follows:


1. The provisions of the WHEREAS clauses set forth above are incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof.

2. The applicants on behalf of the owners of Block 10, Lot 1 are hereby granted a waiver from the requirement of the Township Code of the Township of Voorhees Section 150.12(D) and no further street improvements are required for the balance of the frontage located at 311 Lotus Avenue, other than as shown on the plans approved by the Board and entitled, “Minor Site Plan Block 10 Lot 1,” prepared by Avila Engineering, dated November 14, 2017, consisting of 1 page (the “Plan”), and as necessary for public safety and the provision of municipal services.
