AN ORDINANCE RESCINDING TITLE III, CHAPTER 32, §32.035 THROUGH 32.044 AND CREATING A NEW TITLE III, CHAPTER 32 ENTITLED “BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE” OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, 
COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY


		WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and
	WHEREAS, it is determined that rescinding the Business Development Committee Ordinance and replacing it with a streamlined more efficient version would serve the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the Township of Voorhees.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, that Chapter 32, §32.015 is hereby amended as follows:
 
	Section 1: Ordinance 214-1984, adopted on February 13, 1984 and set forth in Chapter 32 of the 			     Code of the Township of Voorhees, is hereby rescinded and revoked in its entirety.

[bookmark: _Hlk490050074]	Section 2: §32.015 Creation of an Business Development Committee.
There is hereby created a Business Development Committee which will be known as the “Business Development Committee of the Township of Voorhees”. This Committee shall be advisory to the Township Committee and shall consist of not less than five (5) or more than seven (7) members.
Section 3: §32.016 Appointment of Members; Terms; Meetings.
a. The term of office of Committee members shall be for three (3) years; and terms shall be arranged so that approximately one-third (1/3) of the total membership shall expire each year.
b. The Committee members shall be appointed by the Township Committee and consist of one (1) member of the Township Committeeperson, one (1) member who shall be the Economic and Community Development Coordinator, two (2) or more Township residents and two (2) or more Township business owners.
c. The Business Development Committee shall meet on a schedule devised by its
members, but not less than four (4) times each year.

d. A quorum shall consist of a majority of the whole number of members.
Section 4: §32.017 Officers. 
The Committee shall organize annually by the election of one (1) of its members as Chairman. The Committee shall, also, elect a Vice Chairman. The Committee shall, also, appoint a Secretary, which Secretary need not be a member of the Committee.
Section 5: §32.018 Duties. 
The Business Development Committee shall have and perform the following duties to the extent it deems necessary:
a. The development of plans and programs to encourage the expansion and strengthening of existing business and commercial enterprises in Voorhees Township consistent with the best interests of the Township as a whole.
b. The development of plans and programs which will attract new business and
commercial enterprises to the Township of Voorhees which are in the best interests of the Township as a whole.

c. The investigation, analysis and submission of regular reports to the Township
Committee on any obstacles to the expansion of the industrial and commercial tax base of Voorhees Township.

d. The making of recommendations to the Township Committee regarding any ways or means by which the Township can assist in meeting the needs of any development deemed appropriate.
f. The Business Development Committee may participate in appropriate County and regional economic development activities.
g. The Business Development Committee shall develop ways and means of promoting and attracting Voorhees Township’s economic development assets for industry, resort/tourism, transportation, governmental and other potential economic interests.
h. The Business Development Committee shall not exercise any power of condemnation and shall not be authorized to pledge the credit of the Township of Voorhees or to create any debt against the Township or in any manner act as the agent of the Township, except as specifically authorized by resolution of the Township Committee.
i. The Business Development Committee is authorized to expend such monies as may be appropriated for its use in the annual Township budget to carry out the purposes of the Committee as hereinabove set forth.
j. The Business Development Committee shall make an annual report to the Mayor and Township Committee setting forth, in detail, its operations and transactions for the preceding twelve (12) months. The Committee shall keep complete and accurate records of its accounts, shall not exceed its budget and monies received from the Township of Voorhees and shall be expended only for the purposes for which they have been appropriated.

The Business Development Committee shall inquire into, survey and publicize the extent, advantages and utility of the vacant lands of the municipality, whether municipality-owned or otherwise; classify the vacant lands according to their adaptability for economic development; study and analyze the surrounding municipalities with a view to ascertaining the opportunities for the economic development of the municipality; advertise the economic advantages and opportunities of the municipality and the availability of real estate within the municipality for economic development; encourage accomplish the economic development of the economic development of the township. The Committee may also confer with the Tax Assessor and study the tax structure with a view toward making recommendations to reduce the tax burden of the municipality.
	Section 5. §32.019 Oath of Office.
Each member and officer of the Committee shall, before assuming office, take and subscribe an oath that he/she will faithfully and impartially discharge the duties of his/her office.
Section 6: §32.020 Bylaws; Compensation.
To effectuate its purposes, the Business Development Committee shall have the power to adopt suitable bylaws for the management of its affairs. The members and officers of the Committee shall serve without compensation, but each shall receive their actual disbursements for expenses incurred in performing their respective duties.
	Section 7: All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance 			    are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
	Section 8: If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged 			     invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be 			     deemed valid and effective.
	Section 9: This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as 			     required by law.

ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A SECOND AMENDMENT TO THE MASTER DEED CREATING THE VOORHEES TOWN CENTER MIXED USE CONDOMINIUM AND QUIT CLAIM DEED TO CURE CERTAIN DEFICIENCIES NOT AFFECTING THE PROPERTY RIGHTS OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES

WHEREAS, a Master Deed was created for the Voorhees Town Center Mixed Use Condominium recorded with the Camden County Clerk’s Office on May 20, 2011 in Master Deed Book 09417, Page 0232 (the “Original Master Deed”), the real property located in the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, and was attached to the Original Master Deed, that was submitted to the provisions of the New Jersey Condominium Act, N.J. Rev. Stat. 46:8B-1 et-seq., as amended (the “Act”) in order to create a condominium known as Voorhees Town Center Mixed Use Condominium (the “Condominium”); and
WHEREAS, the original Master Deed was amended pursuant to a First Amendment to Master Deed Creating Voorhees Town Center, Mixed Use Condominium, dated May 7, 2012, and recorded with the Camden County Clerk’s Office on May 22, 2013 in Master Deed Book 9595, Page 1449; and 
WHEREAS, Voorhees Center Realty LLC, a New Jersey Limited Liability Company, Voorhees CH LLC, a New Jersey Limited Liability Company and Voorhees Nassim LLC, a New Jersey Limited Liability Company, as tenants in common (“Unit 1 Owner”) and the Township of Voorhees (“Unit 2 Owner”) constitute all of the Unit Owners under the Master Deed; and
WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 7.2 of the Master Deed, the Association, by unanimous consent of Unit Owners, which consent is evidenced by the Joinder of the Unit Owners, has approved the amendment of the Master Deed and the Unit Owners have unanimously approved this Second Amendment identified herein; and
WHEREAS, due to a scrivener’s error, the property designated as Block 150.01, Lot 5 on the Tax Map of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden at the time of the filing of the Original Master Deed was inadvertently included as property subject to the Condominium, but was never intended to be part of the Condominium; and
WHEREAS, the Master Deed requires a corrective amendment to delete from the Real Estate subject to the Condominium the real property and any and all references to Real Estate in the Master Deed, the Exhibits thereto or the Plans shall exclude the real property described therein; and
WHEREAS, the Second Amendment shall be effective upon its recordation in the Camden County Clerk’s Office, although the exclusion of the real property in the relevant documents is intended to be effective, nunc pro tunc, to the filing of the Original Master Deed on May 20, 2011.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows: 

Section 1:	The Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Township Clerk are hereby authorized to execute a Second Amendment to Master Deed Creating Voorhees Town Center Mixed Use Condominium and a Quit Claim Deed in the form attached hereto and made a part hereof.  

Section 2: 	Upon the acceptance and/or execution of the Quit Claims Deed intended to cure the surveying and title defects located within the subject property, the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Township Clerk are hereby authorized to execute any and all additional documents, to rectify the apparent deficiencies.  

Section 3:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 4: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.
Section 5:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on August 14, 2017 at approximately 7:30 p.m.; and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:
“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: __________________________ and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the; 


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;
 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed:  COAHX


(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are: 

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;



	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township of Voorhees entered into Executive Session for only the above stated reasons at their regular meeting caucus of August 14, 2017. 
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township hereby declares that its discussion of the aforementioned subject(s) will be made public at a time when the need for confidentiality no longer exists, or the public’s interest in disclosure is greater than any privacy or governmental interest being protected from disclosure.

RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES URGING THE LEGISLATURE TO REDUCE LOCAL AFFORDABLE HOUSING BURDENS AND PROVIDE DEFINED RULES AND RELIEF 

WHEREAS, municipalities do not have the resources to provide court mandated housing to comply with the Mount Laurel Doctrine without proper funding; and
WHEREAS, lawsuits may increase housing four-fold through court mandates and without an affirmative defense, municipalities can do nothing to stop growth and sprawl, costing millions of dollars outside of local budgets; and
WHEREAS, property taxes must be raised exponentially to pay the costs associated with court mandates and, therefore, population, further overburdening taxpayers; and
WHEREAS, the cumulative impact of years of unfunded court mandates has left many municipalities with serious needs and burdensome property taxes; and
WHEREAS, expected state population growth of .3 percent does not provide sufficient demand to justify court-mandated 30 percent housing supply increase; further congesting our state; and
WHEREAS, New Jersey is already the most densely populated state in the country with 1,195 persons per square mile; and
WHEREAS, the quality of life and public welfare in this municipality will be reduced, negatively impacting infrastructure, water and sewer capacities; school class sizes and school services; municipal services such as volunteer and staffed ambulatory services and fire departments, police departments, public transportation and traffic; and
WHEREAS, the lack of affordable housing and rentals is not due to a lack of units, rather it stems from residents paying property taxes that are unaffordable and increasing by roughly $700 million annually; and
WHEREAS, the state of New Jersey should relieve the burden of unfunded court mandates and provide statewide parity and predictability in regard to municipal affordable housing obligations; and
WHEREAS, the Assembly is urged to pass Assembly Bill No. 4666 imposing an end-of-year moratorium on all affordable housing litigation; and Assembly Bill No. 4667 establishing the “Affordable Housing Obligation Study Commission” to assist in finding solutions to the affordable housing crisis foisted upon municipalities by the end of the year; and
WHEREAS, it is the responsibility of the state and the legislature to assist municipalities; and
WHEREAS, the time has come to reasonably address affordable housing needs in New Jersey to preserve the integrity of the state and its quality of life;
