ORDINANCE AMENDING CERTAIN FINES AND PENALTIES WITHIN THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES


[bookmark: _Hlk510786677]WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:49-5 provides that the governing body of a municipality may prescribe penalties for the violation of ordinances it may have the authority to pass, by imposing, inter alia, a fine in an amount not to exceed $2,000.00; and 
WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees desires to update its Code to reflect the statutory amendment approved on January 5, 2006.  
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees as follows: 

[bookmark: _Hlk518899743]Section 1: §10.99 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees is hereby amended to read as follows: 
§10.99 GENERAL PENALTY 
Any person violating, or failing to comply with, any of the provisions of this code, where no specific penalty is otherwise provided, shall, upon conviction thereof, be punished by a fine of not more than $500 $2,000 or by imprisonment for a term not to exceed 90 days, or by both such fine and imprisonment, in the discretion of the judge.  The continuation of such violation for each successive day shall constitute a separate offense, and the person or persons allowing or permitting the continuation of the violation may be punished as provided above for each separate offense. 

Section 2: §130.99 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees shall have its own heading entitled “Penalties” and is hereby amended to read as follows: 

§ 130.99 PENALTY.
[bookmark: JD_130.96](A)	Whoever violates any provision of this chapter for which no penalty is otherwise specifically provided, shall be subject to the penalty provisions of § 10.99.

(B)	Any person violating the provisions of §130.40 through §130.42 and §130.45 and §130.46, upon conviction, shall be subject to a fine of not more than $500 $2,000 or imprisonment for a term not to exceed 90 days, or both.
('74 Code, § 62A-4) (Ord. 716-94, passed 11-28-94; Am. Ord. 11-01, passed 4-23-01)

(C)	Any person who violates the provisions of §130.77, upon conviction thereof, shall be subject to a fine not exceeding $1,000 $2,000 or to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 30 days, or both, for each violation for which the retailer is found guilty.  
(Ord. 805-97, passed 5-19-97)
   
(D)	Any child, as such term is defined in § 130.01 of this chapter, who violates any provision of §130.01 through §130.05 shall, upon conviction thereof, be punished by being sentenced to community service for a term not exceeding 40 hours. Any parent, as such term is defined in §130.01 of this chapter, who violates any provision of this chapter shall, upon conviction thereof, be punished by a fine not exceeding $1,000 $2,000 or by being sentenced to community service not exceeding 40 hours or both. If both the child and the parent violate this chapter, they shall be required to perform community service together.  Any child who violates any of the provisions of §130.01 through §130.05 more than three times shall be reported by the Chief of Police to the Camden County Superior Court, Family Part, as a delinquent juvenile.

(E)   Upon conviction, violators of §130.85 - §130.88, shall be subject to the following penalties:

      	(1)   A first offense will result in a fine of not less than $25 nor more than $50;
      
(2)   A second offense will result in a fine of not less than $50 nor more than $100; 
      
(3)   A third and any subsequent offense shall result in a fine of not less than $100 nor more than $150;

(4)   Continued violations will be considered to be flaunting the law and this policy and shall result in barring the person and/or the person's organization from school buildings.

(F)	Any person found to be in violation of §130.89 shall be issued a summons and shall be subject to the following penalties:
      
(1)   First offense: a fine of not less than $100 and not to exceed $150.
      
(2)   Second offense: a fine of not less than $150 and not to exceed $250.

(3)   Subsequent offenses: a fine of not less than $300 and not to exceed $500.

Section 3: All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 4: If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective. 

Section 5: This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication a required by law.

AN ORDINANCE TO RELEASE, VACATE AND EXTINGUISH ANY AND ALL PUBLIC RIGHTS IN AND TO A PORTION OF LAUREL ROAD AVENUE SUBJECT TO 
CERTAIN TERMS AND CONDITIONS

	WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, is of the opinion that the public interest will best be served by abandoning, vacating, releasing and extinguishing any and all public rights which said Township may have in and to the following described portion of Laurel Road. 
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. The public rights and interests in a portion of Laurel Road as more fully described in accordance with Exhibit “A” attached hereto, are hereby vacated, abandoned and released.

2. The vacation set forth herein expressly reserves and excepts from said vacation, all rights and privileges possessed by any and all public utilities, as defined by R.S. 48:2-13, and by any cable television company, as defined in the Cable Television Act, P.L. 1972, c. 186, (C. 48:5A-1 et seq.), to maintain, repair and replace their existing facilities in adjacent to, over or under the street, highway, lane, alley, square, place or park, or any part thereof, to be vacated.

3. All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

4. If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

5. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on July 16, 2018 at approximately 7:30 p.m.; and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:
“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: __________________________ and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the; 


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;
 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed:  COAHX


(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are: 

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;


	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township of Voorhees entered into Executive Session for only the above stated reasons at their regular meeting caucus of July 16, 2018. 
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township hereby declares that its discussion of the aforementioned subject(s) will be made public at a time when the need for confidentiality no longer exists, or the public’s interest in disclosure is greater than any privacy or governmental interest being protected from disclosure. 
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township Clerk/Township Solicitor, shall read aloud enough of this resolution so that members of the public in attendance can understand, as precisely as possible, the nature of the matters that were privately discussed.
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township Clerk, on the next business day following this meeting, shall furnish a copy of this resolution to any member of the public who requests one at the fees allowed by N.J.S.A. 47:1A-1 et seq.
