AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 76 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES REGARDING ADMINISTRATIVE FEES FOR THE TOWING OF VEHICLES 

	WHEREAS, the Code of Ordinances of the Township of Voorhees sets forth certain administrative fees to be paid for the towing of vehicles within the Township of Voorhees; and

	WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees desires to amend said ordinance regarding the administrative fee collected; and 
	
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:

	Section 1: 	The Administrative Fee definition within Schedule C of Chapter 76 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees, entitled Towing of Vehicles, Administrative, Storage, and General Charges, is hereby amended as follows:
	
“Administrative - A onetime administrative fee of $25 payable to the Township of Voorhees shall be collected at the time of release for the processing and maintenance of towing records. This fee shall be paid to the Township when the vehicle release is completed on the Towed Vehicle Report by the Records Bureau of the Voorhees Township Police Department.”

Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

	WHEREAS, the Township is desirous of canceling and reappropriating certain funded balances for the installation of sidewalks on Burnt Mill and Evesham Roads.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, NEW JERSEY (NOT LESS THAN TWO-THIRDS OF ALL THE MEMBERS THEREOF AFFIRMATIVELY CONCURRING), PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF THE LOCAL BOND LAW, CHAPTER 169 OF THE LAWS OF 1960 OF THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AS AMENDED AND SUPPLEMENTED ("LOCAL BOND LAW"), AS FOLLOWS:

	Section 3.	The period of usefulness of the Improvements referred to in Section 2, within the limitations of the Local Bond Law and according to the reasonable life thereof, is not less than ten (10) years.

	Section 4.	The Capital Budget is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith, and the resolution promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended Capital Budget and Capital Program as approved by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, is on file with the Township Clerk and available for inspection.

	Section 5.	The Improvements authorized hereby are not current expenses and are general improvements that the Township may lawfully make.  No part of the cost of the Improvements authorized hereby has been or shall be specially assessed on any property specially benefited thereby.

	Section 6.	All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

	Section 7.	This ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the first publication thereof after final passage.

AN ORDINANCE TO RELEASE, VACATE AND EXTINGUISH ANY AND ALL PUBLIC RIGHTS IN AND TO A PORTION OF THIRD STREET SUBJECT TO CERTAIN TERMS AND CONDITIONS

	WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, is of the opinion that the public interest will best be served by abandoning, vacating, releasing and extinguishing any and all public rights which said Township may have in and to the following described portion of Third Street. 
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. The public rights and interests in a portion of Third Street as more fully described in accordance with Exhibit “A” attached hereto, are hereby vacated, abandoned and released.

2. The vacation set forth herein expressly reserves and excepts from said vacation, all rights and privileges possessed by any and all public utilities, as defined by R.S. 48:2-13, and by any cable television company, as defined in the Cable Television Act, P.L. 1972, c. 186, (C. 48:5A-1 et seq.), to maintain, repair and replace their existing facilities in adjacent to, over or under the street, highway, lane, alley, square, place or park, or any part thereof, to be vacated.

3. All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

4. If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on November 19, 2018 at approximately 7:30 p.m.; and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:
“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: __________________________ and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the; 


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;
 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed:  Voorhees Town Center RedevelopmentX


(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are: HR Director

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;X


	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township of Voorhees entered into Executive Session for only the above stated reasons at their regular meeting caucus of November 19, 2018.

DESIGNATING CERTAIN PROPERTIES AS NON-CONDEMNATION REDEVELOPMENT AREAS AND NOT DESIGNATING CERTAIN OTHER PROPERTY AS AN AREA IN NEED OF REDEVELOPMENT WITH RESPECT TO THE NON-CONDEMNATION AREA IN NEED OF REDEVELOPMENT STUDY OF BLOCK 14, LOTS 13, 14.01 AND 15

	WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:12-6 authorizes the Governing Body of any municipality, by Resolution, to have its Planning Board conduct a preliminary investigation to determine whether any area of the municipality is a redevelopment area; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolutions 135-17 and 69-18 (collectively, Exhibit “A”), adopted by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, the Planning Board of the Township of Voorhees (“Planning Board”) conducted an investigation to determine whether the following areas should be designated as areas in need of non-condemnation redevelopment (“Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Areas”) and considered the Non-Condemnation Area in Need of Redevelopment Study submitted by Malvika Apte, PP, AICP, of CME Associates, dated May 22, 2018 (the "Redevelopment Study"):

1.	Block 14, Lot 13 – located on Preston Avenue across the street from the Robin Hill Apartment complex, known as "The Coliseum" property;
2.	Block 14, Lot 14.01 – located along Sycamore Avenue and containing a Camden County metering station on Township-owned land; and 

3.	Block 14, Lot 15 – located on Sycamore Avenue and being the property formerly operated as the Abbott's Dairy farm and the Cherry Hill Equipment Company.

