RESOLUTION NO. 267-18


RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION



	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on December 17, 2018 at approximately 7:30 p.m.; and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:
“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: __________________________ and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the; 


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;
 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed:  Voorhees Town Center RedevelopmentX


(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are: HR Director

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;X


	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township of Voorhees entered into Executive Session for only the above stated reasons at their regular meeting caucus of December 17, 2018. 
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township hereby declares that its discussion of the aforementioned subject(s) will be made public at a time when the need for confidentiality no longer exists, or the public’s interest in disclosure is greater than any privacy or governmental interest being protected from disclosure. 
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township Clerk/Township Solicitor, shall read aloud enough of this resolution so that members of the public in attendance can understand, as precisely as possible, the nature of the matters that were privately discussed.
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township Clerk, on the next business day following this meeting, shall furnish a copy of this resolution to any member of the public who requests one at the fees allowed by N.J.S.A. 47:1A-1 et seq.

RESOLUTION NO. 268-18

RESOLUTION DESIGNATING CERTAIN PROPERTIES AS NON-CONDEMNATION REDEVELOPMENT AREAS WITH RESPECT TO THE NON-CONDEMNATION AREA IN NEED OF REDEVELOPMENT STUDY
OF BLOCK 197, LOTS 4, 4.01, 4.02, 5 & 11

	WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:12-6 authorizes the Governing Body of any municipality, by Resolution, to have its Planning Board conduct a preliminary investigation to determine whether any area of the municipality is a redevelopment area; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 92-18 (Exhibit “A”), adopted by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees adopted on March 26, 2018, the Planning Board of the Township of Voorhees (“Planning Board”) conducted an investigation to determine whether the following areas should be designated as areas in need of non-condemnation redevelopment (“Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Areas”) and considered the Non-Condemnation Area in Need of Redevelopment Study submitted by Malvika Apte, PP, AICP, of CME Associates, dated July 3, 2018 (the "Redevelopment Study"):
		1.	Block 197, Lot 4 – a 6.05 acre lot with two separate frontages on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road located immediately adjacent to the property formerly operated as "The Carriage House" restaurant and including the lake located immediately to the north of same;
		2.	Block 197, Lot 4.01 – a 0.725 acre flag-shaped lot with 45.5 feet of frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road located immediately to the south of Lot 4 and immediately to the east of Lot 11 and containing a single family residential dwelling;
		3.	Block 197, Lot 4.02 – a 0.442 acre flag-shaped lot with 45.5 feet of frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road located immediately to the south of Lot 4.01 and containing a single family residential dwelling;
4. 	Block 197, Lot 5 – a 0.730 acre irregularly shaped lot with 180 feet of frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road located immediately adjacent to and completely surrounded by Lot 4 and containing a single family dwelling; and
5. 	Block 197, Lot 11 – a 1.62 acre lot with 200 feet of frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road located immediately to the south of Lot 4, immediately to the east of Lot 5 and immediately to the west of Lot 4.01, and containing the single-story commercial structure formerly operated as "The Carriage House" restaurant, together with an associated parking field and accessory structures; and
	WHEREAS, the Planning Board conducted a public hearing on July 25, 2018 concerning the designation of the properties as Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Areas, and the meeting was open to the public and all members of the public had an opportunity to address questions and comments to the Planning Board; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, due notice of the public hearing was given to the property owners as mandated by the aforesaid statute and notice also was posted and published in accordance with the requirements of law; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, the Planning Board prepared a map showing the boundaries of the proposed Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Areas, and the location of the various parcels of property included therein; and appended to the map was a statement setting forth the basis for the investigation; and
	WHEREAS, Malvika Apte, PP, AICP of CME Associates, the Planner designated by the Planning Board, prepared the Redevelopment Study, entitled “Non-Condemnation Area in Need of Redevelopment Study Block 197, Lots 4, 4.01, 4.02, 5 and 11” dated July 3, 2018, which document is adopted herein by reference; and
	WHEREAS, all members of the Planning Board reviewed the Redevelopment Study for the Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Areas, submitted by Ms. Apte; and
	WHEREAS, the Planning Board made the following findings of fact and drew the following conclusions of law: 
	1.	Malvika Apte, PP, AICP, presented substantial credible evidence that all of the properties within the investigation area qualify as Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Areas.
	2.	With respect to Block 197, Lot 4 of the Study Area, consisting of 6.05 acres which includes the lake situated behind the other Study Area properties and associated wetlands and uplands, the Board found that:
		A.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(c), the lot is largely impacted by the existing lake and presence of wetlands and woodlands, as a result of which it has been vacant for the last 23 years; and further that, due to these environmental constraints affecting the topography and nature of the soils on site, as well as the lack of developable lands, it is highly unlikely the lot would be developed in the future through the instrumentality of private capital.
	3.	With respect to Block 197, Lots 4.01 and 4.02 of the Study Area, consisting of 0.75 acres and 0.442 acres, respectively, each containing a non-conforming residential use on non-conforming flag lots with limited frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road, the Board found that:
		A.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(d), these lots both contain an obsolete layout in that the lots are not only undersized for the ORB Zone, but also are flag-shaped lots which in itself represents a design that is inconsistent with current planning standards disfavoring flag-shaped lots; and that due to the undersized, flag-shape of each lot, neither lot is likely to be independently redeveloped with conforming uses because neither can meet all of the zoning requirements for the ORB Zone, including but not limited to the fact that both have limited lot frontage and/or visibility from the street; and further that both of these lots suffer from a faulty arrangement and design such that the obsolescence and faulty arrangement of these lots are detrimental to the welfare of the community because redevelopment of these non-conforming lots with conforming uses could never be achieved thereby continuing to impede any chance of successful redevelopment of the lots with uses permitted in the ORB Zone. 
4.	With respect to Block 197, Lot 5 of the Study Area, consisting of 0.73 acres located on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road, the Board found that due to the size and location the lot within the overall Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area, inclusion of the lot appeared to be inimical to achieve an effective redevelopment of the Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area as a whole and therefore the lot should be included in any in need of non-condemnation redevelopment designation of the properties as a whole in accordance with Section 3 of the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law.
5. 	With respect to Block 197, Lot 11 of the Study Area, consisting of 0.73 acres with frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road and containing a dilapidated and vacant commercial building, the Board found that:
A.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(b), the former use of the single-story commercial building, previously operated as "The Carriage House" restaurant, has been discontinued for at least six years and the building is vacant and appears to have been abandoned; and also that the structure and the associated parking field and surrounding site are dilapidated and the building itself has fallen into such a state of disrepair it is untenantable in its current condition; and
		B.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(d), for the same reasons set forth in Paragraph A above, the Board found that, in addition to the dilapidated building and deteriorating site conditions, the site also suffers from drainage issues as evidenced by pooling of water in multiple areas of the property, the result of which is that the property as a whole is so substandard and unsafe that it is detrimental to the health, safety, morals and general welfare of the community.
	WHEREAS, based upon the Board's investigation, including the Redevelopment Study and public hearing conducted thereon, the Board found that Block 197, Lots 4, 4.01, 4.02, 5 and 11 are in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and
	WHEREAS, the Planning Board adopted Resolution 18-022 (“Exhibit “B”) as its official report and recommendation to the Mayor and Township Committee that the above noted properties satisfy the statutory requirements set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5 and should be declared areas in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and
	WHEREAS, the Governing Body has reviewed the recommendations of the Planning Board and has determined that it is in the best interest of the Township of Voorhees to declare the properties identified as Block 197, Lots 4, 4.01, 4.02, 5 and 11 as an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment pursuant to the Redevelopment Study and the recommendations of the Planning Board. 
	NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey, that:
	1.	The Township Committee hereby accepts the report and recommendation of the Planning Board and hereby designates the properties identified as Block 197, Lots 4, 4.01, 4.02 and 11 as an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5 and also designates Block 197, Lot 5 as part of the aforesaid area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-3.
	2. 	The Township Clerk, or her designee, is hereby directed to serve within ten (10) days a copy of this Resolution upon each person, if any, who filed a written objection to the Planning Board’s recommendation, with service to be in a manner provided by N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et seq., as amended. 
	3.	The Township Clerk, or her designee, is further directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to the Commissioner of the Department of Community Affairs forthwith. 
	4.	This Resolution shall take effect immediately.

