ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE SALE AND TRANSFER OF PROPERTIES AND EXECUTION OF CERTAIN DOCUMENTS FROM THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES TO WAYNE SCHETTLER ASSOCIATED WITH THE SALE OF PROPERTY AT 1225 WALNUT AVENUE, ALSO KNOWN AS BLOCK 182, LOT 10, IN THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE NEW JERSEY


WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees (“Township”) and Wayne Schettler (“Schettler”), an individual, have entered into an Agreement of Sale, following an auction pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12-1 et seq., on or about February 28, 2019, which authorizes a municipality to sell any real property that is not needed for public use; and 
WHEREAS, Schettler is the contract-purchaser of the property located at 1225 Walnut Avenue, designated as Block 182, Lot 10 on the official Tax Map of the Township of Voorhees, which property has been sold as is; and
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows: 

Section 1:	The provisions of the WHEREAS clauses set forth above are incorporated into this Ordinance by reference and made a part hereof.

Section 2: 	The Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Township Administrator and/or Township Clerk are hereby authorized to transfer, accept and/or execute any and all documents, including but not limited to certain easements, temporary construction easements, deeds and other conveyance documents in order to effectuate the transfer of title to the subject property in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Agreement of Sale between the parties executed by the Mayor of the Township of Voorhees and Schettler for the contracted sum of Twenty-Seven Thousand ($27,000.00) Dollars.  

Section 3: 	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 4: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 5:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.
