RESOLUTION NO. 56-19

DESIGNATING CERTAIN PROPERTY IN THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES AS A NON-CONDEMNATION AREA IN NEED OF REDEVELOPMENT 

	WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:12-6 authorizes the Governing Body of any municipality, by Resolution, to have its Planning Board conduct a preliminary investigation to determine whether any area of the municipality is a redevelopment area; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 107-18 (Exhibit “A”), adopted by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, the Planning Board of the Township of Voorhees (“Planning Board”) conducted an investigation to determine whether the following areas should be designated as areas in need of non-condemnation redevelopment (“Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Areas”) and considered the Non-Condemnation Area in Need of Redevelopment Study submitted by Malvika Apte, PP, AICP, of CME Associates, dated November 21, 2018 (the "Redevelopment Study"):
	1. 	Block 207, Lot 4.17 – a 0.47 acre lot centrally located within the mixed use development known as "Main Street" immediately adjacent to the Plaza 1000 office building and the Pavilion events center, and consisting of the Mansion on Main Street events center, including the Solarium building and a three story building containing offices, a kitchen and additional events areas; and
	WHEREAS, the Planning Board conducted a public hearing on December 12, 2018 concerning the designation of the Study Areas as Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Areas, and the meeting was open to the public and all members of the public had an opportunity to address questions and comments to the Planning Board; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, due notice of the public hearing was given to the property owners as mandated by the aforesaid statute and notice also was posted and published in accordance with the requirements of law; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, the Planning Board prepared a map showing the boundaries of the proposed redevelopment Study Areas and the location of the various parcels of property included therein; and appended to the map was a statement setting forth the basis for the investigation; and
	WHEREAS, Malvika Apte, PP, AICP, the Township Planner, prepared the Redevelopment Study, entitled “Non-Condemnation Area in Need of Redevelopment Study Block 207, Lot 4.17” dated November 21, 2018, which document is adopted herein by reference; and
	WHEREAS, all members of the Planning Board reviewed the Redevelopment Study for the Study Area submitted by Ms. Apte; and
	WHEREAS, the Planning Board made the following findings of fact and drew the following conclusions of law: 
	1.	Malvika Apte, PP, AICP, presented substantial credible evidence that Block 207, Lot 4.17 qualifies as a Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area.
	2.	Specifically, the Board recommended Block 207, Lot 4.17, which consists of  the "Mansion on Main Street" events center, including a 2-story building known as the Solarium, which is an events area facility, and a 3-story building containing offices, a kitchen and additional events areas, be designated as a non-condemnation redevelopment area in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-3, which section of the LRHL allows a property to be included as a redevelopment area even though the lands, buildings and improvements thereon are not themselves detrimental to the public health, safety or welfare, so long as the Board finds the inclusion of such property is necessary, with or without change in its current condition, for the effective redevelopment of the overall area of which it is a part.  
3. 	The Board found the following with respect to the Study Area:
(a) 	The Study Area consists of 0.47 acres of land generally located along the border of Cherry Hill Township at the southwestern corner of Evesham Road and Kresson Road, with access from Evesham Road via Main Street;
(b) 	The Study Area is located in the middle of the mixed use development known as "Main Street" and is located immediately adjacent to the Plaza 1000 office building and the Pavilion events center;
(c) 	The Study Area is part of, and is surrounded on all sides by, properties within the "Main Street" mixed use development, which consists of (i) residential units above commercial and/or office space, (ii) parking garages and ground level parking, (iii) the Pavilion events center, (iv) the Property comprising the Study Area and (v) associated site improvements;
(d) 	The balance of the properties comprising the Main Street mixed use development, as identified above, were previously designated as an Area in Need of Non-Condemnation Redevelopment pursuant to Voorhees Township Resolution No. 254-16 adopted on December 28, 2016, however, the Study Area was not included in that designation nor was it part of the redevelopment study which resulted in that designation;
(e) 	The Study Area is completely landlocked with no independent road frontage or right-of-way access, whereas access is gained via Main Street from its intersection at Evesham Road;
(f) 	The Property is generally well-maintained, however the systems servicing the two buildings are 27 years old and are reaching the end of their useful lives, therefore requiring complete overhaul and/or replacement;
(g) 	The fact that the Study Area is completely surrounded by properties previously designated as an Area in Need of Non-Condemnation Redevelopment impacts the feasibility of independent rehabilitation or redevelopment of the Property;
(h) 	The fact that the Study Area is centrally located within the overall Main Street mixed use development but was not included in the earlier redevelopment designation renders it difficult to achieve the goals of the existing Redevelopment Area without the inclusion of the Property, and therefore the inclusion of the Property appears to be inimical to achieve an effective redevelopment of the entire Main Street mixed use development, including the properties within the existing Redevelopment Area; and
(i) 	If the Study Area had been included in the previous Redevelopment Study process relating to the other properties within the Main Street mixed use development, it would have qualified for redevelopment pursuant to Section 3 of the LRHL which allows for a redevelopment area to include properties which in and of themselves are not detrimental to the public health, safety and welfare, but the inclusion of which is found necessary, with or without change, for the effective redevelopment of the area of which they are a part.
WHEREAS, based upon the Board's investigation, including the Redevelopment Study and public hearing conducted thereon, the Board found that Block 207, Lot 4.17 should be designated an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment in accordance with Section 3 of the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, in that the Study Area is such an integrated and integral part of the overall Main Street mixed use development, that effective redevelopment of the entire site cannot be reasonably accomplished without including the Study Area therein;
	WHEREAS, the Planning Board adopted Resolution 19-001 (“Exhibit “B”) as its official report and recommendation to the Mayor and Township Committee that the above noted Redevelopment Area satisfies the statutory requirements set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-3 and should be declared an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and
	WHEREAS, the Governing Body has reviewed the recommendations of the Planning Board and has determined that it is in the best interest of the Township of Voorhees to declare the Study Area identified as Block 207, Lot 4.17 as an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment pursuant to the Redevelopment Study and the recommendations of the Planning Board. 
	NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey, that:
	1.	The Township Committee hereby accepts the report and recommendation of the Planning Board and hereby designates the Study Area identified as Block 207, Lot 4.17 as an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-3.
	2. 	The Township Clerk, or her designee, is hereby directed to serve within ten (10) days a copy of this Resolution upon each person, if any, who filed a written objection to the Planning Board’s recommendation, with service to be in a manner provided by N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et seq., as amended. 
	3.	The Township Clerk, or her designee, is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to the Commissioner of the Department of Community Affairs forthwith. 
	4.	This Resolution shall take effect immediately.
