ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY ADOPTING CERTAIN AMENDMENTS TO THE REDEVELOPMENT PLAN AS ADOPTED BY ORDINANCE #339-19 AND ANY SUBSEQUENT ORDINANCES THERETO

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, by Resolution adopted on May 14, 2018, did determine that properties identified as Block 150.01, Lots 1, 2, 5, and 5.01 (not lot 3) were determined to be an area in need of redevelopment pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et seq.); 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees considered, and did approve, by Ordinance #339-19 adopted on January 28, 2019, a Redevelopment Plan for the Area; and
WHEREAS, said Redevelopment Plan complied with the requirements of all applicable State and Federal statutes and regulations promulgated thereunder; 
WHEREAS, it has become necessary to amend the affordable housing requirements that were provided for in the Redevelopment Plan adopted per Ordinance # 339-19;
WHEREAS, the Planning Board of the Township of Voorhees has submitted to the Mayor and Township Committee its recommendations respecting the amendments to the Redevelopment Plan for the Area and the Mayor and Township Committee has duly considered the Planning Board’s recommendations concerning same;
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, as the Redevelopment Entity under the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et seq., has reviewed and considered the recommended amendments to the Redevelopment Plan from the Planning Board;
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, as the Redevelopment Entity under the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et seq., has reviewed the certain proposed amendments to the Redevelopment Plan, approved by the Voorhees Township Planning Board, and wish to adopt these amendments as referenced in Exhibit “A” to this Ordinance, attached hereto and made a part hereof this Ordinance; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees has determined that approving the proposed amendments to the Redevelopment Plan will be in the best interest of the residents of the Township of Voorhees. 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey that:

Section 1. That the proposed amendments to the Redevelopment Plan, as referenced in Exhibit “A” to this Ordinance, attached hereto and made a part hereof this Ordinance, be and hereby are adopted as amendments to Ordinance #339-19 and any and all subsequent revisions to this Ordinance; and

Section 2. It is hereby found and determined that the Amended Redevelopment Plan conform to the Master Plan of the Township of Voorhees.

Section 3. It is hereby found and determined that the Amended Redevelopment Plan give due consideration to the provision of appropriate allowable uses of the areas as is desirable for mixed use residential  development, with special consideration for the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the areas and the Township of Voorhees.

Section 4. It is hereby found and determined that the amendments to the Redevelopment Plan will afford maximum opportunity, consistent with the sound needs of the locality as a whole, for the redevelopment of the area and are necessary in order to rehabilitate and redevelop the Voorhees Town Center;

Section 5. In order to facilitate the implementation of the Redevelopment Plan and the amendments thereto, it is hereby found and determined that this action must be taken by this Township Committee to amend this Section of the Redevelopment Plan in order to facilitate the rehabilitation and redevelopment of the Town Center in a manner consistent with the Redevelopment Plan and this Ordinance, and take appropriate action upon proposals and measures designed to effectuate the same.

Section 6. Development activity pursuant to the Redevelopment Plan and its amendments shall only be related to the area and any analysis of surrounding area contained in the Redevelopment Plan and its amendments shall not be construed to mean that the Township of Voorhees intends to develop such surrounding areas.

Section 7. The Redevelopment Plan for the area and its amendments, having been duly reviewed and considered, is hereby approved, and the Township Clerk is hereby directed to file a copy of the Redevelopment Plan with the minutes of this meeting.

Section 8. All Ordinances contrary to the provisions of this section of the Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent herewith.

Section 9. This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication in accordance with law.

	M.	Upon request to and recommendation by the Police Department, Township Committee may grant a waiver of the massage establishment license to establishments with a principal use of cosmetology and/or medically prescribed massages.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 130.89 OF THE TOWNSHIP CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES REGARDING THE REGULATION OF SMOKING ON TOWNSHIP PROPERTY TO INCLUDE THE PROHIBITION OF THE USE OF ELECTRONIC CIGARETTES AND SMOKELESS TOBACCO IN THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY                                                                                                                                                     
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees desire to amend an existing Ordinance in the interest of the public health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the Township of Voorhees regarding the regulation of smoking and tobacco use on Township owned property to include a prohibition of the use of electronic cigarettes, also known as “vaping devices”, and smokeless tobacco. 	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees that Chapter 130.89 of the Township Code of the Township of Voorhees is hereby amended as follows: 
Section 1:    

§ 130.89 of the Township Code of the Township of Voorhees is amended to read as follows:

(A)   Smoke free public lands.  No person shall smoke or use any tobacco product within the boundary of Voorhees Township owned land, or any property which is owned, maintained or in the possession of the township, including, but not limited to all parks, playgrounds, active and passive recreational facilities, the Municipal Complex and the Department of Public Works. This prohibition shall also apply to smokeless tobacco and the use of any electronic device that can be used to deliver nicotine or other substances to the person inhaling from the device, including, but not limited to, an electronic cigarette, cigar, cigarillo, or pipe.

(B)   Definition.  For the purpose of this section the following definition shall apply unless the context clearly indicates or requires a different meaning.

TO SMOKE shall mean the burning of, inhaling from, exhaling the smoke from or the possession of a lighted cigar, cigarette, pipe or other paraphernalia that can be used to consume tobacco or a tobacco like substance. 

TOBACCO PRODUCT shall mean any product containing any tobacco for personal consumption including, but not limited to, cigarettes, electronic cigarettes, cigars, little cigars, cigarillos, chewing tobacco, pipe tobacco, smoking tobacco and their substitutes, and dry and moist snuff.

 	(C)   Enforcement.  This section shall be enforced by the Voorhees Township Municipal Police Department.

Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this 			Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3:	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective. 	 

Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER 113, ENTITLED "GASOLINE STATIONS," OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES


WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees ("Voorhees") is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and
WHEREAS, on or about October of 2016 the Mayor and Township Committee ("the Governing Body") amended Chapter 113, entitled "Gasoline Stations," of the Code of the Township of Voorhees to modify the permitted hours of operation for gasoline service stations; and
WHEREAS, potential ambiguities exist concerning Chapter 113's reference to a section of the Code no longer in existence and the applicability of Chapter 113 to convenience stores with gasoline fueling stations; and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body seeks to amend Chapter 113 of the Code; and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body has determined it is in the best interest of the taxpayers, citizens and residents of Voorhees that Chapter 113 regulations, concerning permitted hours of operation, shall be made applicable solely to standalone gasoline service stations; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2, the Governing Body is authorized to enact and amend ordinances as deemed necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare and as may be necessary to carry into effect the powers and duties conferred and imposed upon the Township by law.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey as follows:

Section 1: 	Chapter 113 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees, entitled "Gasoline Stations," is hereby amended, revised and/or supplemented to read as follows:

CHAPTER 113: GASOLINE STATIONS

§ 113.01 DEFINITIONS. [No Changes].

§ 113.02 HOURS OF OPERATION.

Gasoline stations operating in the Township shall be prohibited from operating between the hours of 12:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m., unless operated in accordance with the permitted uses set forth in the Unified Land Development Ordinance of the Voorhees Township Code, which shall have no limitation upon the hours of operation. Notwithstanding the foregoing, this Chapter does not apply to convenience stores with gasoline fueling stations.


Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3:	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective. 	 

Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
