	M.	Upon request to and recommendation by the Police Department, Township Committee may grant a waiver of the massage establishment license to establishments with a principal use of cosmetology and/or medically prescribed massages.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 130.89 OF THE TOWNSHIP CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES REGARDING THE REGULATION OF SMOKING ON TOWNSHIP PROPERTY TO INCLUDE THE PROHIBITION OF THE USE OF ELECTRONIC CIGARETTES AND SMOKELESS TOBACCO IN THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY                                                                                                                                                     
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees desire to amend an existing Ordinance in the interest of the public health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the Township of Voorhees regarding the regulation of smoking and tobacco use on Township owned property to include a prohibition of the use of electronic cigarettes, also known as “vaping devices”, and smokeless tobacco. 	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees that Chapter 130.89 of the Township Code of the Township of Voorhees is hereby amended as follows: 
Section 1:    

§ 130.89 of the Township Code of the Township of Voorhees is amended to read as follows:

(A)   Smoke free public lands.  No person shall smoke or use any tobacco product within the boundary of Voorhees Township owned land, or any property which is owned, maintained or in the possession of the township, including, but not limited to all parks, playgrounds, active and passive recreational facilities, the Municipal Complex and the Department of Public Works. This prohibition shall also apply to smokeless tobacco and the use of any electronic device that can be used to deliver nicotine or other substances to the person inhaling from the device, including, but not limited to, an electronic cigarette, cigar, cigarillo, or pipe.

(B)   Definition.  For the purpose of this section the following definition shall apply unless the context clearly indicates or requires a different meaning.

TO SMOKE shall mean the burning of, inhaling from, exhaling the smoke from or the possession of a lighted cigar, cigarette, pipe or other paraphernalia that can be used to consume tobacco or a tobacco like substance. 

TOBACCO PRODUCT shall mean any product containing any tobacco for personal consumption including, but not limited to, cigarettes, electronic cigarettes, cigars, little cigars, cigarillos, chewing tobacco, pipe tobacco, smoking tobacco and their substitutes, and dry and moist snuff.

 	(C)   Enforcement.  This section shall be enforced by the Voorhees Township Municipal Police Department.

Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this 			Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3:	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective. 	 

Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING CHAPTER 113, ENTITLED "GASOLINE STATIONS," OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES


WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees ("Voorhees") is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and
WHEREAS, on or about October of 2016 the Mayor and Township Committee ("the Governing Body") amended Chapter 113, entitled "Gasoline Stations," of the Code of the Township of Voorhees to modify the permitted hours of operation for gasoline service stations; and
WHEREAS, potential ambiguities exist concerning Chapter 113's reference to a section of the Code no longer in existence and the applicability of Chapter 113 to convenience stores with gasoline fueling stations; and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body seeks to amend Chapter 113 of the Code; and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body has determined it is in the best interest of the taxpayers, citizens and residents of Voorhees that Chapter 113 regulations, concerning permitted hours of operation, shall be made applicable solely to standalone gasoline service stations; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2, the Governing Body is authorized to enact and amend ordinances as deemed necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare and as may be necessary to carry into effect the powers and duties conferred and imposed upon the Township by law.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey as follows:

Section 1: 	Chapter 113 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees, entitled "Gasoline Stations," is hereby amended, revised and/or supplemented to read as follows:

CHAPTER 113: GASOLINE STATIONS

§ 113.01 DEFINITIONS. [No Changes].

§ 113.02 HOURS OF OPERATION.

Gasoline stations operating in the Township shall be prohibited from operating between the hours of 12:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m., unless operated in accordance with the permitted uses set forth in the Unified Land Development Ordinance of the Voorhees Township Code, which shall have no limitation upon the hours of operation. Notwithstanding the foregoing, this Chapter does not apply to convenience stores with gasoline fueling stations.



Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3:	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective. 	 

Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on September 9, 2019 at approximately 7:50 p.m.and ended at 8:00p.m. and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:
“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: __________________________ and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;


“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the; 


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed:  Brandywine Financial Services VTC PILOT program; Concessionaire’s license X


(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are: 

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY CONDEMNING THE ANTI-SEMITIC COMMENTS OF KATHY MCBRIDE, THE COUNCIL PRESIDENT OF THE CITY OF TRENTON AND COUNCILPERSONS ROBIN VAUGHN AND GEORGE MUSCHAL 

WHEREAS, on or about September 5, 2019, at a closed meeting of the City of Trenton, Council President Kathy McBride, uttered an anti-Semitic slur to describe the negotiation tactics of the City Attorney, specifically stating, “[T]hey were able to wait her out and Jew her down.”; and
 WHEREAS, in a cowardly defense of McBride, other members of the Trenton City Council, Robin Vaughn and George Muschal made their own false and anti-Semitic statements that the word “Jew” is a verb and is simply a statement of speech; and
WHEREAS, it is a fact that anti-Semitism is on the rise around the world and also in New Jersey and such shameful and disgraceful hate speech, anti-Semitic tropes and bigotry in any form must never be tolerated especially from elected officials; and 
WHEREAS, the entire delegation of New Jersey’s House of Representatives has called for public apologies or resignations of McBride, Vaughn and Muschal; and 
WHEREAS, as reported by the New York Times, the uproar over  McBride’s remarks comes amid a global resurgence of anti-Semitic attitudes as various experts have tracked a rising number of crimes against Jews worldwide, including the cold-blooded murder of 11 Jews peacefully praying at the Tree of Life Synagogue in Pittsburgh, PA on October 27, 2018; and 
WHEREAS, New Jersey, a state with a significant Jewish population, had the third-highest number of anti-Semitic incidents in the country in 2018, according to the Anti-Defamation League; and  
WHEREAS, similar incidents have recently occurred where a Paterson New Jersey elected   official made anti-Semitic statements causing alarm in Jewish communities across the State; and

WHEREAS, the Camden County Board of Chosen Freeholder’s published and released a statement by Freeholder Jeffrey Nash, on behalf of the entire Freeholder Board, denouncing the comments made by McBride stating: “[T]he Freeholder Board strongly condemns the use of anti-Semitic and bigoted language” and pronounced that “[T]his is another opportunity, one of too many in the last two years, to declare that Camden County is no place for hate and will continue to call out this appalling behavior as long as it exists.”; and 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee proudly stand with Freeholder Nash, the entire Camden County Board of Chosen Freeholders and other organizations and individuals in denouncing such derogatory tropes that encourages hatred and promotes violence against the Jewish people. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees as follows:

1.	The provisions of the WHEREAS clauses set forth above are incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof.

2.	The Mayor and Township Committee hereby denounce and condemn the anti-Semitic statements made by McBride, Vaughn and Muschal. 

3.	Anti-Semitic acts and statements, such as those made by McBride, Vaughn and Muschal are hateful expressions of intolerance that are contradictory to the values that define the people of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey. 

4.	The Mayor and Township Committee hereby call for the immediate and unconditional resignations of Trenton Council President Kathy McBride, Councilwoman Robin Vaughn and Councilman George Muschal. 

5.	A certified copy of this Resolution shall be forwarded to  1st District Congressman, the Honorable Donald Norcross, Governor Phil Murphy, State Senator James Beach, Assemblyman Speaker Louis Greenwald, Assemblywoman Pamela Lampitt, Trenton Mayor, W. Reed Gusciora, City Clerk of the City of Trenton, City of Trenton Council President Kathy McBride, City of Trenton Councilwoman Robin Vaughn and City of Trenton Councilman George Muschal.
