Mr. Mulle addressed Township Committee with concerns regarding safety on Rt. 561, the fate of the Voorhees Environmental Park, Stafford Park disc golf, the vacant building at the corner of Rt. 561 and Hudson Avenue and the future of Coffin’s Corner. 

He questioned the feasibility of reducing the speed limit on Rt. 561 to 35mph, as it is enforced on this highway through neighboring towns. He also added that there is a need for additional sidewalks along Evesham Road and Rt. 561. He further explained that the farm was split in half, with a private owner purchasing half with agricultural use. The other half is used by the Voorhees Middle School and the disc golf course. 

Committeeman Platt added that the building located at Coffin’s Corner is going to be demolished.

He added that in his decades long experience with sewer issues in multiple municipalities, Voorhees Township is one of the best in South Jersey because of the proactive steps taken by Township Committee. He added that when the Cooper Road pump station needed improvements we were able to have Virtua Health System work in coordination with the township to provide a new pump station on Dutchtown Road, at no expense to the taxpayers.
