ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AUTHORIZING INTERIM ZONING, PURSUANT TO N.J.S.A. 40:55D-90(b), TO ALLOW FOR ISSUANCE OF ZONING PERMITS, EFFECTIVE FOR A TIME PERIOD OF 120 DAYS, TO PERMIT TEMPORARY OUTDOOR RESTAURANT SEATING AND RETAIL OUTDOOR DISPLAY SALES AREAS AT EXISTING LAWFUL BUSINESSES, SUBJECT TO BULK ZONING AND CONSTRUCTION CODE REQUIREMENTS AND OTHER OUTSIDE AGENCY APPROVALS

	WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees is authorized to adopt interim zoning, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-90, when matters of an imminent public health and safety issue are implicated as confirmed by a qualified health professional; and
	WHEREAS, Township Committee seeks to establish a balance between the competing and conflicting public interests in promoting the reestablishment of public commerce in Voorhees Township, while maintaining safe social distancing to minimize the threat and spread of the Coronavirus pandemic; and
	WHEREAS, Township Committee has determined that interim zoning to permit temporary outdoor restaurant seating and outdoor retail sales displays will promote these compelling public interest goals in a complementary fashion, provided that the implementation of same will occur on a temporary basis, and does not contravene any other public health and safety concerns as set forth in the Township’s bulk zoning requirements, Construction Code requirements and requirements of any other outside County or State agencies or Executive Orders of the Governor; and
	WHEREAS, Township Committee desires to implement such measure as expeditiously as possible to minimize red tape and bureaucratic delay, but subject to a lawful process that will protect the interests of the residents of Voorhees Township and its taxpayers; and 
	WHEREAS, a public health and safety emergency from the Coronavirus pandemic has been deemed to exist authorizing the adoption of interim zoning ordinance, because it will further promote social distancing. 
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION 1:	Interim zoning is hereby adopted for a period of 120 days from the June 15, 2020, the effective date of Executive Order 150 permitting outdoor dining and non-essential retail operation.

SECTION 2:	Upon submission of a written application and plot plan detailing the proposed temporary use activities described in Section 1 above including, at minimum, a detailing of the location to be utilized, the number of tables and seating capacity of the outdoor dining space or outdoor retail sales locations which complies with all existing health guidelines and regulations, and establishes that the plan comports with public safety and is equitable among establishments who may be seeking the same, the Zoning Officer of the Township of Voorhees is authorized to issue a temporary zoning permit, provided that such issuance is authorized by existing bulk zoning requirements, the Township’s Construction Code official’s determination that it meets applicable Code requirements, and further that it complies with the legal requirements of any county or state agency with jurisdiction over the proposed use and retail sales activity and any Executive Order issued by the Governor.  Since the proposed use is temporary in nature, no application for site plan approval shall be required.

SECTION 3:	This ordinance shall be construed in a manner to fully comport with any future executive orders issued by the Governor.

SECTION 4: Any and all application or permit fees for any temporary use in this Ordinance are hereby waived to the extent permitted by law.

SECTION 5:	All Ordinances contrary to the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent herewith. 
SECTION 6:	The provisions of this Ordinance shall supersede the terms of any previous site plan approval, to the extent there is any conflict therewith. 

SECTION 7:	This Ordinance shall take effect as set forth above and upon final passage and publication in accordance with law.

ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES ESTABLISHING, AUTHORIZING AND REGULATING RESIDENTS POSSESSING BACKYARD HENS ENTITLED ANIMALS PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 104 ENTITLED, HENS IN VOORHEES  

	
WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and

[bookmark: LPTOC1.1][bookmark: JD_152.001]WHEREAS, the keeping of backyard hens and other fowl and livestock is generally prohibited with the exception of RR - Rural Residential Zones, in accordance with Voorhees Township Land Development Ordinance, §152.001 under certain terms and conditions; and

WHEREAS, many surrounding communities have successfully initiated programs that has not demonstrated any issues or concerns to surrounding residents and the governing bodies that wish to provide for the allowance of backyard chicken hens on a more permanent basis; and

WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey encourages municipalities to promote sustainable programs; and

WHEREAS, the keeping of "Backyard Hens" is a means by which sustainability can be achieved; and

WHEREAS, in light of the above, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees deems it in the best interests of the citizens of the Borough to amend Chapter 104 to authorize a permanent program which permits the keeping of "Backyard Hens" under certain circumstances; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2, the Governing Body is authorized to enact and amend ordinances as deemed necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare and as may be necessary to carry into effect the powers and duties conferred and imposed upon the Township of Voorhees; and

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees as follows: 

Section 1: Section 104-1 through 104-  is hereby created and shall been entitled: “Hens in Voorhees” and shall read as follows: 	

§ 104-1. Establishing Rules and Regulations.

