General Election information: Primarily Vote by Mail, a limited number of polling locations will be open for voters with disabilities that prevent them from filing a paper ballot, or for voters who wish to vote on a provisional ballot in person.

Register to vote deadline:

Methods in which to vote: 
· Vote by Mail
Every registered voter will be mailed a Vote by Mail (VBM) ballot beginning September 19th with all ballots being mailed by October 5th. You do not need to apply for this ballot. If you will be at a different location between now and October 26th, you should apply for a Vote by Mail ballot to be sent at that address. 

Deadline to mail your ballot: Your ballot must be postmarked by 8:00pm on November 3rd. If you do not want to mail your ballot, you can leave it in a drop box that will be located at the entrance to the Voorhees Township Municipal Building. This box is under camera surveillance and will be emptied by county officials at least once every 24 hours. You can also drop off your ballot to a boardworker at your polling location. List of polling locations is below. Only ballots received by the USPS with a postmark of November 3rd will be counted. 

· Polling location 
Voters who chose to go to their polling location will be required to vote on a Provisional Ballot, which is the same as a VBM ballot. 

There will be 1 voting machine in each of the 7 polling locations for voters with disabilities that prevent them from filling out a provisional or vote by mail ballot. Polling locations are listed below.

Deadline to request a duplicate VBM ballot should you need one is October 23rd. Ballot must be postmarked or in a drop box by 8:00pm on November 3rd.
