RESOLUTION NO. 184-20

RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on September 21, 2020 at approximately 7:00 p.m.; and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:
“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: __________________________ and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;


“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the; 


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed:  Employment Contract; InsuranceX


(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are: 

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;



	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township of Voorhees entered into Executive Session for only the above stated reasons at their regular meeting caucus of September 21, 2020. 
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township hereby declares that its discussion of the aforementioned subject(s) will be made public at a time when the need for confidentiality no longer exists, or the public’s interest in disclosure is greater than any privacy or governmental interest being protected from disclosure. 
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township Clerk/Township Solicitor, shall read aloud enough of this resolution so that members of the public in attendance can understand, as precisely as possible, the nature of the matters that were privately discussed.
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township Clerk, on the next business day following this meeting, shall furnish a copy of this resolution to any member of the public who requests one at the fees allowed by N.J.S.A. 47:1A-1 et seq.

BIDDING IN ACCORDANCE WITH N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6 FOR MOLD REMEDIATION AT LIONS LAKE BANQUET HALL

	WHEREAS, during the installation of a new floor at the Lions Lake Banquet Hall, it was discovered by the Township of Voorhees (“Township” and/or “Voorhees”) that mold existed within the Hall; and 
	WHEREAS, following the discovery of the mold, the Township utilized the services of All Risk who identified the substance as black mold, a threat to the public health, safety and welfare of Voorhees residents; and
	WHEREAS, the Lions Lake Banquet Hall is designated to be utilized as a polling site for the upcoming November 3, 2020 election thereby necessitating the immediate removal of the black mold; and 
	WHEREAS, recognizing the emergency nature of the situation, the Township’s staff directed TTI Environmental, Inc. to remediate the mold within the Lions Lake Banquet Hall; and 
	WHEREAS, failure to take immediate and emergent action could have resulted in a public health and safety hazard; and,
	WHEREAS, Lawrence Spellman, Township Administrator, has issued a certification dated September 29, 2020, outlining the nature of the emergency, the need for immediate action and has rendered an opinion that the public health safety and welfare of the residents of Voorhees would be affected if action was not taken immediately to remediate the mold; and 
	WHEREAS, this emergency was not reasonably foreseeable by the Township; and
	WHEREAS, the authorization to complete the required repair work was limited to meet immediate needs; and
	WHEREAS, the Township Solicitor has rendered an opinion that the Award of this Contract was permitted by law as an exception to the Local Public Contracts Law in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6; and 
	WHEREAS, the Township is satisfied that an emergency existed; and 
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees as follows: 
1. The provisions of the WHEREAS clauses set forth above are incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof; 

2. The expenditure of funds is authorized without competitive bidding in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-6 which permits emergency remediation services for the reasons expressly set forth in the preamble of this Resolution; 

3. Authorization for the services required for the remediation of the mold at Lions Lake Banquet Hall, as authorized by the Township Staff, to be performed by TTI Environmental, Inc., and AllRisk Property Damage Experts is hereby ratified and confirmed;	

	4.	Township Staff is hereby authorized to execute any and all purchase orders, invoices or other documents related to the repair of the remediation of the mold at Lions Lake Banquet Hall.

Mr. Gormley stated that there are two pending resolutions before the Delaware River Basin Commission regarding granting permission to the Delaware River Basin Commission to approve a transportation route to a site in Gibbstown, NJ for the delivery of liquid natural gas along parts of Route 295. He added that LNG is very combustible, isn’t extinguishable and would cause mass evacuations if released. He added that this substance is not being transported for use in New Jersey and that other countries have denied the receipt of this substance into their countries. He asked Township Committee to reach out to their county contacts and request that the resolution not be passed. 

Mr. Gormley stated that the other resolution for consideration is to approve the extension of the Camden Trash to Steam plant. He stated that it is beyond its useful life and has been spewing pollutants into the air we breathe. He asked for Township Committee to reach out to their county contacts and request that the resolution not be passed. 

Mayor Mignogna asked Mr. Gormley to email the resolutions to the township clerk.

Mrs. Riggs also spoke with regard to the LNG transport and trash to steam resolutions going before the Delaware River Basin Commission for vote. She stated that first responders have not been given the proper training and support in the event of a leak or explosion and feels that transporting this material along a stretch of highway surrounding homes is very dangerous. She is asking township committee to call on the Delaware River Basin Commission to prevent the transportation of LNG through Voorhees Township and New Jersey.

Ms. DeAngelo spoke to committee with regards to the LNG transportation resolution going before the Delaware River Basin Commission. She shared the same concerns and the previous members of the public. She added that people are concerned with putting a LNG facility less than 20 miles from Voorhees Township. She stated that the impact on the environment is great if a leak occurred. She is terrified of a potential leak or blast occurring.
