[bookmark: _Hlk54269592]ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN,
AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING SECTION 152.053, “CONDITIONAL USES” IN THE O1-OFFICE ZONING DISTRICT TO ESTABLISH CONDITIONAL USES AND CONDITIONAL USE STANDARDS FOR THE SPECIAL BUSINESS AND SERVICE OVERLAY ZONING DISTRICT OF THE UNIFIED LAND DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE AND THE VOORHEES TOWNSHIP CODE

[bookmark: _Hlk54269781]WHEREAS, pursuant to the Voorhees Township Planning Board’s (“Planning Board”) 2012 Master Plan Re-Examination Report, a recommendation was made to the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, and State of New Jersey (the “Township”) to create a Special Business and Service (SBS) Overlay Zone (“SBS Overlay Zone”) within the O1 (Office) Zoning District of the Township of Voorhees to allow certain conditional uses; and

WHEREAS, the Township, thereafter, adopted Ordinance No. 266-15 amending the Unified Land Development Ordinance (ULDO) to create a Special Business and Service (SBS) Overlay Zone (“SBS Overlay Zone”) within the O1 (Office) Zoning District of the Township of Voorhees; and

WHEREAS, the identification of specific conditional uses and conditional use standards for the SBS Overlay Zone was deferred at the time Ordinance No. 266-15 was adopted; and

WHEREAS, the Township, herein, proposes specific conditional uses and standards for the SBS Overlay Zone, which will allow for greater flexibility and utilization of vacant and underutilized properties;    

WHEREAS, this Ordinance was referred to the Planning Board pursuant to the New Jersey Municipal Land Use Law; 

WHEREAS, the Planning Board has recommended the adoption of this Ordinance and has determined that it is consistent with the 2012 Township Master Plan Reexamination Plan.

NOW THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Mayor and the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey that the Voorhees Township Code be supplemented and amended as follows: 

SECTION 1:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 152, “Zoning Districts”, Section 152.053, “Conditional Uses” in the O-1 Office Zoning District is hereby amended and supplemented to add a new subsection “C” as follows:

		(C)	Special Business and Overlay District.

(1) There shall be a Special Business and Service Overlay District within the O1 (Office) Zoning District, the boundaries of which shall be shown on the Zoning Map of the Township of Voorhees, and includes such properties identified by Block and Lot in Ordinance No. 266-15.

(2) The following businesses and/or uses shall be permitted within the Special Business and Service Overlay District:

(a) barber and beauty shop operations;

(b) catering and related food services;

(c) radio and electrical repairing;

(d) nail and skin care establishments; and

(e) offices for businesses and/or contractors within the building trades.
(3) Conditions of uses.

(a) No outdoor storage of materials, other than equipment and/or vehicles, is permitted unless within a designated fenced-in area approved by the reviewing board.

(b) No truck or large vehicles may enter or exit or run idle on the property between the hours of 11:00 pm and 7:00 am Monday-Friday, nor between the hours of 11:00 pm and 8:00 am on weekends or Holidays.

(4) Area and Bulk Standards.

The area and bulk requirements of permitted uses in the O1 (Office) Zoning District shall apply. 

	
SECTION 2:   If any subsection, paragraph subsection, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be judged by the Courts to be invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section, paragraph, subsection, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION 3:  This ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption, publication and filing of a copy of said ordinance with the Camden County Planning Board, all in accordance with the law.

RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on October 19, 2020 at approximately 6:30 p.m.; and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:
“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: __________________________ and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;


“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the Police Union; X


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed:  


(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are William Donnelly: 

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

	WHEREAS, the purpose of N.J.A.C. 5:39-1 et seq, Emergency Remote Meeting Protocol for Local Public Bodies, is to ensure that local public bodies can continue to conduct official business in an open and transparent manner whenever a declared emergency exists that prohibits physical attendance by members of the public; and

	WHEREAS, a “Declared Emergency” means a public health emergency pursuant to the Health Powers Act (N.J.S.A. 26:13-1 et seq.), or a state of emergency, pursuant to P.L. 1942, c. 251 or both, or a state of local disaster emergency which has been declared by the Governor and is in effect; and

	WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:39-1.3 permits a local public body to hold a remote public meeting to conduct public business during a declared emergency if the emergency reasonably prevents a local public body from safely conducting public business at a physical location with members of the public present; and

	WHEREAS, if during a declared emergency the Township of Voorhees (the “Township”) desires to hold a physical meeting in a location where, pursuant to State/Federal guidelines meant to mitigate risk, capacity restrictions are required to reduce the number of individuals that can be present in a meeting, the Township Committee shall either:
1) Hold the public meeting at another location with adequate capacity for the reasonable expected attendance by the public; or
2) Hold the public meeting as both an in-person and a remote public meeting; and

WHEREAS, no in person meeting shall proceed if the room capacity does not permit any member of the public to attend; and 

