A. Acquisition of Vehicles & Equipment for the Fire Department

Purchase of Fire Truck and associated Equipment

Estimated Cost: $779,000.00

	Section 2.  The sum of $779,000.00 is hereby appropriated for the payment of the cost of the acquisition authorized and described in Section 1 hereof (hereinafter referred to as “purpose”).  Said appropriation shall be funded from the Reserve for Capital Acquisitions, as hereinafter provided.

	Section 3.  Said acquisition is a lawful capital improvement of the Township, having a period of usefulness of at least five (5) years.  Said acquisition shall be made as a general improvement, no part of the cost of which shall be assessed against property specially benefited.

	Section 4.  The capital budget is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this capital ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith.

	Section 5.  This ordinance shall take effect at the time and in the manner provided by law.
