The Township reserves the right to demonstrate that its actual costs for duplication of a government record exceed the foregoing rates, and in such circumstances shall charge the actual cost of duplicating the record.

			(ii)	Whenever the nature, format, manner of collation, or volume of a government record embodied in the form of printed matter to be inspected, examined, or copied pursuant to this section is such that the record cannot be reproduced by ordinary document copying equipment in ordinary business size or involves an extraordinary expenditure of time and effort to accommodate the request, the public agency may charge, in addition to the actual cost of duplicating the record, a special service charge that shall be reasonable and shall be based upon the actual direct cost of providing the copy of copies. Rates for the duplication of particular records, when the actual cost of copying exceeds the foregoing rates, shall be the actual cost incurred by the Township.  The requestor shall have the opportunity to review and object to the charge prior to it being incurred.

BOND ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ACQUISITION OF VEHICLES AND EQUIPMENT FOR THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, NEW JERSEY; APPROPRIATING THE SUM OF $686,000 THERFOR; AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OR BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, NEW JERSEY, IN THE AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF UP TO $651,700; MAKING CERTAIN DETERMINATIONS AND COVENANTS; AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN RELATED ACTIONS IN CONNECTION WITH THE FOREGOING


	BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey (not less than two-thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring), pursuant to the provisions of the Local Bond Law, Chapter 169 of the Laws of 1960 of the State of New Jersey, as amended and supplemented ("Local Bond Law"), as follows:

	Section 1.	The purposes described in Section 7 hereof are hereby authorized as general improvements to be made or acquired by the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey ("Township").

	Section 2.	It is hereby found, determined and declared as follows:

(a)	the estimated amount to be raised by the Township from all sources for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is $686,000;
 
(b)	the estimated amount of bonds or bond anticipation notes to be issued for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is $651,700; and

(c)	a down payment in the amount of $34,300 for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is currently available in accordance with the requirements of Section 11 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-11.

	Section 3.	The sum of $651,700, to be raised by the issuance of bonds or bond anticipation notes, together with the sum of $34,300, which amount represents the required down payment, are hereby appropriated for the purposes stated in this bond ordinance ("Bond Ordinance").

	Section 4.	The issuance of negotiable bonds of the Township in an amount not to exceed $651,700 to finance the costs of the purposes described in Section 7 hereof is hereby authorized.  Said bonds shall be sold in accordance with the requirements of the Local Bond Law.

	Section 5.	In order to temporarily finance the purposes described in Section 7 hereof, the issuance of bond anticipation notes of the Township in an amount not to exceed $651,700 is hereby authorized.  Pursuant to the Local Bond Law, the Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the bond anticipation notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver the same to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their date to delivery thereof.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the bond anticipation notes pursuant to this Bond Ordinance is made.  Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the bond anticipation notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

	Section 6.	The amount of the proceeds of the obligations authorized by this Bond Ordinance which may be used for the payment of interest on such obligations, accounting, engineering, legal fees and other items as provided in Section 20 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20, shall not exceed the sum of $25,000.

	Section 7.	The improvements hereby authorized and the purposes for which said obligations are to be issued; the estimated costs of each said purpose; the amount of down payment for each said purpose; the maximum amount obligations to be issued for each said purpose and the period of usefulness of each said purpose within the limitations of the Local Bond Law are as follows:

The average period of useful life of the several purposes for the financing of which this Bond Ordinance authorizes the issuance of bonds or bond anticipation notes, taking into consideration the respective amounts of bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized for said several purposes, is not less than 9.61 years.

	Section 9.  	Grants or other monies received from any governmental entity, if any, will be applied to the payment of, or repayment of obligations issued to finance, the costs of the purposes described in Section 7 above.

	Section 10.  	The supplemental debt statement provided for in Section 10 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-10, was duly filed in the office of the Clerk prior to the passage of this Bond Ordinance on first reading and a complete executed duplicate original thereof has been filed in the Office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey.  The supplemental debt statement shows that the gross debt of the Township, as defined in Section 43 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-43, is increased by this Bond Ordinance by $651,700 and that the obligations authorized by this Bond Ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law. 

	Section 11.  	The full faith and credit of the Township are irrevocably pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by this Bond Ordinance, and to the extent payment is not otherwise provided, the Township shall levy ad valorem taxes on all taxable real property without limitation as to rate or amount for the payment thereof.

	Section 12.	The applicable Capital Budget of the Township is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this Bond Ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith, and the resolution promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended applicable Capital Budget and Capital Program as approved by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, is on file with the Clerk and available for inspection.

	Section 13.  	The Township hereby declares its intent to reimburse itself from the proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by this Bond Ordinance pursuant to Income Tax Regulation Section 1.150-2(e), promulgated under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended ("Code"), for "original expenditures", as defined in Income Tax Regulation Section 1.150-2(c)(2), made by the Township prior to the issuance of such bonds or bond anticipation notes.

