ORDINANCE NO. 379-21

AN ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK
(N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14)


	WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the preparation of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget up to 	1.0%	 unless authorized by ordinance to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, subject to certain exceptions; and 
	WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by ordinance, appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriations and the 3.5% percentage rate as an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and
	WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, in the County of Camden, finds it advisable and necessary to increase its CY 2021 budget by up to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and
	WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee hereby determines that a 	2.5%	 increase in the budget for said year, amounting to 	$798,117.50	 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise permitted by the Local Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and
	WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove, that is not appropriated as part of the final budget, shall be retained as an exception to the final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, in the County of Camden, a majority of the full authorized membership of this governing body affirmatively concurring that, in the CY 2021 budget year, the final appropriations of the Township of Voorhees shall, in accordance with this ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14, be increased by 3.5%, amounting to 	$1,117,364.50	, and that the CY 2021 municipal budget for the Township of Voorhees be approved and adopted in accordance with this ordinance; and
	BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to the final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and
	BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced be filed with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction; and
	BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the recorded vote included thereon, be filed with said Director within 5 days after such adoption.

RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING AN EXECUTIVE SESSION


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on February 22, 2021 at approximately 7:00 p.m.; and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:
“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: __________________________ and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;


“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the; 


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed:  COAHX


(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are: 

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;



	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township of Voorhees entered into Executive Session for only the above stated reasons at their regular meeting caucus of February 22, 2021. 
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township hereby declares that its discussion of the aforementioned subject(s) will be made public at a time when the need for confidentiality no longer exists, or the public’s interest in disclosure is greater than any privacy or governmental interest being protected from disclosure.

2. The written notice sent on or about February 24, 2021, terminating the Agreement between the Township and Omni effective March 31, 2021 is hereby rescinded.

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et seq, the Township of Voorhees is authorized to enter into an agreement for shared services; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has agreed to administer a program that provides for Miscellaneous Road and Drainage Work Services for Local Municipal Projects through a Shared Service Agreement; and
	WHEREAS, the Voorhees Township Board of Education has determined that this agreement would meet and provide various needs of the community; and
	WHEREAS, it is the opinion of the Engineering Department and staff of the Township of Voorhees that sharing the use of this program with the Voorhees Board of Education will be mutually beneficial to the entire community; and
	WHEREAS, the Voorhees Township Miscellaneous Road and Drainage Work Services contract provides for line item costs which were bid and represents the lowest responsible responsive bid as determined by the Township of Voorhees; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees agrees to extend the Miscellaneous Road and Drainage Work Services to the Voorhees Board of Education in accordance with the bid results received on August 9, 2018; and
	WHEREAS, the existing contract for the Voorhees Township Miscellaneous Road and Drainage Work Services shall remain in effect until September 16, 2021; and
	WHEREAS, the parties hereto are permitted in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et seq., the Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act (“Act”), to enter into an agreement to provide jointly, or through each respective agency itself, such services authorized by the Act, including areas of general government administration including shared services and the like.

	WHEREAS, Voorhees Township Committee awarded a contract to combine data infrastructures  for Voorhees Township through an RFP awarded to TierPoint on September 17, 2018; and
WHEREAS, the initial contract has expired and Voorhees Township advertised a request for proposal to be submitted on September 1, 2020; and
WHEREAS, Jon Andrews has reviewed the proposal as to form and sufficiency and recommend entering into a contract with TierPoint for Data Colocation Services,
WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A 40A:II-5(1)(a)(i) of the Local Public Contracts Law, this Contract will be awarded without competitive bidding as a "Professional Services" Contract and as such, the Contract itself and the authorizing Resolution will be available for public inspection; and
	WHEREAS, the Township’s Chief Financial Officer has certified that funds are available for this purpose; 
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township of Voorhees, a body corporate and 
politic, as follows: 

The Township's Mayor and Municipal Clerk or Deputy Clerk, are hereby authorized to execute an Agreement for Professional Services with the law firm of TierPoint.

The Agreement shall be consistent with the Township's Request for Proposals submitted on September 1, 2020 by TierPoint with such revisions as recommended by the Township.
 	
	The term of this contract shall be September 30, 2021 with the option for a one-year extension.
