AMENDING TITLE VII, CHAPTER 70 OF THE VOORHEES TOWNSHIP TRAFFIC CODE

WHEREAS, the Voorhees Township Traffic Division seeks to amend provisions of the Township Code; and
WHEREAS, this Ordinance will amend Title VII, Chapter 70 as follows.
NOW THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Mayor and the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey that the Voorhees Township Code be amended as follows: 
Full section of this ordinance will now refer to the Traffic Division as the Traffic Unit.

Section 70.05 (A)	Adding – Work performed on State Highway Rt. 73, must comply with 					N.J. State DOT requirements

Section 70.05 (D)	Adding – Time limits. There shall be no construction, maintenance 					operations or utility work on any residential roadway in the Township 					before the hour of 7:00am or after 10:00pm. This time limit may be 					adjusted to permit work prior to 7:00am or after 10:00pm by the officer in 				charge of the Traffic Unit of the Police Department. If it is determined by 				the officer in charge of the Police Traffic Unit that the construction or 					maintenance operations prior to 7:00am or after 10:00pm, would 						substantially delay traffic or cause a safety or health hazard, the work is 					deemed to be performed during a certain timeframe. Emergency work 					performed for the immediate safety, health or welfare of the community 					of individuals of the community or to restore property to a safe condition 				follow a public calamity shall not be subject to the provisions of this 					chapter.

Section 70.05 (E)	Adding – County and state roadways shall not be detoured onto municipal 				roadways, unless during an emergency road closure. Any planned 					roadwork, which requires a detour on a county roadway or State highway 				shall only be detoured to county roadways or State highways; unless 					approved by the Police Department during an emergency. Municipal 					roadways may be detoured to other municipal roadways, county roadways, 				and state highways. At no time shall a road closure detour onto private 					property unless an active emergency or to preserve a crime scene.

ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES AMENDING CHAPTER 104, POSSESSING BACKYARD HENS IN VOORHEES  

	
WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and

[bookmark: _Hlk47605550]WHEREAS, the keeping of backyard hens and other fowl and livestock was permitted by passing Ordinance #366-20 after second reading on July 13, 2020; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2, the Governing Body is authorized to enact and amend ordinances as deemed necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare and as may be necessary to carry into effect the powers and duties conferred and imposed upon the Township by law.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey as follows:

Section 1:	Chapter 104 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees, entitled Establishing, Authorizing 		and Regulating Residents Possessing Backyard Hens in Voorhees, is hereby amended to 			read as follows:

		Section 1. Establishing Rules and Regulations

		§ 104-1 through 104- shall now be amended to read 104-1 through 104-6. 

		§ 104-2 Eligibility; restrictions; coops and runs

		For purposes of this Ordinance, the maximum number of licenses issued will now be forth 		(40), where it was previously twenty-five (25).
		
		§ 104-3 License required; fee; completion of class required. 

		B. A non-refundable “one-time” license fee of $10.00 shall be paid for each license issued 		for participation annually. No more than one license may be issued per household, where 			it previously read “annual” license fee.

		D. If a license holder chooses to no longer maintain a coop, their license will be made 			available to a new licensee. This language was not previously in the Ordinance. 

Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this 			Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3:	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be 			adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance 		shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as 			required by law.

WHEREAS, the Voorhees Township Committee has received comments from the Voorhees Township Planning Board and Zoning Board of Adjustment regarding recurring zoning issues on development applications in which variance relief is typically required and generally granted as a matter of course; and
WHEREAS, the Township Committee seeks to amend provisions of the Unified Land Development Ordinance (ULDO) to eliminate the need for bulk variance relief in certain circumstances and recurring situations, wherein significant costs are incurred by Voorhees Township residents; and
WHEREAS, this Ordinance is being referred to the Planning Board pursuant to the New Jersey Municipal Land Use Law for review and comment, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-26.
NOW THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Mayor and the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey that the Voorhees Township Code be supplemented and amended as follows: 

SECTION 1:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 150, “General Provisions”, Section 150.14(B)(1) and (2), “Fence Regulations” is hereby amended and supplemented as follows: 

  (B)   Bulk requirements.  For the purpose of this chapter, the REAR YARD shall be considered to be an open space extending across the full width of the lot between the principal building and the rear lot line and the point of the rear elevation closest to the side lot lines. For the purpose of this section, DETACHED GARAGES shall not be considered part of the principal building.

      (1)   Height limitations.

         (a)   Except as provided for corner lots under § 150.12(E), fences may be erected, altered or reconstructed to a height not to exceed six (6) feet when sited in the following manner:

               1.   At a minimum setback of ten feet from any property line to enclose a property used for an agricultural use, for containment of livestock or in connection with an outdoor recreation facility.

               2.   From the front corners of any building to the side property lines and toward the rear property line so as to enclose the side and rear yards, or a desired portion thereof. 

                3.   All fencing shall be installed within the boundary lines of the subject property.


SECTION 2:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 150, “General Provisions”, Section 150.17(C)(1)(b) “Renewable Energy Regulations”, is hereby repealed.

