FLAG SALUTE

ROLL CALL Committeewoman Fetbroyt, Committeeman Platt, Deputy Mayor Ravitz - ABSENT, Deputy Mayor Nocito, Mayor Mignogna

Mayor Mignogna stated that Jason Ravitz, our Deputy Mayor has contracted COVID and asked the public to join Township Committee in wishing him a speedy recovery.

SUNSHINE STATEMENT
Mr. Long stated that this meeting is being held in compliance with the “Open Public Meetings Act” and has been published as required in the Courier Post and the Township Website.

SECOND READING ON ORDINANCE
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING CHAPTER 152 ZONING DISTRICT TO INCLUDE SECTION 152-170: CANNABIS ESTABLISHMENTS

Mr. Stuart Platt gave an overview of the ordinance stating that Governor Murphy signed into law on February 22, 2021, the legalization of cannabis usage by adults for recreational use. In the law, which was voted on by the public, almost 75% of Voorhees voters supported this law. Cannabis businesses can now apply for licenses through the state and submit applications in municipalities that approve an ordinance to opt into allowing this type of business. This would allow the municipality to raise revenue through a special tax and would also create jobs. Municipalities are given until August 21, 2021, to either opt out and prohibit cannabis business, opt in so that the municipality could control where businesses could be located or do nothing, which means the municipality would have no control as to where businesses would be located. With the last two options, there is a five-year waiting period before we could opt out. With these option in mind, the township and the planning board began crafting an ordinance that would allow for cannabis businesses but in the appropriate locations. My office, along with CME and members of the planning board were tasked with the responsibility of looking for locations that would be appropriate based on restrictions and buffers. 

Ed Ferruggia
4 Harwood Drive

Mr. Ferruggia thanked the Mayor, Township Committee and all involved in the creation of the ordinance and for listening to the requests for changes to the ordinance on behalf of the residents of the Sturbridge Lakes development. He added that the residents would support an ordinance that restricts cannabis activity on both sides of Route 73 between William Feather Drive and Signal Hill Drive. 

Pamela Rosenberg
117 William Feather Drive

Spoke in opposition to cannabis activity on both sides of Rt. 73 between William Feather and Signal Hill Drive.

Barbara Silary
175 William Feather Drive

Ms. Silary asked Mayor and Township Committee if it’s appropriate for any members of Township Committee to have a vested interest in this topic. 

Mr. Harry Platt stated that at times all of the members of committee may have had an interest in different topics and added that Mr. Ravitz was not participating in any conversations regarding cannabis.

Ms. Nocito stated that she agrees with Mr. Platt and feels conflicted with this ordinance as she is a resident of Sturbridge Hills. She added that when conflicted, we have to decide to abstain and to have pure intentions. 

Ms. Fetbroyt agreed with Mr. Platt and Ms. Nocito in that we are all sometimes conflicted due to personal interest. She added that Mr. Ravitz does not have any business interest in Voorhees Township.

Mayor Mignogna agreed and added that Mr. Ravitz has recused himself from all votes on this topic.

Ms. Silary asked how our police officers will be able to identify a driver who may be driving impaired and Mr. Long stated that each department has officers qualified in drug recognition. He added that in reference to recusing one’s self in an instance of a potential conflict, past practice has been that the committee member seeks counsel’s opinion.

Chief Bordi added that concerns regarding recognizing impairment is nothing new to police officers and that they are active in impairment recognition.

Both residents thanked Township Committee for working with the Sturbridge Lakes Association and reiterated that they do not want any cannabis business located in front of their development. 

Gregory Offt
25 Fox Hollow Rd.

Mr. Offt thanked Township Committee for their work and communication with the Sturbridge Lakes Association. He stated that he has concerns with changes that may be made by the state and how will the Township Committee address potential changes. He also stated that he has concerns with public safety.

Mr. Stuart Platt stated that if the Township Committee feels the need to make changes to the ordinance due to new regulations and rules set by the state, our local ordinance can be amended. 

Police Chief Bordi stated that he will monitor any potential public safety issues.

Mr. Offt stated that it is difficult to make changes to an ordinance after a business has opened. He used the currently issues with the Lowes store as an example. 

Mayor Mignogna stated that steps are being taken to address the Lowe’s issues.

Joann Savio
5 Chatham Drive

Ms. Savio stated that she does not feel that 1000 feet is long enough and asked what would happen if an establishment applies to open very adjacent to the 1000-foot buffer. 

Mr. Stuart Platt stated that 1000 feet is the distance that is listed in Drug Free School Zone laws and has been in place for many years. 

Mika Apte added that the 1000 buffer is from schools, houses of worship and residential zones. The area being referenced by Ms. Savio would fall within the buffer and cannabis would not be permitted. 

Lynn & Bob Kyler
7 Southgate Drive

Mrs. Kyler spoke about concerns related to the location of any cannabis business considering there is an elementary school and daycare center within the buffer. She asked when the residents will “find out where it’s going to be”.

