ORDINANCE NO.                     
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 32 OF THE TOWNSHIP CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES TITLED “OTHER DEPARTMENTS, BOARDS, COMMISSIONS AND COMMITTEES” TO ESTABLISH AND CREATE THE VOORHEES ART COMMISSION

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has established various Departments, Boards, Commissions and Committees to better serve the residents of the Township; and 
WHEREAS, the Township now desires to establish the Voorhees Art Commission for the purpose of providing a space for local artists to express their creativity and share their gifts with the community; and
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:
Section 1:  Chapter 32 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees titled “OTHER DEPARTMENTS, BOARDS, COMMISSIONS AND COMMITTEES” is hereby amended to add the following sections:
VOORHEES ART COMMISSION
§ 32.170  ESTABLISHMENT AND PURPOSE.
In order to provide a space for local artists to express their creativity and share their artistic gifts with the community, there is hereby established and created by this chapter a committee to be known as the Voorhees Art Committee of the Township of Voorhees, which may be known as the Voorhees Arts Council. 
§ 32.171  MEMBERSHIP; CHAIRPERSON AND VICE CHAIRPERSON.
   (A)   The Committee so created shall consist of 5 regular members and one non-voting member who shall also be a member of the Township Committee and shall have the powers hereinafter enumerated.
   (B)   The Committee shall select from its regular members one member to serve as its Chairperson, one member to serve as Vice Chairperson, and one member to serve as its Secretary to serve for a period of one year.
  (C)   The Committee may be served by an advisory board of non-voting members who do not need to be residents of the Township of Voorhees. 
§ 32.172  APPOINTMENT; QUALIFICATIONS; TERMS OF OFFICE; VACANCIES.
   (A)   The members of the Voorhees Art Committee shall be appointed by the Township Committee.  Each member shall be a citizen of the United States of America, a qualified voter of the State of New Jersey.  Each member shall be appointed for a term of three years; provided, however, that the schedule of appointments and terms thereof shall be staggered as follows: one member shall be appointed to serve until December 31, 2022; two members shall be appointed to serve until December 31, 2023; and two members shall be appointed to serve until December 31, 2024.  Thereafter, each appointment shall be for a three-year term until the appointment and qualification of such member’s successor.  A vacancy on the Committee occurring other than by expiration of a term shall be filled for the unexpired term in the same manner as the original appointment for the remainder of the term of the vacating member.
   (B)   All members of the Committee shall be residents of the Township. This does not apply to the advisory board of non-voting members. 
§ 32.173  COMPENSATION.
The members and officers of the Committee shall serve without compensation but each shall receive actual disbursement for expenses in performing his or her duties.
§ 32.174  QUORUM.
A majority of the voting members shall constitute a quorum of the Committee.
§ 32.175  POWERS AND DUTIES.
   The Voorhees Art Committee shall have all powers and duties necessary to accomplish the purpose stated in § 32.170, including the following:
   (A)   To provide a forum that will encourage input from our Art Community for reviewing and establishing our Township’s vision.
   (B)   To advocate and assist in the development of continuing educational programs for Township Committee and staff that will lead to a greater understanding of the value of a growing art community.
   (C)   To hold regular public meetings at least every other month and to keep a written record of its proceedings, which shall be a public record.
  (D)	Recommend to Committee and implement and supervise programs, exhibits, galleries events to display and/or sell art.
§ 32.176  ADOPTION OF BYLAWS.
To effectuate its purposes, the Committee shall have the power to adopt suitable bylaws for the management of its affairs and to determine the duties of its members, subject to § 32.177 below.
§ 32.177  LIMITATION ON POWERS; ANNUAL REPORT.
The Committee shall not have any powers other than those set forth herein and specifically shall have no power to pledge the credit of the municipality or to enter into contracts or to otherwise create debts, except as herein authorized, and shall operate within the appropriation made by Township Committee in its annual budget.  The Committee shall make annual reports to the municipality during December of each year, setting forth in detail its operations and recommendations covering the preceding 12 months.
Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
Section 3: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.
Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING ORDINANCE SECTION 152-170: CANNABIS ESTABLISHMENTS

