COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC

Dana Galiano

Ms. Galiano addressed Township Committee with questions regarding flag football and asked for an update on the status of the season.

Mr. Chris Long stated that Voorhees Township has been brought into litigation by Eastern Junior Vikings are we have limited ability to make comments to the status and the permit. We can listen to concerns tonight but cannot make comments related to this subject.

Ms. Galiano asked why the township is allowing this to happen considering the township has control for the fields and the permits.

Mr. Long stated that unfortunately we cannot comment on the issuance of the permit.

Mrs. Fetbroyt asked Ms. Galiano if she is interested in having any type of flag football if provided and Ms. Galiano asked why a resident who has interest in starting a new league, isn’t permitted to do so. 

Ms. Fetbroyt stated that we cannot answer that question.

Mrs. Chance stated that she is very upset and have to find another program to participate in due to these issues and the lawsuit. This is hurting the kids. 

Mrs. Fetbroyt asked if Mrs. Chance wants to move forward with the town league and Mrs. Chance stated yes, this is the team that her son has been playing on for years and would like him to stay with his coaches and teammates. It is unfortunate that one person has this control over the league.

Ms. Nocito clarified that there is a program that is attempting to run, but with a court appointed receiver and asked if there are concerns about that specifically.

Mrs. Chance stated that yes, she has concerns about participating with the current league set up. She added that the parents of the kids should have some involvement in how the league is being run. 

Ms. Nocito asked, if as a parent, has Mrs. Chance had an opportunity to participate in any meetings of the league and Mrs. Chance stated no and that is where the frustration lies. 

Gina Balmores
48 Regan Lane

Speaking on behalf of the parents of the cheerleading organization. Wanted to remind Township Committee that the cheerleaders rely on EJV running and they are being affected as well. We’d like to see this handled in town and don’t want to send our children to other towns. Football is a big part of EJV, but cheerleading is growing, and we don’t want to see it struggle due to this situation.

Mrs. Fetbroyt asked if it is Mrs. Balmores preference to move forward with EJV if a permit was issued. Mrs. Balmores stated yes and would appreciate something that our girls can grow with in Voorhees.

Ms. Nocito if she is having concerns regarding communication with EJV and Mrs. Balmores stated that she hasn’t received any personal notification of meetings or elections. 

Mr. Robert Hart
Camden Avenue

Mr. Hart stated that he and his children went through the EJV program and added that he still coaches as well for the last twenty years. The cheerleading and football program is a development program to help kids with every aspect of their lives. He stated that he was told that there weren’t going to be any meetings, as there isn’t a board. He added that we seem to be going backwards in the progress of this programs and one person should not run this organization. Meetings and votes need to be held to keep this program balanced. It is about the kids.

Ms. Nocito asked Mr. Hart if he considers himself to be a member of EJV and Mr. Hart stated yes. She asked if he was upset with the township and Mr. Hart stated that he is upset that the organization has gotten to this point. He added that one person has sole control of decision making and it is not good for the community. From an overall perspective, you need a committee and checks and balances and it is not fair to the kids.

Ms. Nocito clarified that as a twenty-year member, you don’t feel like you are being properly represented? He added yes and has no interest in participating under the current structure. The cheerleading program is so supportive and is also affected by this situation.

Mr. Fiori stated that he has coached and is a father in the league for seven years. Would like to know when will a board election take place? Mr. Long stated that it is a private organization and as a committee, we don’t have an answer to that. Mr. Fiori added that he and other parents have concerns regarding EJV’s participation in SJI meetings and other required steps to keep the league running. 

Ms. Nocito reiterated that we are limited, and the township hasn’t had experience with working with a receiver in the past. She added that she has met with the receiver and presented the questions asked by parents at a previous meeting of Township Committee and has not received answers. Mr. Long added that as a member of EJV, Mr. Fiori 

Mr. Fiori asked who is handling the coach’s search and does the Township Committee know if equipment has been inspected and Mr. Long stated that would be a question for EJV.

Mayor Mignogna stated that you are raising valid questions and we appreciate the concerns and questions.

Mrs. Fetbroyt stated that we will continue to pass along these questions and is it your position that you would like to move forward with flag and tackle on our fields? Mr. Fiori stated yes.