	WHEREAS, the Planning Board conducted a public hearing on June 27, 2018 concerning the designation of the Study Areas as Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Areas, and the meeting was open to the public and all members of the public had an opportunity to address questions and comments to the Planning Board; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, due notice of the public hearing was given to the property owners as mandated by the aforesaid statute and notice also was posted and published in accordance with the requirements of law; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, the Planning Board prepared a map showing the boundaries of the proposed redevelopment Study Areas and the location of the various parcels of property included therein; and appended to the map was a statement setting forth the basis for the investigation; and
	WHEREAS, Malvika Apte, PP, AICP of CME Associates, the Planner designated by the Planning Board, prepared the Redevelopment Study, entitled “Non-Condemnation Area in Need of Redevelopment Study Block 14 Lots 13, 14.01, 15,” dated May 22, 2018, which document is adopted herein by reference; and
	WHEREAS, all members of the Planning Board reviewed the Redevelopment Study for the Study Areas submitted by Ms. Apte; and
	WHEREAS, the Planning Board made the following findings of fact and drew the following conclusions of law: 
	1.	Malvika Apte, PP, AICP, presented substantial credible evidence that certain properties within the investigation area qualify as Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Areas and that certain other areas do not qualify as an area in need of redevelopment, as follows:
A. 	Block 14, Lots 13 and 15 qualify as an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and

B. 	Block 14, Lot 14.01 does not qualify as an area in need of redevelopment.
	
2.	With respect to Block 14, Lot 13 of the Study Area, which includes the Coliseum buildings 
and associated parking lots located along Preston Avenue, the Board found that:
		A.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(d), the Coliseum structure contains an obsolete interior layout which cannot easily be adaptively reused with current planning trends and uses as evidenced by the varied uses currently occupying the building, including various sports facilities, a yoga studio and a house of worship; and the Board further found that the site itself shows signs of lack of proper maintenance over an extended period of time thereby creating an environment that is detrimental to the health, safety and welfare of the community.
	3.	With respect to Block 14, Lot 14.01 of the Study Area located along Sycamore Avenue, the Board found the property is owned by the Township of Voorhees and contains a metering station that is owned and operated by the Camden County Municipal Utilities Authority; and the Board further found the site also contains a Green Acres access trail that connects to a Township owned athletic facility on nearby property; and, as a result, the Board found that Lot 14.01 does not meet any of criteria set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5 and the Board recommended that Lot 14.01 be excluded from any "in need of redevelopment designation."  
	4.	With respect to Block 14, Lot 15 of the Study Area, consisting of 2.41 acres located along Sycamore Avenue and being the site of the former Abbott's Dairy farm and Cherry Hill Equipment Company, the Board found that:
		A.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(a), the only building still standing on the property is uninhabitable and appears to have been abandoned for an extensive period of time; and the Board also found that there is documented evidence indicating the dilapidated structure contained and/or contains asbestos and lead based paint products; and for the above reasons, the Board determined the building is irreparably dilapidated, substandard and unsafe and therefore wholly conducive to unwholesome working conditions thereby rendering the building completely unusable and incapable of being adaptively reused;
		B.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(b), based upon the same conditions described in the above paragraph (A), the existing structure also is in such a great state of disrepair that it is untenantable in its current condition; and
		C.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(d), in addition to the condition of the structure as described above, the site is known to contain environmental contamination to such an extent that it is fenced off with an environmental notice prominently displayed on the chained gate/access to the property containing a New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection case number; and the Board also found that the site is in a complete state of disrepair and neglect as evidenced by the aged and broken paved portions of the site, the dilapidated structure containing environmentally unsafe products and an overgrowth of vegetation such that the condition of the property is so substandard and unsafe that it is detrimental to the health, safety, morals and general welfare of the community.
	WHEREAS, based upon the Board's investigation, including the Redevelopment Study and public hearing conducted thereon, the Board found that Block 14, Lot 13, the property generally known as "The Coliseum," and Block 14, Lot 15, the property formerly operated and known as the Abbott's Dairy farm and the Cherry Hill Equipment Company, are in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and
	WHEREAS, the Board found and recommended that the balance of the study area, namely Block 14, Lot 14.01, should not be deemed in need of redevelopment or be part of any redevelopment area. 
	WHEREAS, the Planning Board adopted Resolution 18-021 (“Exhibit “B”) as its official report and recommendation to the Mayor and Township Committee that the above noted Redevelopment Areas satisfy the statutory requirements set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5 and should be declared areas in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and
	WHEREAS, the Governing Body has reviewed the recommendations of the Planning Board and determines that it is in the best interest of the Township of Voorhees to declare the study areas identified as Block 14, Lots 13 and 15 as areas in need of non-condemnation redevelopment pursuant to the Redevelopment Study and the recommendations of the Planning Board. 
	NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey, that:
	1.	The Township Committee hereby accepts the report and recommendation of the Planning Board and hereby designates the Study Area identified as Block 14, Lots 13 and 15 as areas in need of non-condemnation redevelopment in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5.
	2. 	The Township Committee further accepts the report and adopts the recommendation of the Planning Board with respect to Block 14, Lot 14.01 and hereby declares that Block 14, Lot 14.01 is not designated as an area in need of redevelopment.
	3.	The Township Clerk, or her designee, is hereby directed to serve within ten (10) days a copy of this Resolution upon each person, if any, who filed a written objection to the Planning Board’s recommendation, with service to be in a manner provided by N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et seq., as amended. 
	4.	The Township Clerk, or her designee, is further directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to the Commissioner of the Department of Community Affairs forthwith.