RESOLUTION NO. 92-18

RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, CAMDEN COUNTY, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES PLANNING BOARD TO UNDERTAKE A PRELIMINARY INVESTIGATION TO DETERMINE WHETHER THE PROPOSED STUDY AREA WHICH INCLUDES BLOCK 197, LOTS 4, 4.01, 4.02, 5 AND 11 IS TO BE DELINEATED AS AN AREA IN NEED OF REDEVELOPMENT PURSUANT TO THE LOCAL REDEVELOPMENT AND HOUSING LAW (N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 ET SEQ)

	WHEREAS, the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et seq. (“LRHL”) provides a mechanism to assist local governments in efforts to promote programs of redevelopment; and
	WHEREAS, the LRHL sets forth the procedures for the Township to declare an area in need of redevelopment, along with the development and effectuation of a redevelopment plan; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to the required redevelopment procedures, specifically set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, no area of a municipality shall be determined a redevelopment area unless the governing body of the municipality shall, by Resolution, authorize the Planning Board to undertake a preliminary investigation to determine whether a proposed area is a redevelopment area meeting the criteria set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5; and
	WHEREAS, the New Jersey Legislature adopted, and the Governor signed, P.L. 2013, Chapter 159, which amended the LRHL, including the procedural requirements of N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5 and N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to P.L. 2013, Chapter 159, “[t]he resolution authorizing the planning board to undertake a preliminary investigation shall state whether the redevelopment area determination shall authorize the municipality to use all those powers provided by the Legislature for use in a redevelopment area other than the use of eminent domain (“Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area”) or whether the redevelopment area determination shall authorize the municipality to use all those powers provided by the Legislature for use is a redevelopment area, including the power of eminent domain (“Condemnation Redevelopment Area”); and 
	WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees seek to authorize and recommend the Township of Voorhees Planning Board to conduct a preliminary investigation of the Study Area as an area in need of redevelopment to be a Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area; and
	WHEREAS, the Area in question is located along Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road, Voorhees, New Jersey 08043, consisting of approximately 9.5 acres, identified as the Study Area, may benefit from the tools available to municipalities under the LRHL and efforts to encourage private development with existing owners for increased employment and housing opportunities, tax ratables and other benefits which communities generally derive from the redevelopment of lands in these areas; and
	WHEREAS, the Township Committee finds it to be in the best interest of the Township and its residents to authorize the Township Planning Board to undertake such preliminary investigation of the Study Area as a Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees wishes to direct the Township of Voorhees Planning Board to undertake a preliminary investigation utilizing CME Associates to prepare the preliminary investigation, to determine whether the proposed Study Area, which includes Block 197, Lots 4, 4.01, 4.02, 5 and 11, consisting of approximately 9.5 acres, as shown on the Official Tax Map of the Township of Voorhees, attached hereto as Exhibit “A,” qualifies as an area in need of Non-Condemnation Redevelopment pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5; and
	WHEREAS, Subash and Sangeeta Rashatwar and the Township of Voorhees intend to enter into an Escrow Agreement whereby Subash and Sangeeta Rashatwar shall be responsible to pay for all expenses incurred by the Township of Voorhees and Planning Board in conjunction with the request; and
	WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee are empowered to authorize this preliminary investigation to be conducted by the Township of Voorhees Planning Board pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6 as a Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area.
	NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees in the County of Camden, and State of New Jersey as follows: 

1. The provisions of the WHEREAS clauses set forth above are incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof.

1. The Township of Voorhees Planning Board is hereby authorized to undertake a preliminary investigation, utilizing CME Associates to prepare the preliminary investigation, pursuant to a notice to conduct a hearing and comply with other requirements of the LRHL, in order to recommend to the Township Committee whether the area comprising the Study Area is an area in need of Non-Condemnation Redevelopment according to the criteria set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5.

1. Pursuant to New Jersey P.L.2013, Chapter 159, the redevelopment area determination shall authorize the Township to use all those powers provided by the Legislature for use in a Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area, other than the use of eminent domain.

1. The Township of Voorhees Planning Board shall provide a written Report to the Mayor and Township Committee setting forth its findings resulting from such preliminary investigation and shall recommend to the Mayor and Township Committee whether said properties are an “Area in Need of Redevelopment” under the meaning and intendment of the LRHL. 

1. The Township of Voorhees Planning Board shall submit its findings and recommendations to the Mayor and Township Committee in the form of a Resolution with supporting documents.