This Ordinance established a permanent program to authorize the residents of the Township of Voorhees to keep Backyard Hens, subject to certain terms and conditions set forth herein. 

§104-2. Eligibility; restrictions; coops and runs. 

	A.	The following shall be eligible to participate in this program; residents of single-family homes or residents of “twin” or “row” homes which meet the criteria set forth in this section.
	
	B.	For purposes of this Ordinance, no more than twenty (25) licenses will be issued at $10.00 each, on an annual basis. 

	C.	There shall be a limit of eight (8) hens per license.  Roosters are prohibited.  

	D.	The coop and run, located in the backyard, shall not exceed 120 square feet and shall be located no closer than 20 feet from the windows and/or doors of the habitable portion of the neighboring residential dwelling. Garages, attached or otherwise, and accessory buildings shall not be considered a “residential dwelling” for purposes of calculating the required distance.  Hens may temporarily “free range” outside of the coop in a suitably contained area provided that an adult, age eighteen (18) or older is present the entire time.  A predator-proof run must be attached to the coop and must also be 20 feet from the habitable portion of the neighboring residential dwelling.

§104-3. License required; fee; completion of class required.

	A.	No person shall keep hens on their property without first obtaining a license from the Municipal Clerk’s Office and paying the required fee.  No license shall be issued unless the applicant has demonstrated compliance with all criteria set forth in the herein.

	B. 	A non-refundable annual license fee of $10.00 shall be paid for each license issued for participation annually. No more than one license may be issued per household.

	C.	Each applicant wishing to participate in the program to keep backyard hens shall be required to take a class on the basics of raising backyard hens.  Proof of attendance must be represented with the completed application.

§104-4. Requirements for coops.

	Participant shall comply with the following regulations and conditions for keeping and housing of hens:

	A.	The coop shall be suitable in size to house the number of hen’s subject to this program.

	B.	The coop shall be dry and well ventilated with windows to admit sunlight. 

	C.	The coop must be kept clean.

	D.	The coop and enclosed run must be made predator-proof.

	E. 	Clean water must be provided, and food must be kept tightly closed in a metal containing away from the coop and run at night. 

	F.	The yard in the area where the coop is located shall be clean and free from odors.

	G.	Waste will be handled by the participant to prevent offensive odors or disposed in an environmentally-friendly manner.

	H.	There shall be no selling of eggs. 


§104-5. Creation of “hen advisory board”; complaints.

	A.	A Hen Advisory Board consisting of six (6) members shall be formed, including a Chair, Vice Chair and Secretary.  The Board shall meet on a regular basis and keep minutes which shall be submitted along with quarterly report to the Liaison for Borough Council.  These reports will include any activities of the Board, as well as any complaints and resolutions from residents concerning backyard hens. 

	B.	If a complaint is received by the Borough, it will be forwarded to the Hen Advisory Board for investigation by two members of the Board. If the Board finds a violation of the regulations, solutions will be discussed with the offending resident to allow them to meet the requirements of the program as soon as possible.  However, if after thirty (30) days, the violation has been remedied, the Council liaison will be notified so that enforcement proceedings can be implemented. 

	C.	In lieu thereof, the Voorhees Township Environmental Commission shall be charged with the responsibilities set forth hereunder. 

§104-6. Revocation of license.

	Failure to comply with the conditions and regulations set forth in this Ordinance shall result in revocation of the license.  

Section 2: All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3: If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 4: This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

BOND ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE COMPLETION OF IMPROVEMENTS TO VARIOUS TOWNSHIP BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS; APPROPRIATING THE SUM OF $105,000 THEREFOR; AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OR BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, NEW JERSEY, IN THE AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF UP TO $99,750 MAKING CERTAIN DETERMINATIONS AND COVENANTS; AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN RELATED ACTIONS IN CONNECTION WITH THE FOREGOING

	BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey (not less than two-thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring), pursuant to the provisions of the Local Bond Law, Chapter 169 of the Laws of 1960 of the State of New Jersey, as amended and supplemented ("Local Bond Law"), as follows:

	Section 1.	The purposes described in Section 7 hereof are hereby authorized as general improvements to be made or acquired by the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey ("Township").

	Section 2.	It is hereby found, determined and declared as follows:

(a)	the estimated amount to be raised by the Township from all sources for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is $105,000;
 
(b)	the estimated amount of bonds or bond anticipation notes to be issued for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is $99,750; and

(c)	a down payment in the amount of $5,250 for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is currently available in accordance with the requirements of Section 11 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-11.