WHEREAS, a public meeting held in person shall not prohibit members of the public from attending in person; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:39-1, if the Township holds a remote meeting to conduct public business they shall use electronic communication technology routinely used in business settings that can be accessed by the public at no cost and with participant capacity consistent with the reasonable expectations of the public body for the type of public meeting being held and shall, at minimum, not be limited to fewer than 50 public participants (beyond those persons required to conduct business at the meeting); and

WHEREAS, remote public meetings may be held by the Township in a format as selected by the governing body, by means including but not limited to, audio-only teleconferencing, electronic communications platforms with video and audio or live streaming via the internet and shall, additionally, provide a telephonic conference line to allow members of the public to dial in by telephone to listen and to provide public comment; and

WHEREAS, when the Township holds a remote public meeting it shall allow members of the public to make public comment by audio or by audio and video if the meeting is being held over both; and

	WHEREAS, any remote public meeting where sworn testimony is being taken shall be broadcast by video as well as audio and all individuals giving sworn testimony shall appear by video in addition to audio; and
	
	WHEREAS, any presentation or documents that would otherwise be viewed or made available to members of the public physically attending a local public meeting shall be made visible on a video broadcast of the remote public meeting or made available on the internet website of the Township; and

WHEREAS, in addition to making public comments at any remote public meeting, the Township Committee, in advance of the remote meeting shall allow public comments to be submitted to the Clerk by electronic mail and in written letter form by a reasonable deadline as shall be established and posted on the website in advance of the remote public meeting; and

WHEREAS, public comments submitted prior to the remote public meeting through electronic or regular mail shall be read aloud and addressed during the remote public meeting in a manner audible to all meeting participants and the public; and

WHEREAS, a reasonable time limit shall be placed on the reading of written comments, which shall be read from their beginning until the time limit is reached; and

WHEREAS, the electronic communications used for a remote public meeting shall have a function that allows the Township to mute the audio of all members of the public as well as allow members of the public to mute themselves and same shall be announced at the beginning of every remote public session; and

	WHEREAS, adequate notice of the remote public meeting shall also include, in addition to the OPMA requirements of N.J.S.A. 10: 4-8, clear and concise instructions for accessing the remote public meeting, the means for making public comment and how to access any public documents on their internet website in the manner as set forth at N.J.A.C. 5:39-1.5; and

	WHEREAS, at the commencement of a remote public meeting the Mayor or his designee, shall announce publicly and shall cause to be entered into the minutes an accurate statement regarding adequate and electronic notice or an explanation of the reason or reasons it was not adequately provided as set forth in N.J.A.C. 5:39-1.5(g); and

	WHEREAS, prior to the commencement of a remote public meeting the Township Committee shall make a copy of the agenda available to the public for download on the website and shall post same at the building where the meeting would otherwise be held, including posting of same at any designated and clearly delineated handicap access entrance to the building; and

WHEREAS, in support of and respect for an open, fair and informed decision-making process, the Township Committee recognizes that civil, respectful and courteous discourse and behavior are conducive to the democratic and harmonious airing of concerns and decision making; and

WHEREAS, in an effort to preserve the intent of open government and maintain a positive environment for citizen input and Township Committee decision making, it has been decided that policies and rules should be established to promote civility and maintain decorum at local public meetings and remote public meetings in accordance with N.J.A.C. 5:39-1.4 (f)-(h); and 

WHEREAS, if a member of the public becomes disruptive during a remote public meeting, including during any period for public comment, the Mayor or his designee, shall mute or continue muting, or direct appropriate staff to mute or continue muting, the disruptive member of the public and warn that continued disruption may result in their being prevented from speaking during the remote public meeting or removed from the remote public meeting; and

WHEREAS, disruptive conduct at a public or remote public meeting includes sustained inappropriate behaviors such as, but not necessarily limited to, shouting, interruption, and use of profanity; and

WHEREAS, any member of the public who continues to act in a disruptive manner at a remote public meeting after receiving an initial warning, may be muted while other members of the public are allowed to proceed with their questions or comments; and

WHEREAS, if time permits, the disruptive individual shall be allowed to speak after all other members of the public have been given the opportunity to make comment and, if the person still remains disruptive, the individual may be muted or kept on mute for the remainder of the remote public meeting, or removed from the remote public meeting; and

WHEREAS, the content of the electronic notice shall be posted on the main access door of the building where the public would routinely attend public meetings of the local public body in person and the notice must be viewable from the outside; and

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees that the standards and procedures for emergency remote meeting protocol as set forth in this resolution and as codified in N.J.A.C. 5:39-1 et seq. are hereby established and adopted; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that procedures and requirements for public participation are hereby established and adopted in order to safeguard public participation in any public or remote public meetings in the Township of Voorhees and shall apply to all members of the public in attendance at any public or remote public meeting in the Township of Voorhees.