	Section 14.	The Township hereby covenants as follows:

		(a)	it shall take all actions necessary to ensure that the interest paid on the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by the Bond Ordinance is exempt from the gross income of the owners thereof for federal income taxation purposes, and will not become a specific item of tax preference pursuant to Section 57(a)(5) of the Code;

		(b)	it will not make any use of the proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes or do or suffer any other action that would cause the bonds or bond anticipation notes to be "arbitrage bonds" as such term is defined in Section 148(a) of the Code and the Regulations promulgated thereunder;

		(c)	it shall calculate or cause to be calculated and pay, when due, the rebatable arbitrage with respect to the "gross proceeds" (as such term is used in Section 148(f) of the Code) of the bonds or bond anticipation notes; 

		(d)	it shall timely file with the Internal Revenue Service, such information report or reports as may be required by Sections 148(f) and 149(e) of the Code; and

		(e)	it shall take no action that would cause the bonds or bond anticipation notes to be "federally guaranteed" within the meaning of Section 149(b) of the Code.

	Section 15.	The improvements authorized hereby are not current expenses and are improvements that the Township may lawfully make.  No part of the cost of the improvements authorized hereby has been or shall be specially assessed on any property specially benefited thereby.

	Section 16.	All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

	Section 17.	In accordance with the Local Bond Law, this Bond Ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the first publication thereof after final passage.

[bookmark: _Hlk42169032]WHEREAS, given the reduced risks of COVID-19 transmission outdoors, The Honorable Philip D. Murphy, Governor of the State of New Jersey, issued Executive Order 150 on June 3, 2020, allowing restaurants, bars, and other food or beverage establishments to provide in-person service at areas designated for food and/or beverage consumption (“outdoor dining”) in accordance with health guidelines on June 15, 2020; and 
WHEREAS, Executive Order 150 acknowledged that many restaurants or bars will not have sufficient outdoor space to serve their patrons, and thus may seek to use additional space for outdoor food and/or beverage consumption, including other areas of their property, such as parking lots, shared spaces, sidewalks, streets, and parks; and
WHEREAS, Executive Order 150 further acknowledged that municipalities are in the best position to make decisions on allowing restaurants or bars to expand their service footprint on their property and potentially into shared spaces, but must do so in a way that comports with public safety and in an equitable manner among restaurants or bars who may feasibly seek to use such spaces; and
WHEREAS, Executive Order 150 allows municipalities to use their existing authority to allow food or beverage establishments to expand their footprint to outdoor areas, both within their property and among municipally-governed areas, including but not limited to sidewalks, streets, or parks; and 
WHEREAS, in an effort to mitigate financial hardship and to alleviate some of the tremendous financial burden caused as a result of COVID-19 on food and beverage establishments within the Township, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees utilized the authority as outlined in Executive Order 150 and allowed food or beverage establishments to expand their footprint to outdoor areas, both within their property and amongst municipally-governed areas as authorized, including but not limited to sidewalks, streets, or parks, where appropriate; and
WHEREAS, the Township has issued temporary zoning permits to allow for food or beverage establishments to expand their footprint to outdoor areas; and
WHEREAS, the Township now desires to extend the temporary zoning permits issued to further mitigate the financial hardship and alleviate financial burden caused as a result of COVID-19 on food and beverage establishments within the Township, while continuing to accept new applications from food and beverage establishments as necessary. 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey, that:

1. The provisions of the WHEREAS clauses set forth above are incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof.

1. Any temporary zoning permit issued authorizing the expansion of food and beverage establishment’s footprint to outdoor areas shall be retroactively extended until the end of the Public Health Emergency as declared by Governor Philip D. Murphy. 

1. Any new temporary zoning permit authorizing the expansion of food and beverage establishment’s footprint to outdoor areas which comply with the Township’s requirements for issuance shall be effective until the end of the Public Health Emergency as declared by Governor Philip D. Murphy.