(b)   Roof-mounted solar energy systems shall be located on a rear-facing roof, as viewed from any adjacent street, unless the reviewing board determines such installation is ineffective or impossible. An applicant seeking approval to install a roof-mounted, front-facing solar energy system shall provide testimony of a certified professional, deemed qualified by the reviewing board, stating the reasons as to why front-facing installation is the only effective or possible means for utilizing solar energy on the applicant's property. The removal of potential obstructions such as interceding vegetation shall not be sufficient cause for permitting front-facing installation.

Section 150.17(C)(1)(e) is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

(e)   Except for roof mounted systems which shall be exempt from site plan approval, no solar energy system shall be constructed unless the property owner, solar energy system user and/or their authorized designee has obtained site plan approval in accordance with the provisions of the ULDO, provided that, in addition to such requirements, the applicant's submission shall contain the following:

            1.   Current property survey by a professional surveyor licensed in the State of New Jersey showing all current improvements on the property and the proposed location of the solar energy system sought to be constructed;

            2.   A study, prepared by a qualified individual, to verify that the property conditions will produce the intended solar power generation based on property location, surrounding structures and building orientation; and

            3.   Solar energy system plan and specifications, including but not limited to detailed calculations and engineered drawings of the proposed mounting, prepared by a professional engineer licensed in the State of New Jersey.

SECTION 3:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 150, “General Provisions”, Section 150.14(B)(3)(b) “Fence Regulations” is hereby repealed.

(b)   No fence shall create an alley, private way or setback from the property line of less than five feet on the property where the fence is to be installed.

SECTION 4:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 154, “Improvement Regulations And Design Standards”, Section 154.006(A)(3), “Buffer and landscape design standards” is hereby amended and supplemented as follows: 

 No buildings, structures other than fences, storage of materials, parking areas, roads or drive aisles or any other improvements shall be permitted within the buffer areas; buffer areas shall be maintained and kept free of all debris, rubbish, weeds, and tall grass. 

Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 154, “Improvement Regulations And Design Standards”, Section 154.006(A)(6), “Buffer and landscape design standards” is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

Notwithstanding anything else contained in Title 15, if the area required for any setback, including all buffer areas, adjacent to a residentially zoned property contain pre-existing natural vegetation, trees, shrubs or other buffer-type materials, the entire required setback area adjacent to the residentially zoned property shall be maintained, as much as possible, in its natural, pre-existing state with the allowance of a fence to be installed on a residentially zoned property within the buffer contained on that lot. Any disturbance of such area required during construction must be restored with the planting of additional, similar trees and shrubs in accordance with this § 154.006(A).

SECTION 5:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 154, “Improvement Regulations And Design Standards”, Section 154.006(E)(3)(b), “Buffer and landscape design standards” is hereby amended and supplemented as follows: 

Trees removed during normal homeowner maintenance and not exceeding an area of disturbance of more than 500 square feet. Examples of normal homeowner maintenance would include trees removed due to storm damage or disease and those removed to prevent damage to roofs, swimming pools, utilities, driveways and landscaping.”

SECTION 6:   If any subsection, paragraph subsection, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be judged by the Courts to be invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section, paragraph, subsection, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION 7:  This ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption, publication and filing of a copy of said ordinance with the Camden County Planning Board, all in accordance with the law.

RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on August 16, 2021 at approximately 6:30 p.m.; and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:

“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: __________________________ and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;


“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the; 


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is Former COOP property; X

 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed:  Leaf composting; EMS update; Tax appeals; COAH; VTC Redevelopment update.X


(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are: 

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

RESOLUTION TO OPT INTO EXAMINATION EXEMPTION CIVIL SERVICE HIRING PROCEDURES


WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees, Camden County, State of Jersey (hereinafter referred to as the "Township") is a jurisdiction governed by Title 4A and the Civil Service regulations and rules established under Title 4A of the Administrative Code; and
WHEREAS, P.L.2021, C.7 permits municipalities to hire police officers who may not have taken an open competitive examination for the title of Police Officer, but are otherwise duly qualified, have completed training, and hold a valid NJ Police Training Commission Certificate as Police Officer (Basic Course for Police Officer); and
WHEREAS, recently adopted State legislation, Bill S-3220, approved as P.L.2021, C.7, would permit a municipality to exempt any person for an entry-level law enforcement person from taking the Civil Service law enforcement exam, as long as they have completed the full Basic Course for Police Officers training course at a school approved and authorized by the New Jersey Police Training commission; and
WHEREAS, the legislation would also require that a municipal or county police department may hire a person under this exemption only upon adoption of a conflict of interest and nepotism policy; and
WHEREAS, the Township has duly established written policies governing nepotism and conflicts of interest; and
WHEREAS, in order to effectuate this policy, a municipality must affirmatively "opt in" by adopting a Resolution authorizing such a hiring policy; and
WHEREAS, Chief of Police George Smith has recommended that the Township effectuate this policy and "opt in" to this program in the interests of efficiency, expediency, and the promotion of public safety within the Township; and
WHEREAS, this "opt in" provision shall remain valid until changed by a rescinding resolution of the Governing Body.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees for the reasons set forth above that the Township hereby authorizes such hiring policies related to the examination exemption as set forth in Bill S-3220, P.L.2021, c.7.