Mr. Stuart Platt stated that we have a good idea where it isn’t going to be permitted based on the buffers. He added that an applicant would need to submit an application, advertise notice to the public, have a planning board hearing, etc. They would need to meet all the criteria.

Mrs. Kyler added that she has concerns about the property values and that she is against any cannabis business in or near her neighborhood or any neighborhood. 

Nicole Nicklaw
5 Harwood Drive

Thanked Township Committee for working with the Sturbridge Lakes Association to protect their community.

Alexander Bershadsky
9 Oxford Court

Thanked Township Committee for listening and added that he joins with his fellow neighbors. He asked Chief Bordi if cannabis business will bring extra crime.

Mr. Stuart Platt stated that unlike any other business, the cannabis law includes security requirements, but that no one can guaranty that there won’t be any crime.

Mrs. Nicole Miles
2 Quail Hollow Court

Mrs. Miles thanked Township Committee but stated concerns regarding increased traffic.

Donna Smith
14 Henley Lane

Mrs. Smith asked Township Committee to prohibit any class of cannabis activity on either side of Route 73. She has concerns that cannabis cliental could cause accidents. 
Mary Council
116 William Feather Drive

Mrs. Council stated that she has lived in Sturbridge Lakes almost twenty years and agrees with her neighbors that any form of cannabis business should not be permitted.

Fardene Blanchard Duclair
8 Barclay Lane

Mrs. Duclair agrees with her neighbors, and she is also glad to hear that there is a meeting with Lowes to discuss the noise and truck complaints.

Scott Riley
5 Battery Hill Drive

Mr. Riley stated that he has been a resident for thirty-five years and is an attorney who represents cannabis establishments. He stated that there is increased crime in areas surrounding facilities. Currently these businesses are not able to have bank accounts and keep a lot of cash, which makes them targets. What does Voorhees plan to do to keep the public safe?

Chief Bordi stated that his department is prepared and will keep a watchful eye in area around distribution facilities. He added that Township Committee is committed to the safety of our community. He further added that businesses open on Route 73 to take advantage of the traffic and we can only do so much because Route 73 is a state highway.

Hal Guns
5 Harwood Place

Mr. Guns thanked Ed Ferruggia and his neighbors for speaking tonight. He added that he worries about property values.

Anne Picker
8 Chatham Drive

Ms. Picker stated that she has been a resident of Sturbridge Lakes for thirty years. She fully supports everything her neighbors have said. She added that she is a criminal defense attorney, and, in her opinion, she does not believe that a marijuana establishment will bring violent crime.

Chief Bordi added that he does not believe violet crimes will increase and that hasn’t increased in Camden County. Township Committee has kept him involved in this entire process. He said he would love to say that there will not be any crime, but he can say we will be very attentive.

Andy Brzozowski
4 Tallowood Drive

Mr. Brzozowski stated that he is a member of the Planning Board and thanked Township Committee for time and efforts on this issue. He stated that his comments pertain to the entire town, not just Sturbridge. 

He asked for the analysis that was reviewed to come to the decision to allow all types of cannabis business, versus select classes.

Mr. Stuart Platt stated that all classes would be permitted on both sides of Rt. 73 as this ordinance is currently written. Mr. Platt added that other classes of cannabis business were permitted and listed those locations. He added that the reasons why those decisions were made were because it is a transportation hub and a state highway. There are properties along Rt. 73 where these types of facilities could go, especially distribution and manufacturing and the transportation of the supplies is more conducive to access to the state highway. He added that there is an amendment upcoming to limit cannabis activity between Signal Hill Drive and William Feather Drive to retail only.  

Mr. Brzozowski stated that considering legal cannabis is a relatively new industry, wouldn’t the benefits of letting the industry mature, and not allow all classes right away, maybe only allow retail at first. He asked Township Committee if they had any thoughts on the benefits of allowing the new law to play out before we allow all classes. 

Maureen Geary
5 Ashton Drive

Mrs. Geary thanked Township Committee. She stated that just because the vote to legalize recreational marijuana was over 75% in Voorhees Township doesn’t mean that the voters voted to have it located here. She added that a 1000-foot buffer is not enough and that she doesn’t feel that any cannabis business should be allowed on Rt. 73, on either side, due to concerns regarding the elementary school and day care center at the school. In addition, she asked if the Rite Aid located on Route 73 and Signal Hill Drive be permitted to be a retail dispensary?

Mr. Stuart Platt stated that he mentioned Rite Aid in relation to the medical marijuana statute enacted in 2010. Primarily, if within a CVS, or other pharmacy, the restrictions would apply. 

Mrs. Fetbroyt stated that the Rite Aid would sit within the 1000-foot buffer and retail sales would not be permitted at that location. She added this ordinance only covers adult, recreational use. 

Mrs. Geary asked if Berlin Township and Marlton were allowing cannabis establishments?