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and 
WHEREAS, in 2020 New Jersey voters approved Public Question No.1, which amended the New Jersey Constitution to allow for the legalization of a controlled form of marijuana called “cannabis” for adults at least 21 years of age; and 
WHEREAS, on February 22, 2021, Governor Murphy signed into law P.L. 2021,c.16 known as the “New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement Assistance and Marketplace Modernization Act” (“CREAMMA”), which legalizes the recreational use of marijuana by adults 21 years of age or older, and establishes a comprehensive regulatory and licensing scheme for commercial recreational (adult use) cannabis operations, use and possession: and
WHEREAS, the Township adopted Ordinance No. 386-21 entitled, “An Ordinance of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey Amending Chapter 152 Zoning District to Include Section 152-170: “Cannabis Establishments” on August 9, 2021; and
WHEREAS, the Township adopted Ordinance No. 394-21 amending Section 152-70 “Cannabis Establishments” on December 29, 2021 to prohibit Class 1 and 2 licenses for cannabis cultivation and manufacturing businesses and to establish certain “buffer criteria” for separation of cannabis businesses from houses of worship and residential zones (500 feet) and day-care facilities, schools and playgrounds with a publicly owned park (1,000 feet); and
 WHEREAS, the Township hereby seeks to further refine the aforementioned buffer standards through a second cannabis ordinance amendment as set forth herein; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees have determined that such cannabis ordinance amendments are compatible with the goals of the Master Plan and in the best interest of the Township and the health, safety and welfare of its residents and visitors.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey that Section 152-170: “Cannabis Establishments” is hereby amended as follows:
1. Section 152-174 entitled, “Conditions of Site Development Standards” shall be amended, in part, as follows: 
“3.  No Cannabis Establishments shall be located within 500 feet of a house of worship or the boundaries of the Medium Density Residential (MDR), Rural Residential (RR), R-10 Residential, Senior Housing (SH) and Cluster Residential (CR) Zoning Districts.
[bookmark: _Hlk95402373][bookmark: _Hlk95401743] 6.  No cannabis establishment shall be located within 1,000 feet of a day-care facility, school or playground that is within a publicly owned park.  For purposes of this subsection, a public playground shall mean only that improved area within a public park and not the public park itself designed, equipped and set aside by the Township for play of six or more children under the age of 18 which is not intended for use as an athletic playing field or athletic court and shall include any play equipment such as swings, slides,  and sand boxes whether or not fenced in or surrounded by other physical barriers.  For purposes of this subsection, a school shall mean an educational facility in which 50% or more of the building is utilized strictly for classroom instruction for students ages 18 and under.
7.	The buffer standards in Subsections 3 and 6 above shall not apply to lots on the opposite side of a four-lane divided highway from the cannabis establishment.
8.	For the Town Center (TC) Zoning District, the buffer standards of Sections 3 and 6 herein shall be applied from the perimeter of the cannabis establishment; for interpretative purposes the cannabis establishment shall be defined as the dispensary building and its related site improvements, including parking lot area, and entrance driveway.  The applicant shall submit a written certification from a New Jersey licensed civil engineer that the property in the TC Zone is compliant to the buffer requirements of Subsections 3 and 6 herein.  
Section 3.  The following subsection is hereby added: 
“Section 152-175 Enforcement” The administration, approval process, permitting and enforcement of this Ordinance shall be the same as all other land use and development matters as set forth in the Voorhees Township Code including, but not limited to Chapter 156 of the Voorhees Township Code entitled, Establishment, Administration and Enforcement of Planning and Zoning.”
Section 4. It is hereby found and determined that the Cannabis Establishment Ordinance 			     conforms to the Master Plan of the Township of Voorhees.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 38 OF THE TOWNSHIP CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES TITLED “POLICIES” TO ADOPT A POLICY REGARDING PROPERTY TAX EXEMPTIONS AND REFUNDS FOR 100% DISABLED VETERANS

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 54:4-3.32 it is within the discretion of the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees to determine whether to refund some or all property taxes paid by individuals declared to be 100% disabled veterans who have filed for an exemption; and
WHEREAS, the Township does not currently have any written policy in place and would like to adopt one which balances the interests of all of the Township’s taxpayers while honoring qualified 100% disabled veterans for their service to our nation; and
WHEREAS, in recent years there have been an increasing number of retroactive disability determinations being made by the Veterans Administration, with requests for property tax refunds spanning years in duration; and
WHEREAS, the Township desires to provide an exemption from property taxes for qualified 100% disabled veterans, and a refund of all property taxes paid, from the date of application filed with the Tax Assessor forward; and
WHEREAS, the Township desires that in addition to the exemption and refund (if any) from the date allowed by the Municipal Assessor in any tax year, applicants requesting an exemption for previous years should be refunded 20% of the applicant's total property tax bill for each qualifying year, up to a maximum of two (2) previous years, so long as the applicant was the owner of the property in each prior year and otherwise qualifies as a 100% disabled veteran pursuant to law in each of the prior years; and
WHEREAS, the Township wishes to establish this policy by adopting an ordinance to memorialize it into the Township Code;
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:
Section 1:  Chapter 38 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees titled “Policies” is hereby amended to add the following sections:
§ 38.70 Qualified 100% Disabled Veteran Property Tax Exemption.
Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 54:4-3.30, et seq., all qualified one hundred percent (100%) disabled veterans owning a taxable dwelling house in the Township of Voorhees shall be eligible for a property tax exemption upon completion of the necessary application materials to be filed with the Township's Tax Assessor, retroactive to the date the application is completed and filed.
§ 38.71  Refunds to Qualified 100% Disabled Veterans.

A. Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 54:4-3.32, it is the Township's policy to provide refunds of any property taxes paid, retroactive to the date the application for exemption is completed and filed, subject to the limitations set forth in (B) below.
B. Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 54:4-3.31, applicants requesting an exemption for previous years shall be refunded 20% of the applicant's total property tax bill for each qualifying year, up to a maximum of two previous years, so long as the applicant was the owner of the property in each prior year and otherwise qualifies as a 100% disabled veteran pursuant to law in each of the prior years
Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
Section 3: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

FIRST READING ON ORDINANCE
ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 386-21 ENTITLED, “SECTION 152-170: CANNABIS ESTABLISHMENTS”

Mr. Stuart Platt stated that on August 8, 2021, Voorhees Township Committee adopted an ordinance to permit the sale of recreational cannabis in certain designated zones. He added that the collaborative effort by township committee, township professionals and residents resulted in an ordinance that described the locations where sales are permitted. 

He added that additional amendments were required to include setbacks from parks and playgrounds, among other items. After additional conversations and meetings, Township Committee has decided to remove Classes 1 and 2 as permitted activities. 

This introduced ordinance will address those items.

Mrs. Fetbroyt made the below comments.
I appreciate the hard work and efforts of committee, township employees and our professionals in getting to this ordinance, which maintains the character and integrity of our town’s community and land use standards while permitting a new industry that was overwhelming approved by our residents and which would allow a new type of business – and therefore jobs and tax revenue – to have a home here. 
I have considered the concerns presented by members of the SLA community and others who have reached out to me or otherwise engaged in discussion on this issue. I’m grateful to my friends and other residents who don’t know me personally who took the time to discuss this important issue.  
I believe, however, that the ordinance, as amended by the proposed amendment, amply protects the interests of the community generally, and specifically in connection with the concerns raised at previous meetings and to me directly, as well as general support for cannabis facilities here to provide an avenue for a fledgling industry to develop a commercial property in Voorhees and for Voorhees to receive additional revenue – beyond property taxes – under State law. 
First, the committee has worked with its boards, planners, and other professionals to ensure the permitted zones are in areas in which the integrity of the area would not suffer a material adverse change.   
Second, the committee mandated buffer zones around schools and playgrounds, residential zones, and places of worship. For cannabis establishments we have added a provision requiring security and for a security plan to be approved by our local police department; we are not leaving the security of these facilities and our residents to strangers.  I believe the ordinance, as amended, is appropriate to ensure the safety of our community.  Still, I encourage residents – especially parents – to engage teachers, faculty and the school boards in a discussion regarding education of our youth. I am confident that the parents in our community will continue as the amazing parents they are and educate their children about the illegality of cannabis for youths, as we do with alcohol and nicotine. I am also confident that our police department will continue to liaise with the schools and families – as they always do – to educate our teachers and youth in this regard. 
Third, my trust in and respect for our police department is immense. While my research indicates by and large the legalization of cannabis does not cause a significant increase in crime, I feel confident that, with the VTPD as a partner, we can ensure the continued safety of our residents. 
Fourth, the Town has adequate protections in place to avoid a significant traffic impact, including the requirement of traffic studies. Plainly, while I appreciate this issue personally, the zoning of already permitted businesses by right would have the same or more of a traffic impact.  Development is development, and 73 is a main State corridor.  I hope we continue to work with businesses and residents in town, as well as our neighboring towns, and at the State level to ensure safe travel – much as we did in disallowing left turns from Lafayette Avenue. The concerns described related to traffic impact would be universal to any business on the 73 corridor and I am unwilling to set such precedent which would discourage all types of businesses on the highway. 
Fifth, the statutory and regulatory construct provides high level protections, such as (from CRC Rules fact sheet): 
1. Requiring cannabis businesses to contain odors and engage with neighbors who may have concerns about their presence, as well as create and implement environmental sustainability plans;  
1. Prohibitions on the use of harmful ingredients or chemicals in the cultivation of cannabis or the manufacturing of cannabis products;  
1. Requiring cannabis businesses to have consumer education materials available for customers, including information on potential side effects of cannabis use, safe techniques for using cannabis, and indicators of substance abuse; and  
1. Strict requirements that products sold in stores come with warning statements about potential health risks as well as the hotline for accessing poison control centers. 
Sixth, the exclusion of cannabis establishments on the southbound side of 73 between Signal Hill and William Feather primarily affects one business: Virtua. Virtua has been a wonderful community partner in Voorhees.  As a medical establishment providing a holistic level of health and wellness services, it should have the opportunity to apply for cannabis licenses that it deems appropriate. Accordingly, I do not believe further exclusion (across 73) is necessary to protect our residents but would instead be an overreach that disproportionately affects the potential business of a widely renowned health facility and community business partner.  Further, the natural barrier of a state highway provides a layer of separation in addition to the buffers created by ordinance.  
Finally, however, my research indicates that legalization of cannabis is largely just too new to find credible evidence sufficient to assure me that cultivation and manufacturing will not adversely affect property values – particularly residential values – in our town. Moreover, I do not feel confident that these types of facilities are consistent with our town’s zoning and current composition. Based on this, I believe that we should eliminate classes 1 and 2 cannabis from the entire plan and ordinance at this time.  
As such, my recommendation is to adopt the ordinance amendment presented this evening, which will allow cannabis development with industry specific restrictions in the areas identified in green on the map, and further disallows any class 1 or class 2 establishments in town at all at this time.