Melvin Gibson

Mr. Gibson stated that he has been a resident for over ten years and wants to know he can speak to regarding an incident at his home on March 31, 2022. He added that at 3:00am, he was leaving his home to drop his son off at Eastern High School to attend the senior trip when he was approached by a police officer who stopped and asked him questions. The police officer stated that there was high crime in the area and asked why he was out at such a late hour. He added that he was still on his property when this exchange occurred. He added that he would like to talk to someone about this.

Mr. Gibson also stated that recent gas company work on his street has left his property in poor condition and he would like to know when this would be fixed. 

Mayor Mignogna stated that we can schedule a meeting between Mr. Gibson and Chief Bordi regarding his concerns. Mayor Mignogna stated that we can also figure out the gas repair issues effecting his home and the status of the improvement to his property.

Chief Bordi gave Mr. Gibson his email address and asked Mr. Gibson to email him to set up a time to discuss his concerns.

Mayor Mignogna gave Mr. Gibson the email address for Mario DiNatale to discuss the gas repairs.

RESOLUTION NO. 140-22

OPPOSING THE TRANSPORT OF LNG THROUGH NEW JERSEY

WHEREAS, a fundamental purpose of government is to protect the health, safety, and welfare of citizens; and
WHEREAS, New Fortress Energy is planning the overland transport of Liquefied Natural Gas (“LNG”, also known as liquid methane) by truck on public highways and by rail car on existing railways from a yet-to-be-completed liquefaction plant in Wyalusing, Pennsylvania, to a proposed LNG export terminal in Gibbstown, New Jersey on the Delaware River (the “Gibbstown Logistics Center”); and
WHEREAS, New Fortress Energy subsidiary Energy Transport Solutions received a Special Permit from the Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration (“PHMSA”) for the transport of LNG in rail cars designed 50 years ago and never used for LNG transport while subsequent federal rulemaking requires a safer rail car design for all other carriers; and,
WHEREAS, the transport of LNG has unique safety hazards, exposing those along these particular truck and rail routes to unprecedented and unjustifiable risk; and   
WHEREAS, spillage of LNG into water presents a hazardous situation where the water quickly transfers heat to the liquid methane, causing it to expand with explosive speed that can result in damage to nearby structures. Explosion can occur and have a cascading effect as the vapor cloud moves downwind or along topographical features such as a tributary, ditch, tunnel, or human built structures, threatening public safety, human life and the environment; and
WHEREAS, the growth in gas production through hydraulic fracturing and horizontal drilling, which the development of LNG transport and export infrastructure incentivizes, poses a direct and imminent threat to human health and the climate. 
WHEREAS, the Army Corps of Engineers has issued approval of a permit to Delaware River Partners, LLC (“DRP”) pursuant to Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act, 33 U.S.C. § 403, and Section 404 of the Clean Water Act, 33 U.S.C. § 1344, for the construction of a proposed new docking facility (“Dock 2 Facility”), which will transfer LNG to docked vessels; and
WHEREAS, LNG’s hazardous nature, flammability and potential for powerful explosion combined with the difficulty of predicting the movement of LNG when released from a container such as a truck or rail car, exposes emergency and first responders to danger that cannot be reliably prevented, risking the health and safety of these workers; and 
WHEREAS, the potential transportation routes travel through communities with proportionately more people of color and low-income populations, compounding environmental injustices and these communities are already unjustly burdened by environmental and public health harms, which is intolerable.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that:

1. The Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees strongly opposes New Fortress Energy’s proposal to transport dangerous LNG by train and truck through NJ for export, and calls upon Governor Murphy and the State of New Jersey to rescind state permitting that would allow the export of LNG from the Gibbstown Logistics Center Dock 2.

2. The Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees calls upon the State of New Jersey to act in furtherance of its policy to transition away from fossil fuels by taking all measures possible to prevent the transportation of LNG by truck and/or by rail through New Jersey and by conducting a public health and safety analysis, a comprehensive quantitative risk assessment, and a comprehensive environmental analysis of the potential impacts of this transportation to communities and the natural environment in New Jersey.

3. The Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees calls upon the Army Corps of Engineers to perform an environmental impact statement under the National Environmental Policy Act.