[bookmark: _DV_M5][bookmark: _DV_M36]	WHEREAS, by virtue of Township of Voorhees Resolution No. 92-18 adopted on March 26, 2018 in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees directed and authorized the Voorhees Township Planning Board (the “Board”) to conduct a study and make recommendation(s) as to whether certain properties located in the Study Area identified therein, namely the properties designated as Block 197, Lots 4, 4.01, 4.02, 5 and 11 (the "Study Area"), constitute an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment in accordance with the criteria set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5, to wit:
		1.	Block 197, Lot 4 – a 6.05 acre lot with two separate frontages on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road located immediately adjacent to the property formerly operated as "The Carriage House" restaurant and including the lake located immediately to the north of same;
		2.	Block 197, Lot 4.01 – a 0.725 acre flag-shaped lot with 45.5 feet of frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road located immediately to the south of Lot 4 and immediately to the east of Lot 11 and containing a single family residential dwelling;
		3.	Block 197, Lot 4.02 – a 0.442 acre flag-shaped lot with 45.5 feet of frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road located immediately to the south of Lot 4.01 and containing a single family residential dwelling;
4. 	Block 197, Lot 5 – a 0.730 acre irregularly shaped lot with 180 feet of frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road located immediately adjacent to and completely surrounded by Lot 4 and containing a single family dwelling; and
5. 	Block 197, Lot 11 – a 1.62 acre lot with 200 feet of frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road located immediately to the south of Lot 4, immediately to the east of Lot 5 and immediately to the west of Lot 4.01 and containing the single-story commercial structure formerly operated as "The Carriage House" restaurant and associated parking field and accessory structures; and
	WHEREAS, the Board caused to be prepared a map showing the boundaries of the proposed non-condemnation redevelopment area and the location of the various parcels of property included therein; and
WHEREAS, the Board appointed CME Associates to conduct a study and prepare a report with findings and recommendations as to whether the properties in the Study Area should be designated as an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and
WHEREAS, Malvika Apte, PP, AICP of CME Associates, conducted the study as directed and prepared a report thereon, said report dated July 3, 2018 (the “CME Report”); and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, the Planning Board specified July 25, 2018 as the date for a public hearing and caused notice of the hearing to be given for the purpose of hearing persons who were interested in or who would be affected by the determination that the delineated Study Area is in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and
	WHEREAS, the hearing notice set forth the general boundaries of the Study Area to be investigated and stated that a map had been prepared and could be inspected at the Township of Voorhees Planning Office; and
	WHEREAS, a copy of the notice was published in a newspaper of general circulation once each week for two consecutive weeks, the last publication being not less than ten (10) days prior to the date of the July 25, 2018 hearing date; and
	WHEREAS, the Planning Board caused copies of the notice to be mailed to the last owner of the parcels of property within the Study Area according to the assessment records of the Township of Voorhees, to all persons whose names are noted on the Tax Assessment records for all of the parcels listed in the study report, to all owners of properties located within 200 feet of each of the properties in the Study Area, as well as to the clerks of all municipalities located within 200 feet of each of the properties in the Study Area, such notice being provided at least ten (10) days prior to the July 25, 2018 hearing date; and
	WHEREAS, at the time of the public hearing on July 25, 2018, the Planning Board Secretary gave sworn testimony regarding the publication and service of the public notices as set forth above; and
	WHEREAS, at the time of the public hearing on July 25, 2018, Malvika Apte, PP, AICP testified under oath and summarized the CME Report, which report was marked as Exhibit “P-1” at the time of the hearing; and Ms. Apte also introduced an enlarged copy of the map shown on page 5 of the CME Report, entitled "Figure 1: Study Area Boundaries," which map was marked as Exhibit "P-2" at the time of the hearing; and
	WHEREAS, at the time of the said public hearing, the following members of the public appeared and testified with regard to the proposed non-condemnation redevelopment area:
1. 	CHERYL COLE:  Ms. Cole raised concerns about the current condition of the subject properties located directly behind her home (being Lots 4.01 and 4.02), as well as the potential redevelopment of the Study Area as a Muslim living center.
2. 	HAKAN KARAHAN:  Mr. Karahan generally supported the redevelopment efforts and rebutted concerns expressed by Ms. Cole related to her perceived improper use of Lot 4.01, located two lots behind her home, which contains a residential dwelling that he had rented.
3. 	DENISE MISSELHORN:  Ms. Misselhorn expressed concerns about the potential redevelopment of the site with uses that are inconsistent with the quaint character of the neighborhood.
4. 	VALERIE BROWN:  Ms. Brown admonished the Board to remain mindful of existing environmental constraints affecting the Study Area properties, especially when considering any future plans for redevelopment.
5. 	LOUIS MUELLER:  Mr. Mueller suggested the property owner should be required to redevelop the properties in accordance with current zoning requirements and raised concerns that the properties intentionally were permitted to fall into disrepair to facilitate the redevelopment process.