	Section 3.	The sum of $99,750, to be raised by the issuance of bonds or bond anticipation notes, together with the sum of $5,250, which amount represents the required down payment, is hereby appropriated for the purposes stated in this bond ordinance ("Bond Ordinance").

	Section 4.	The issuance of negotiable bonds of the Township in an amount not to exceed $99,750 to finance the costs of the purposes described in Section 7 hereof is hereby authorized.  Said bonds shall be sold in accordance with the requirements of the Local Bond Law.

	Section 5.	In order to temporarily finance the purposes described in Section 7 hereof, the issuance of bond anticipation notes of the Township in an amount not to exceed $99,750 is hereby authorized.  Pursuant to the Local Bond Law, the Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the bond anticipation notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver the same to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their date to delivery thereof.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the bond anticipation notes pursuant to this Bond Ordinance is made.  Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the bond anticipation notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

	Section 6.	The amount of the proceeds of the obligations authorized by this Bond Ordinance which may be used for the payment of interest on such obligations, accounting, engineering, legal fees and other items as provided in Section 20 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20, shall not exceed the sum of $10,000.

	Section 7.	The improvements hereby authorized and the purposes for which said obligations are to be issued; the estimated costs of each said purpose; the amount of down payment for each said purpose; the maximum amount obligations to be issued for each said purpose and the period of usefulness of each said purpose within the limitations of the Local Bond Law are as follows:

	Section 8.  	Grants or other monies received from any governmental entity, if any, will be applied to the payment of, or repayment of obligations issued to finance, the costs of the purposes described in Section 7 above.

	Section 9.  	The supplemental debt statement provided for in Section 10 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-10, was duly filed in the office of the Clerk prior to the passage of this Bond Ordinance on first reading and a complete executed duplicate original thereof has been filed in the Office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey.  The supplemental debt statement shows that the gross debt of the Township, as defined in Section 43 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-43, is increased by this Bond Ordinance by $99,750 and that the obligations authorized by this Bond Ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law. 

	Section 10.  	The full faith and credit of the Township are irrevocably pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by this Bond Ordinance, and to the extent payment is not otherwise provided, the Township shall levy ad valorem taxes on all taxable real property without limitation as to rate or amount for the payment thereof.

	Section 11.	The applicable Capital Budget of the Township is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this Bond Ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith, and the resolution promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended applicable Capital Budget and Capital Program as approved by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, is on file with the Clerk and available for inspection.

	Section 12.  	The Township hereby declares its intent to reimburse itself from the proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by this Bond Ordinance pursuant to Income Tax Regulation Section 1.150-2(e), promulgated under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended ("Code"), for "original expenditures", as defined in Income Tax Regulation Section 1.150-2(c)(2), made by the Township prior to the issuance of such bonds or bond anticipation notes.

	Section 13.	The Township hereby covenants as follows:

		(a)	it shall take all actions necessary to ensure that the interest paid on the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by the Bond Ordinance is exempt from the gross income of the owners thereof for federal income taxation purposes, and will not become a specific item of tax preference pursuant to Section 57(a)(5) of the Code;

		(b)	it will not make any use of the proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes or do or suffer any other action that would cause the bonds or bond anticipation notes to be "arbitrage bonds" as such term is defined in Section 148(a) of the Code and the Regulations promulgated thereunder;

		(c)	it shall calculate or cause to be calculated and pay, when due, the rebatable arbitrage with respect to the "gross proceeds" (as such term is used in Section 148(f) of the Code) of the bonds or bond anticipation notes; 

		(d)	it shall timely file with the Internal Revenue Service, such information report or reports as may be required by Sections 148(f) and 149(e) of the Code; and

		(e)	it shall take no action that would cause the bonds or bond anticipation notes to be "federally guaranteed" within the meaning of Section 149(b) of the Code.

	Section 14.	The improvements authorized hereby are not current expenses and are improvements that the Township may lawfully make.  No part of the cost of the improvements authorized hereby has been or shall be specially assessed on any property specially benefited thereby.

	Section 15.	All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

	Section 16.	In accordance with the Local Bond Law, this Bond Ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the first publication thereof after final passage.

		(d)	it shall timely file with the Internal Revenue Service, such information report or reports as may be required by Sections 148(f) and 149(e) of the Code; and

		(e)	it shall take no action that would cause the bonds or bond anticipation notes to be "federally guaranteed" within the meaning of Section 149(b) of the Code.

	Section 15.	The improvements authorized hereby are not current expenses and are improvements that the Township may lawfully make.  No part of the cost of the improvements authorized hereby has been or shall be specially assessed on any property specially benefited thereby.

	Section 16.	All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

	Section 17.	In accordance with the Local Bond Law, this Bond Ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the first publication thereof after final passage.