Social Media Policy When Engaged in Township Business

I.	Purpose

The purpose of this social media policy is to establish enforceable rules for the use of social media by Township officers and employees when engaged in Township business. Social media at this time refers to a Website, Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, GooglePlus, and any other form of communication that is open to response or comment. Rules are necessary to assure that communications made on behalf of the Township are properly authorized and in correct form; that communications to the Township by means of social media which can be viewed by the public are appropriate and pertinent; that all communications to the Township are directed to the proper recipient; and that the sender is clearly and fully informed that a message received by means of social media is not a substitute for required reporting procedures.

The objective of the use of social media by the Township or its departments, is to expand and facilitate communication between the Township and its residents, taxpayers and the general public.

1. This policy governs all social media use by or on behalf of the Township and/or its departments, boards, commissions or committees thereof.

2. The Township shall have a single presence on each social media site approved for use. Any pages or sites created and/or maintained by an individual department or instrumentality of the Township require prior approval of the Administrator, and shall comply with this Social Media Policy. Social media shall be used solely to convey information about the entity posting it. No
personal information or personal opinions shall be posted by the entity, employee or volunteer. Approved social media sites shall be used only for legitimate business purposes.

3. All Township presence and activity on social media are an integral part of the Township’s information networks and must comply with all rules and policies governing the Township’s computers and electronic media, including but not limited to the applicable Municipal Internet Access and Use Guidelines.

4. All Township use of social media, including use by departments or instrumentalities of the Township, are responsible for complying with applicable federal, state, and county laws, regulations, and policies. This includes adherence to established laws and policies regarding copyright, records retention, Freedom of Information Act (FOIA), Open Public Record Act (OPRA), First Amendment, privacy laws, sunshine laws, and information security policies (if applicable) established by the Township, its departments, affiliated boards, commissions and authorities.

5. Wherever possible, links to more information should direct users back to the Township’s official website.

6. Employees representing Township government on social media outlets must identify themselves by name, and when relevant, by role at the Township. All Township policies are applicable to interactions on social media sites when acting in an official capacity and representing the Township.

7. The designated municipal webmaster shall monitor content on all social media sites to ensure adherence to the Social Media Policy for appropriate use, message, and branding consistent with the goals of the Township.

8. No “friending” or other special relationship between a Township employee and a third person is permitted.

9. Social media sites are not to be used for making any official communications to the Township, for example, reporting crimes or misconduct, reporting dangerous conditions, giving notice required by any statute, ordinance or regulation (e.g. notice of claim). Prominent notice of this paragraph shall be displayed on every Township social media site, along with the appropriate contact information for submitting such a communication.
10. Township employees are prohibited from accessing Township social media sites from any personal cell phone device without prior approval from the Township Administrator. Except with prior approval from the Township Administrator, all employees with access to any Township social media site must maintain access to their personal social media pages on separate and distinct devices from devices with Township social media access. 

11. The Township Webmaster shall have the authority to remove any Prohibited Content (see below) from any Township social media site at any time, subject to archiving and retention requirements. See section II, Prohibited Content.

II.	Prohibited Content by Public

1. Where commenting by the public is permitted, the following content is prohibited and subject to removal by the Township:

a. Comments unrelated to the particular post being commented upon;

b. Comments that promote, foster, or perpetuate discrimination on the basis of creed, color, age, religion, gender, marital status, status with regard to public assistance, national origin, physical or mental disability or sexual orientation;

c. Comments containing vulgar, offensive, threatening, or harassing language, personal attacks, or unsupported accusations;

d. Obscene or sexually suggestive or explicit content or links to obscene or sexual content;

e. Illegal activity or encouragement of Illegal activity;

f. Information that may compromise the safety or security of the public or public systems;

g. Comments from children under 13 cannot be posted in order to comply with the Children’s Online Privacy Protection ACT. By posting on a Township media site, users acknowledge that they are at least 13 years old;

h. Content that violates a legal ownership interest of any other party;

j. Comments with website, email or Internet links of any kind.

k. Content that incites violence.

l. Photographs or videos.

m. Personal information of a person other than the poster.

n. Spamming or repetitive content.

2. Persons posting prohibited content are subject to being barred from posting comments on Township Social Media.

3. Specific departments, boards, commissions or committees’ social media pages may preclude all comments on social media posting thereby designating the specific page as “government speech” and not creating a public forum for comments and/or discussion. Departments, boards, commissions or committees are not permitted to preclude comments only on certain posts, but instead must elect to preclude comments on all posts made by the specific page. Such preclusion should be announced on the page or within all posts made by the department, board, commission or committee. 

III.	Applicability

This policy shall apply to all Township agencies and departments as well as any affiliated government or non-government agency or official permitted by the Township to post on Township social media sites. The Policy shall serve to supplement the existing policies and procedures governing social media usage by Township Employees.