As we welcome 2021 to be a year of hope, we should take one last moment to reflect on the unique, challenging and sometimes heartbreaking year that was 2020.
COVID-19 has made our world and our lives significantly different.  In Voorhees Township last year, our community saw 1,583 cases of the coronavirus.  Sadly, our community lost 132 precious lives to this invisible enemy.
I have always been proud to say that Voorhees rises to the occasion in emergent times.  Our response to this pandemic has been no exception.
In spite of the dangers they faced, with proper safety precautions, our police, fire and EMS seamlessly continued their missions of protecting and serving our community.  The VTPD established the Person in Need Task Force which made contact on a regular basis with over 3,000 of our most vulnerable residents to make sure they had food, prescriptions, social services referrals and even pet food and pet care.  With very little fanfare, Police Chief Louis Bordi became President of the New Jersey Police Chiefs Association, a well-deserved honor.
Our Department of Public Works continued to provide efficient services without question or pause.  Their jobs became even more challenging because the amount of our trash and recyclables increased by 25% since more people were staying at home.
Our employees in Town Hall continued to provide uninterrupted municipal services with appropriate safety protocols.  Initially, services were provided remotely, then we merged into a hybrid municipal service system.  We then became the first Town Hall in Camden County to open to the public.
The pandemic robbed our community of many of our popular events, including our Summer Series, Halloween in the Park, National Night Out, the Police Foundation Car Show, International Day, our Citizens and Junior Police Academies and our Veteran’s Wall Ceremony.  We did our best to provide some normalcy through several drive-in movies at the Town Center, a virtual Santa Arrival and Tree Lighting, a Celebration of Lights and Home Decorating Contest over the holidays and an Elf on the Shelf contest.  The Voorhees Arts Council even offered a Virtual Museum for the enjoyment of our residents from their homes.
I have always said that I believe teaching is the most noble of all professions and am particularly proud that my son is a teacher.  The dedication of our teachers and educators was never more apparent than this past year.  They have been asked to instruct our children virtually, in-person and sometimes a combination of both on very short notice.  They have adapted their traditional teaching methods and continued to do their best to educate and engage with our children.  One particular teacher, Christine Blizzard-Wrobel, a STEM instructor at Voorhees Middle School, designed and printed over 1,000 face shields and mask extenders for the protection of the dedicated workers at Virtua.
One group of unsung heroes through this pandemic has been our students, from kindergarten through college.  They have been deprived of personal interaction with teachers and friends alike.  They have been robbed of sports, theater, field trips, class trips, proms and traditional graduations.  Sadly, they have been robbed of the chance to make once-in-a-lifetime memories that can never be replaced.  Yet, they have persevered.
Our Township Committee, in cooperation with the Voorhees Arts Council, honored our 2020 graduates of all levels with a graduation mural on the wall adjacent to Town Hall.  The project was funded through private donations to the Voorhees Citizens Event Foundation.  Graduates were given an opportunity to take pictures with their loved ones to help memorialize this special time in their lives.
The tragic death of George Floyd led to a national outcry against social injustice.  In spite of the pandemic and with proper safety precautions, several peaceful protests, vigils and rallies were held in our community.  It was particularly gratifying that most of these events were organized by the young people in our town.
The death of Supreme Court Justice Ruth Bader Ginsberg, the “Notorious RBG,” ignited a tidal wave of outcry for gender equality.  Though she was a woman small in stature, RBG was a fierce warrior for this cause.
The pandemic changed the manner in which most of us have conducted business.  Virtual meetings and conferences have become the new norm. With the approval of the state, last year I officiated 33 virtual weddings, allowing loved ones from all over the state, country and world to enjoy the special occasion.
Last year, we held an election unlike any other in the history of our country.  While each state determined their own election protocols, in New Jersey the general election was conducted primarily by Vote-By-Mail (VBM) Ballots.  The voter participation was the highest in the history of our country.
Thank you for allowing me the privilege of serving as your Mayor in 2020.  I will again embrace the honor in 2021.  Our Township Committee will continue to work hard to keep our community safe.  Please wear a mask, respect social distancing guidelines and get the vaccine.  This ugly pandemic has made our community stronger and we will get through it together.  We are six feet apart, but closer than ever.

Whenever I asked him a question about what he thought about this policy or something like that, but you guys gave him a lot of happiness and joy in his last five years as he moved out of this area, still being connected to a new group of folks in Voorhees.  He was always proud to roll around Philadelphia bragging about his Government friends and how he knows the Mayor and the Deputy Mayor, the Committeewomen and Committeemen and Chief Bordi and our professionals.  He just loved being around all of you guys and always appreciated you guys looking out for me and my family, because that’s all that matted to him in the end, was that friends and colleagues have each other’s backs. Everyone who has lost a parent knows how hard it is, so I’m no different and we’re no different from anyone else. We can’t forget about them.  So many unnecessary deaths in this country because of complete ignorance by levels of Government and poor crisis management and not everybody ran their towns or business like we handled things in Voorhees.  We kind of attacked things head on and dealt with it and didn’t shy away from crisis. That’s one of the lessons to be learned here is that you’re elected officials need to be able to step up and take care of you, because we live in a free country and so you can’t rely on the Government for everything, but your elected officials should be there to protect you.  I once again want to thank everybody, congrats to Harry and Mike and to my running mate, close friend, little sister, Michelle for being sworn in as Deputy Mayor again.