Ms. Nocito answered that we have been in touch with neighboring communities, and some are considering allowing it. Mt. Laurel, Delran and Evesham Township are all considering allowing some cannabis business. Mr. Stuart Platt stated that Berlin Township has opted out and are studying the issue. 

Troy Miles
2 Quail Hollow Court

Mr. Miles stated that one of the things that lured him and his family to Voorhees was the quiet neighborhood. He added that his family moved in during COVID, and noticed that Rt. 73 traffic has increased dramatically as more restrictions were lifted. Mr. Miles stated that he is in agreement with his fellow neighbors as well as the increase in traffic would be a huge concern for him. 

Adam Austino
167 William Feather Drive

Mr. Austino stated that we should be cautious about what we add to Route 73. He added that hopefully the township can work with the state to help alleviate the traffic issues on Route 73. He stated that during heavy traffic times, it is very difficult to leave his development, especially at the Signal Hill light. He asked that the township work with the state to help alleviate some of the traffic issues. He added, in reference to the ordinance, he supports the comments and suggestions of the Sturbridge Lakes Homeowners’ Association.

Mr. Long stated that with the passage of the new federal infrastructure bill, we should reach out to our elected officials to raise our issues with the DOT. Mr. Long asked Township Committee to authorize our engineer to reach out to the DOT.

Mr. Stuart Platt stated that Mr. Austino talked about the SLA’s request to restrict all classes of cannabis on both sides of Rt. 73, between Signal Hill Drive and William Feather Drive and I don’t believe that is what I read in the email from Mr. Ferruggia. His request on behalf of SLA, was only allow one class in that area, which would be the retail class. I just want to clarify the request. 

Mr. Long stated that it was indicated that the SLA would support the compromise of only the retail class permitted in this area. 

Connie Wagner
172 William Feather Drive

Mrs. Wagner thanked Township Committee and Ed Ferruggia and Jamie Austino. She stated that she wished Township Committee would do what Cherry Hill is doing and spend more time studying the issue. She thinks the vote in the state was pre-mature that appealed to people’s wants and not what is needed. She referenced the KATO Institute study. 
Mr. Stuart Platt reminded the residents that this was not a quick decision and has been studied for a long time by the Planning Board. Medical cannabis law has been in place since 2010. There have been many revisions of the proposed ordinance. This was done with planning and zoning science. There was a lot of input from a lot of people. 

Michael Davis
118 William Feather Drive

Mr. Davis stated that provisions need to be in place to limit the odor of the marijuana facilities. He added that the odors can be recognized more than a half a mile from the facility, and it is overwhelming. He asked what modifications will be in place in prevent odor?

Mr. Stuart Platt read from the ordinance what the requirements are for facility venting. All licenses shall provide detailed information on odor control at the site. 

Mr. Davis asked Township Committee to visit the Cure Leaf facility to smell the odor. He added that businesses have made numerous complaints and that residents in the area are having difficulty selling their homes. He stated that it could be a determent to our entire community.

Mr. Long stated that he represents the town of Bellmawr where Cure Leaf is located and added that some complaints have been made by local residents. He doesn’t recall any complaints beyond that general area in which Cure Leaf is located. He added that the ordinance as written states that odors cannot permeate beyond the property limits where the business is located. 

Edward Ferruggia
4 Harwood Drive

Mr. Ferruggia clarified that they asked that all classes be prohibited but, if necessary, his association would accept retail as an alternative. He stated that there are many concerns regarding odor, traffic, property values and safety. He added that their request is to restrict all classes from both sides of Route 73. 

Ms. Nocito asked if his request is to prohibit everything? Mr. Ferruggia stated yes but, would accept retail if they have to.

Greg Offt
25 Fox Hollow Road

Mr. Offt referenced a study by Criminal College of NYC regarding crime rates in Colorado. Study showed that the streets surrounding these facilities showed increases in all types of crime rates. He asked why the township is rushing to pass this ordinance and suggested more time to study the issues. 

He added that less than one-third of the towns in the state have opted out of allowing cannabis businesses in their towns at this time. I appreciate the amendments to the ordinance, but doesn’t understand why we are rushing to allow these businesses.

ORDINANCE NO. 386-21

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING CHAPTER 152 ZONING DISTRICT TO INCLUDE SECTION 152-170: CANNABIS ESTABLISHMENTS 

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and 

WHEREAS, in 2020 New Jersey voters approved Public Question No.1, which amended the New Jersey Constitution to allow for the legalization of a controlled form of marijuana called “cannabis” for adults at least 21 years of age; and 

WHEREAS, on February 22, 2021, Governor Murphy signed into law P.L. 2021,c.16 known as the “New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement Assistance and Marketplace Modernization Act” (“CREAMMA”), which legalizes the recreational use of marijuana by adults 21 years of age or older, and establishes a comprehensive regulatory and licensing scheme for commercial recreational (adult use) cannabis operations, use and possession: and