6. 	JUDE BROWN:  Mr. Brown supported the concerns raised by others and also raised concerns about the redevelopment process.
7. 	SUSAN SMITH:  Ms. Smith indicated she did not receive notice of the hearing and also asked the Board to carry the proceedings to allow the residents to retain their own professional to rebut the testimony provided by Ms. Apte.
	WHEREAS, the Board, after reviewing the Report and hearing the testimony of Ms. Apte and the public, found that in the within designated Study Area, the following conditions currently exist: 
	1.	With respect to Block 197, Lot 4 of the Study Area, consisting of 6.05 acres which includes the lake situated behind the other Study Area properties, together with associated wetlands and uplands, the Board found that:
		A.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(c), the lot is largely impacted by the existing lake and presence of wetlands and woodlands, as a result of which it has been vacant for the last 23 years; the Board found further that, due to these environmental constraints affecting the topography and nature of the soils on site, as well as the lack of developable lands, it is highly unlikely the lot would be developed in the future through the instrumentality of private capital; and
	2.	With respect to Block 197, Lots 4.01 and 4.02 of the Study Area, consisting of 0.75 acres and 0.442 acres, respectively, each containing a non-conforming residential use on non-conforming flag lots with limited frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road, the Board found that:
		A.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(d), these lots both contain an obsolete layout in that the lots are not only undersized for the ORB Zone, but also are flag-shaped lots which in itself represents a design that inconsistent with current planning standards disfavoring flag-shaped lots; the Board also found that due to the undersized, flag-shape of each lot, neither lot is likely to be independently redeveloped with conforming uses because neither can meet all of the zoning requirements for the ORB Zone, including but not limited to the fact that both have limited lot frontage and/or visibility from the street; as a result, the Board also found that both of these lots suffer from a faulty arrangement and design; finally, the Board found that the obsolescence and faulty arrangement of these lots are detrimental to the welfare of the community in that redevelopment of the non-conforming lots with conforming uses could never be achieved thereby continuing to impede any chance of successful redevelopment of the lots with uses permitted in the ORB Zone; and
3.	With respect to Block 197, Lot 5 of the Study Area, consisting of 0.73 acres located on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road, the Board found that, despite being surrounded on three sides by Lot 4 and containing a non-conforming residential use, the lot itself is largely conforming to the ORB Zone standards and generally does not meet any of the statutory criteria for redevelopment; on the other hand, the Board also found that due to the size and location the lot within the overall Study Area, inclusion of the lot appeared to be inimical to achieve an effective redevelopment of the Study Area as a whole and therefore the Board determined the lot should be included in any designation of in need of non-condemnation redevelopment of the Study Area in accordance with Section 3 of the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law; and
4. 	With respect to Block 197, Lot 11 of the Study Area, consisting of 0.73 acres with frontage on Kirkwood-Gibbsboro Road and containing a dilapidated and vacant commercial building, the Board found that:
A.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(b), the former use of the single-story commercial building, previously operated as "The Carriage House" restaurant, has been discontinued for at least six years and the building is vacant and appears to have been abandoned; the Board also found that the structure and the associated parking field and surrounding site are dilapidated and the building itself has fallen into such a state of disrepair it is untenantable in its current condition; and
		B.	Consistent with the statutory criteria described in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5(d), for the same reasons set forth in Paragraph A above, the Board found that, in addition to the dilapidated building and deteriorating site conditions, the site also suffers from drainage issues as evidenced by pooling of water in multiple areas of the property; as a result, the Board found that the property as a whole is so substandard and unsafe that it is detrimental to the health, safety, morals and general welfare of the community; and
	WHEREAS, based upon the above findings, the Board determined that Block 197, Lots 4, 4.01, 4.02, 5 and 11 are in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and
	WHEREAS, as a result of the above findings, the Board recommended that the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees determine that Lots 4, 4.01, 4.02, 5 and 11 in Block 197 are in need of non-condemnation redevelopment.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township of Voorhees Planning Board that the Board does hereby adopt the CME Report dated July 3, 2018, and as a result thereof and of the public hearing conducted thereon on July 25, 2018, the Board hereby recommends to the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees that Block 197, Lots 4, 4.01, 4.02, 5 and 11 be determined to be in need of non-condemnation redevelopment and/or be designated as a Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area consistent with the Board's findings as outlined herein; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the Planning Board does hereby adopt the findings set forth in the above preambles as its factual findings supporting its recommendations to the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees.