WHEREAS, the law establishes six specific types of cannabis related businesses that may be licensed by the state and allows each municipality to determine whether or not each of these types of businesses shall be permitted within their municipal boundaries

Class 1: 	Cannabis Cultivator license, for facilities involved in growing and cultivating cannabis;
Class 2: 	Cannabis Manufacturer license, for facilities involved m the manufacturing, preparation, and packaging of cannabis items;
Class 3: 	Cannabis Wholesaler license, for facilities involved in obtaining and selling cannabis items for later resale by other licensees;
Class 4: 	Cannabis Distributor license, for businesses involved in transporting cannabis plants in bulk from one licensed cultivator to another licensed cultivator, or can-nabis items in bulk from any type of licensed cannabis business to another;
Class 5:	Cannabis Retailer license for locations at which cannabis items and related supplies are sold to consumers; and
Class 6: 	Cannabis Delivery license, for businesses providing courier services for consumer purchases that are fulfilled by a licensed cannabis retailer in order to make deliveries of the purchased items to a consumer, and which service would include the ability of a consumer to make a purchase directly through the cannabis delivery service which would be presented by the delivery service for fulfillment by a retailer and then delivered to a consumer.

WHEREAS, CREAMMA Act authorizes municipalities to adopt by ordinance regulations governing the number of Cannabis Establishments, Cannabis distributors and Cannabis Delivery services, except for the delivery of Cannabis items and related supplies by a Cannabis delivery service based and initiated from outside of the municipality; and 

WHEREAS, CREAMMA Act, authorizes municipalities to prohibit by ordinance the operation of any one or more classes of Cannabis establishments, distributors or delivery services anywhere in the municipality, except for the delivery of Cannabis items and related supplies by a delivery service based and initiated from outside of the municipality; and

WHEREAS, CREAMMA Act, also stipulates, however that any municipal regulation or prohibition must be adopted within 180 days of the effective date of the Act (i.e. by August 21, 2021); and

WHEREAS, Township of Voorhees adopted its last Master Plan Reexamination Report in August 2012; and

WHEREAS, some of the specific goals of Master Plan include (1) to collaborate with other government, non-government and private entities to create the most efficient and effective means for realizing Voorhees’s Master Plan goals, while minimizing the financial burden on  the Township; (2) upgrade, preserve and increase the economic and aesthetic vitality of the existing commercial and industrial areas, while being sensitive to adjacent and existing uses; (3) recognize the need to adapt to the changing dynamics and demands of a diverse and increasing globalized economy; and 

WHEREAS, CREAMMA ACT, also establishes that failure to adopt any municipal regulation shall mean that for a period of five years thereafter, the growing, cultivating, manufacturing, selling and reselling of Cannabis and Cannabis items shall be permitted use in all industrial zones and retail selling of Cannabis items to consumers shall be conditional use in all commercial and retail zones; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees has determined that in light of the foregoing it is in the best interest of the Township to adopt and implement this Ordinance that is in keeping with goals of the Master Plan and is in best interest of the Township and health, safety and welfare of its residents and visitors; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey that:

Section 1. Amend  Chapter 150- General Provisions Section §150.10- Definitions to include the following:
Cannabis  - All parts of the plant Cannabis sativa and Cannabis indica,  whether growing or not, the seeds thereof, and every compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture, or preparation of the plant or its seeds, except those containing resin extracted from the plant, which are cultivated and, when applicable, manufactured in accordance with P.L.2021, c.16 (C.24:6I-31 et al.) for use in cannabis products, but shall not include the weight of any other ingredient combined with cannabis to prepare topical or oral administrations, food, drink, or other product.

Cannabis Business - Any person or entity that holds any of the six Classes of licenses established under P.L. 2021, c. 16, the “New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement Assistance, and Marketplace Modernization Act.” (CREAMMA)

Cannabis Cultivator - Any licensed person or entity that grows, cultivates, or produces cannabis, and sells, and may transport, this cannabis to other cannabis cultivators, or usable cannabis to cannabis manufacturers, cannabis wholesalers, or cannabis retailers, but not to consumers. This person or entity shall hold a Class 1 Cannabis Cultivator license.

Cannabis Delivery Service - Any licensed person or entity that provides courier services for consumer purchases of cannabis items and related supplies fulfilled by a cannabis retailer in order to make deliveries of the cannabis items and related supplies to that consumer, and which services include the ability of a consumer to purchase the cannabis items directly through the cannabis delivery service, which after presenting the purchase order to the cannabis retailer for fulfillment, is delivered to that consumer. This person or entity shall hold a Class 6 Cannabis Delivery license.

Cannabis Distributor - Any licensed person or entity that transports cannabis in bulk intrastate from one licensed cannabis cultivator to another licensed cannabis cultivator, or transports cannabis items in bulk intrastate from any one class of licensed cannabis establishment to another class of licensed cannabis establishment, and may engage in the temporary storage of cannabis or cannabis items as necessary to carry out transportation activities. This person or entity shall hold a Class 4 Cannabis Distributor license.

Cannabis Establishment - A cannabis cultivator, a cannabis manufacturer, a cannabis wholesaler, or a cannabis retailer.

Cannabis Establishment License- An establishment with one (1) or many of the licenses to operate as defined by the CREAMMA Act:

Class 1: 	Cannabis Cultivator license, for facilities involved in growing and cultivating cannabis;
Class 2: 	Cannabis Manufacturer license, for facilities involved m the manufacturing, preparation, and packaging of cannabis items;
Class 3: 	Cannabis Wholesaler license, for facilities involved in obtaining and selling cannabis items for later resale by other licensees;
Class 4: 	Cannabis Distributor license, for businesses involved in transporting cannabis plants in bulk from one licensed cultivator to another licensed cultivator, or cannabis items in bulk from any type of licensed cannabis business to another;
Class 5:	Cannabis Retailer license for locations at which cannabis items and related supplies are sold to consumers; and
Class 6: 	Cannabis Delivery license, for businesses providing courier services for consumer purchases that are fulfilled by a licensed cannabis retailer in order to make deliveries of the purchased items to a consumer, and which service would include the ability of a consumer to make a purchase directly through the cannabis delivery service which would be presented by the delivery service for fulfillment by a retailer and then delivered to a consumer.

Cannabis Manufacturer - Any licensed person or entity that processes cannabis items in this State by purchasing or otherwise obtaining usable cannabis, manufacturing, preparing, and packaging cannabis items, and selling, and optionally transporting, these items to other cannabis manufacturers, cannabis wholesalers, or cannabis retailers, but not to consumers. This person or entity shall hold a Class 2 Cannabis Manufacturer license.

Cannabis Product - A product containing usable cannabis, cannabis extract, or any other cannabis resin and other ingredients intended for human consumption or use, including a product intended to be applied to the skin or hair, edible cannabis products, ointments, and tinctures. “Cannabis product” does not include: (1) usable cannabis by itself; or (2) cannabis extract by itself; or (3) any other cannabis resin by itself.

Cannabis Retailer - Any licensed person or entity that purchases or otherwise obtains usable cannabis from cannabis cultivators and cannabis items from cannabis manufacturers or cannabis wholesalers, and sells these to consumers from a retail store, and may use a cannabis delivery service or a certified cannabis handler for the off-premises delivery of cannabis items and related supplies to consumers. A cannabis retailer shall also accept consumer purchases to be fulfilled from its retail store that are presented by a cannabis delivery service which will be delivered by the cannabis delivery service to that consumer. This person or entity shall hold a Class 5 Cannabis Retailer license.

Cannabis Wholesaler - Any licensed person or entity that purchases or otherwise obtains, stores, sells or otherwise transfers, and may transport, cannabis items for the purpose of resale or other transfer to either another cannabis wholesaler or to a cannabis retailer, but not to consumers. This person or entity shall hold a Class 3 Cannabis Wholesaler license

Section 2. Adding §152-170 – Cannabis Establishment as Conditionally Permitted Use in Overlay Zone” 

§152-171 Purpose and Intent
The purpose and intent of the Cannabis Conditionally Permitted Use in Overlay zone is to provide appropriate type of facility in appropriate location within the Township while promoting economic growth that will preserve and maintain health, safety and welfare of the Township and its residents. 

§152-172 Conditional Use:   Cannabis Establishments based on the type of licenses shall be permitted as conditionally permitted overlay zone in the following districts:

§152-173 Conditions of Operation for Cannabis Establishments: 

1. All Cannabis Establishments Class 1 through 6, located with the Township shall meet all requirements for licensure and hold the appropriate license issued by the Cannabis Regulatory Commission, Department of Treasury, State of New Jersey. 

2. No Cannabis Establishment shall permit on-site consumption of Cannabis or Cannabis related products including no on site sales and consumption of alcohol or tobacco products.

3. No outside storage of any Cannabis, Cannabis products or Cannabis related materials shall be permitted. 

4. Hours of operation of any Cannabis Retail Facility shall be limited from 10:00 am to 10:00 pm, seven days a week. 

5.  For each Cannabis Establishment located within the Township a security plan to be approved by Voorhees Police Department shall be provided to demonstrate how the facility will maintain effective security and control of the operations. The plan should include the following but not limited to
· Type of security systems to be installed.
· Installation, operation and maintenance of security camera coverings all interior and exterior parking lots, loading areas and other such areas of the Establishments
· Tracking and record keeping of products and materials. 
· Type of lighting provided in and around the establishments. 
· Location on site security team and armed guard on premises. 

6. Township of Voorhees shall permit a maximum of 10 licenses Cannabis Establishments of any classification from Class 1 through 6.  No more than 5 retail Cannabis Establishment Class 5 shall be permitted within the Township. 

§152-174 Conditions of Performance Standards: 

1. All Cannabis Establishments, particularly Class 1, 2, 3, 4 & 5, shall provide detail information on Odor Control from these sites. This shall include Air treatment systems with sufficient odor absorbing ventilation and exhaust systems such that any odors generated inside the facility are not detectable are not detectable by a person of reasonable sensitivity anywhere on adjacent property, within public rights of way, or within any other unit located in the same building if the use occupies a portion of a building.

2. All Cannabis Establishments shall provide for noise mitigation features designed to minimize disturbance from machinery, processing and or packaging operations, loading and other noise generating equipment or machinery. All licensed facilities must operate within applicable State decibel requirements. 

3. Loitering, disruption to/ and or obstruction of the free passage of persons or vehicles in immediate vicinity of the property shall be considered unlawful. 

§152-174 Conditions of Site Development Standards

1. All Cannabis Establishment operations such cultivation, manufacturing, wholesale packaging and retail shall be conducted within a building. No operations shall be conducted outside. 

2. Class 1, Class 2, Class 3 & Class 4 shall have minimum lot Area of  5 acres. 

3. No Cannabis Establishments shall be located within 1000 feet of house of worship, school, day care and residential zones.

4. Parking:   The following parking schedule shall be used to calculate the required number of off-street parking spaces per use. Where the calculation results in a fraction of a space, the required number of parking spaces shall be rounded to the nearest whole number. 
Cannabis Cultivator – 1 per every 1,000 square feet of gross floor area or 1 per 2 employees at maximum shift.
Cannabis Delivery Service – 1 per every 1,000 square feet of gross floor area, plus 1 parking space for every delivery driver or fleet vehicle. 
Cannabis Distributor – 1 per every 1,000 square feet of gross floor area
Cannabis Manufacturer – 1 per every 1,000 square feet of gross floor area or 1 per 2 employees at maximum shift. 
Cannabis Retailer – 1 per every 300 square feet of gross floor area
Cannabis Wholesaler - 1 per every 1,000 square feet of gross floor area

5. Signage: Signage shall comply with section §150.15 Signs and Flagpole Regulations of the Land Use Ordinance.

Section 3. It is hereby found and determined that the Cannabis Establishment Ordinance conforms to the Master Plan of the Township of Voorhees.

Section 4. It is hereby found and determined that the Ordinance gives due consideration to the provision of appropriate allowable uses within the areas within Township with special consideration for the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the areas and the Township of Voorhees.

Section 5. In order to facilitate the implementation Ordinance,  it is hereby found and determined that this action must be taken by this Township Committee to amend the Township of Voorhees Land Use Ordinance and take appropriate action upon proposals and measures designed to effectuate the same.

Section 6. All Ordinances contrary to the provisions of this section of the Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent herewith.

Section 7. This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication in accordance with law.

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees, (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and
WHEREAS, on February 21, 2021, the New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement Assistance, and Marketplace Modernization Act (“CREAMMA”) was signed into law; and
WHEREAS, CREEAMA both legalizes and decriminalizes adult use cannabis within New Jersey; and
WHEREAS, the law establishes six (6) specific classes of cannabis businesses that may be licensed by the State and allows each municipality to determine whether or not each of these types of businesses shall be permitted within their municipal boundaries; and
WHEREAS, the Township is concurrently amending its zoning ordinance to permit Class I through VI licensed cannabis businesses to operate within a Cannabis Overlay Zone within the Township; and 
WHEREAS, Section 40 of CREAMMA authorizes the imposition of a municipal tax on the lawful sale of cannabis; and 
WHEREAS, the Township desires to impose a two percent (2%) municipal transfer tax on revenues generated by the lawful sale of cannabis by Class I, II and V license holders, and a one percent (1%) municipal tax on revenues generated by the lawful sale of cannabis by Class III license holders;
	NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Township Council of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, and State of New Jersey as follows:
SECTION 1.	Title III: Administration, Chapter 34 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees, entitled “Finance and Taxation” is hereby amended and supplemented with a new Section 34.51 as follows: 



§ 34.51 Cannabis Municipal Tax.
Pursuant to Section 40 of the New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement and Marketplace Modernization Act (CREAMMA), the following municipal tax shall be collected from the following cannabis license holders:
A.	A two percent (2%) municipal transfer tax shall be imposed on the lawful sale of cannabis produced by any Class I, II and V license holder.
B.	A one percent (1%) municipal transfer tax shall be imposed on the lawful sale of cannabis produced by any Class III license holder.
  	SECTION 2.	Nothing in this Ordinance shall in any way limit, modify, reduce or eliminate any other tax obligation otherwise imposed by law upon the cannabis license holder, the property owner or any other person or entity as a result of this Cannabis Municipal Tax. 
	SECTION 3. All Ordinances contrary to the provisions of this section of the Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent herewith.
	SECTION 4.  This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication in accordance with law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES ESTABLISHING A BUS STOP AND/OR SHUTTLE SERVICE AT THE CORNER OF LAFAYETTE AVENUE AND HADDONFIELD-BERLIN ROAD 

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees to provide daily bus and/or shuttle service available to the public; and
WHEREAS, this service will stop at the corner of Lafayette Avenue and Haddonfield-Berlin Road in order to support the Victory Commons at Voorhees community; and
WHEREAS, the aforementioned service will be available up to and until the New Jersey Department of Transportation relocates a nearby New Jersey Transit bus stop to the above-referenced corner.
THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees that a bus or shuttle service route is established as follows:
1. A bus stop and/or shuttle service will be established at the corner of Lafayette Avenue and Haddonfield-Berlin Road; and
2. The Township of Voorhees will operate said bus stop/and or shuttle service up to and until the New Jersey Department of Transportation establishes a bus stop at said corner.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that the Township will be utilizing a shuttle bus that is currently, or will be, owned and operated by the Township. The public transportation services are currently active and will be augmented to include the said stops and said times; and
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that the service will be available to the general public with a fixed fare of $1.00, will provide daily service with no seasonal interruptions, and will operate Monday through Friday in the morning at 9:30 a.m. and in the afternoon at 3:30 p.m.; and
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that the service, or replacement service provided through New Jersey Transit, will be available during the entirety of the tax credit compliance period; and

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 386-21 ENTITLED, “SECTION 152-170: CANNABIS ESTABLISHMENTS”

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and 
WHEREAS, in 2020 New Jersey voters approved Public Question No.1, which amended the New Jersey Constitution to allow for the legalization of a controlled form of marijuana called “cannabis” for adults at least 21 years of age; and 
WHEREAS, on February 22, 2021, Governor Murphy signed into law P.L. 2021,c.16 known as the “New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement Assistance and Marketplace Modernization Act” (“CREAMMA”), which legalizes the recreational use of marijuana by adults 21 years of age or older, and establishes a comprehensive regulatory and licensing scheme for commercial recreational (adult use) cannabis operations, use and possession: and
WHEREAS, the Township adopted Ordinance No. 386-21 entitled, “An Ordinance of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey Amending Chapter 152 Zoning District to Include Section 152-170: Cannabis Establishments” on August 9, 2021; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees have determined that certain amendments need to be made to Ordinance No. 386-21 in keeping with the goals of the Master Plan and in the best interest of the Township and the health, safety and welfare of its residents and visitors.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey that Ordinance No. 	entitled, “An Ordinance of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey Amending Chapter 152 Zoning District to Include Section 152-170: Cannabis Establishments” is hereby amended as follows:

1. Section 152-174 entitled “Conditions of Site Development Standards” shall be amended to add the following: 

“6.  No cannabis establishment shall be located within 1000 feet of a playground that is within a publicly owned park.  This 1000 foot limitation to public playgrounds shall not apply if there is a four lane divided or undivided highway between the public playground and the proposed Cannabis Business.  For purposes of this subsection, a public playground shall mean only that improved area within a public park and not the public park itself designed, equipped and set aside by the Township for play of six or more children under the age of 18 which is not intended for use as an athletic playing field or athletic court and shall include any play equipment such as swings, slides,  and sand boxes whether or not fenced in or surrounded by other physical barriers.”



Section 2.  	The following subsection is hereby added: 
“Section 152-175 Enforcement” The administration, approval process, permitting and enforcement of this Ordinance shall be the same as all other land use and development matters as set forth in the Voorhees Township Code including, but not limited to Chapter 156 of the Voorhees Township Code entitled, Establishment, Administration and Enforcement of Planning and Zoning.” 

Section 3.  	Nothing contained herein shall be deemed to effect the validity of Ordinance 
		No.    	    being adopted within the time period provided for by the New Jersey 			Cannabis  Regulatory, Enforcement Assistance and Marketplace Modernization 			Act.

AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, REPEALING AND/OR AMENDING VARIOUS SECTIONS OF THE UNIFIED LAND DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE (ULDO) AND THE TOWNSHIP CODE, INCLUDING  SECTION 150.14(B)(1) & (2) AS RELATES TO FENCE HEIGHT IN A SIDE-YARD; SECTION 150.17(C)(1)(b) & (e) AS RELATES TO ROOF-MOUNTED SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEMS; SECTION 150.14(B)(3)(b) AS RELATES TO 5-FOOT SETBACK FOR FENCES IN SIDE-YARDS AND BACK-YARDS; SECTION 154.006(A)(3) & (6) AS RELATES TO SITING FENCES WITHIN BUFFER AREAS; AND SECTION 154.006(E)(3)(b) AS RELATES TO EXEMPTING TREE-CLEARANCE OF LESS THAN 500 SQUARE FEET FROM COMPENSATORY TREE REPLACEMENT 
  
WHEREAS, the Voorhees Township Committee has received comments from the Voorhees Township Planning Board and Zoning Board of Adjustment regarding recurring zoning issues on development applications in which variance relief is typically required and generally granted as a matter of course; and
WHEREAS, the Township Committee seeks to amend provisions of the Unified Land Development Ordinance (ULDO) to eliminate the need for bulk variance relief in certain circumstances and recurring situations, wherein significant costs are incurred by Voorhees Township residents; and
WHEREAS, this Ordinance is being referred to the Planning Board pursuant to the New Jersey Municipal Land Use Law for review and comment, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-26.
NOW THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Mayor and the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey that the Voorhees Township Code be supplemented and amended as follows: 

SECTION 1:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 150, “General Provisions”, Section 150.14(B)(1) and (2), “Fence Regulations” is hereby amended and supplemented as follows: 

  (B)   Bulk requirements.  For the purpose of this chapter, the REAR YARD shall be considered to be an open space extending across the full width of the lot between the principal building and the rear lot line and the point of the rear elevation closest to the side lot lines. For the purpose of this section, DETACHED GARAGES shall not be considered part of the principal building.

      (1)   Height limitations.

         (a)   Except as provided for corner lots under § 150.12(E), fences may be erected, altered or reconstructed to a height not to exceed six (6) feet when sited in the following manner:

               1.   At a minimum setback of ten feet from any property line to enclose a property used for an agricultural use, for containment of livestock or in connection with an outdoor recreation facility.

               2.   From the front corners of any building to the side property lines and toward the rear property line so as to enclose the side and rear yards, or a desired portion thereof. 

                3.   All fencing shall be installed within the boundary lines of the subject property.


SECTION 2:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 150, “General Provisions”, Section 150.17(C)(1)(b) “Renewable Energy Regulations”, is hereby repealed.

(b)   Roof-mounted solar energy systems shall be located on a rear-facing roof, as viewed from any adjacent street, unless the reviewing board determines such installation is ineffective or impossible. An applicant seeking approval to install a roof-mounted, front-facing solar energy system shall provide testimony of a certified professional, deemed qualified by the reviewing board, stating the reasons as to why front-facing installation is the only effective or possible means for utilizing solar energy on the applicant's property. The removal of potential obstructions such as interceding vegetation shall not be sufficient cause for permitting front-facing installation.

Section 150.17(C)(1)(e) is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

(e)   Except for roof mounted systems which shall be exempt from site plan approval, no solar energy system shall be constructed unless the property owner, solar energy system user and/or their authorized designee has obtained site plan approval in accordance with the provisions of the ULDO, provided that, in addition to such requirements, the applicant's submission shall contain the following:

            1.   Current property survey by a professional surveyor licensed in the State of New Jersey showing all current improvements on the property and the proposed location of the solar energy system sought to be constructed;

            2.   A study, prepared by a qualified individual, to verify that the property conditions will produce the intended solar power generation based on property location, surrounding structures and building orientation; and

            3.   Solar energy system plan and specifications, including but not limited to detailed calculations and engineered drawings of the proposed mounting, prepared by a professional engineer licensed in the State of New Jersey.

SECTION 3:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 150, “General Provisions”, Section 150.14(B)(3)(b) “Fence Regulations” is hereby repealed.

(b)   No fence shall create an alley, private way or setback from the property line of less than five feet on the property where the fence is to be installed.

SECTION 4:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 154, “Improvement Regulations And Design Standards”, Section 154.006(A)(3), “Buffer and landscape design standards” is hereby amended and supplemented as follows: 

 No buildings, structures other than fences, storage of materials, parking areas, roads or drive aisles or any other improvements shall be permitted within the buffer areas; buffer areas shall be maintained and kept free of all debris, rubbish, weeds, and tall grass. 

Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 154, “Improvement Regulations And Design Standards”, Section 154.006(A)(6), “Buffer and landscape design standards” is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

Notwithstanding anything else contained in Title 15, if the area required for any setback, including all buffer areas, adjacent to a residentially zoned property contain pre-existing natural vegetation, trees, shrubs or other buffer-type materials, the entire required setback area adjacent to the residentially zoned property shall be maintained, as much as possible, in its natural, pre-existing state with the allowance of a fence to be installed on a residentially zoned property within the buffer contained on that lot. Any disturbance of such area required during construction must be restored with the planting of additional, similar trees and shrubs in accordance with this § 154.006(A).

SECTION 5:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 154, “Improvement Regulations And Design Standards”, Section 154.006(E)(3)(b), “Buffer and landscape design standards” is hereby amended and supplemented as follows: 

Trees removed during normal homeowner maintenance and not exceeding an area of disturbance of more than 500 square feet. Examples of normal homeowner maintenance would include trees removed due to storm damage or disease and those removed to prevent damage to roofs, swimming pools, utilities, driveways and landscaping.”

SECTION 6:   If any subsection, paragraph subsection, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be judged by the Courts to be invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section, paragraph, subsection, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION 7:  This ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption, publication and filing of a copy of said ordinance with the Camden County Planning Board, all in accordance with the law.
