RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on May 23, 2022, at approximately 6:30 p.m.; and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:

“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 


“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;


“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the  


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is: 

 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed: Police Vehicle Maintenance; Solar project; RFP Cell Tower; Coffin’s Corner; Community Development Director X


(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are: 

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees as follows:
1. The provisions of the Whereas Clauses set forth above are herein incorporated by reference and made a part hereof. 

2. This Resolution applies to Eastern Green Inc. d/b/a Starbuds (“Eastern Green”), and their proposed medical cannabis alternative treatment center (“ATC”) and Class 5 Dispensary to be located at 78 Route 73 (Block 303, Lot 7), in Voorhees, within the Township’s MB Zoning District.

3. The Township of Voorhees, through the enactment of Ordinance 386-21, as amended, has authorized Class 5 cannabis business licenses to operate within its MB Zoning District upon receiving the appropriate zoning and other applicable local approvals.

4. The Township of Voorhees has imposed a limit of five (5) Class 5 Dispensary Licenses to be issued within the Township, and the issuance of a license to Eastern Green will not exceed that limit.

5. The operation of an ATC and a Class 5 Dispensary within the Township of Voorhees requires the license holder to comply with any applicable site plan requirements, local Ordinance requirements, all state laws and regulations, any terms and conditions of the ATC and Class 5 license, and the issuance of a municipal business license in accordance with the Voorhees Township Code. 

6. The Mayor, Administrators, and/or Professionals or their designees for the Township of Voorhees are hereby authorized to communicate with the Cannabis Regulatory Commission as necessary to confirm and/or supplement the contents of this Resolution as may be requested by the Commission.

7. The Township takes no other positions apart from the aforementioned regarding the issuance of a license to the applicant.

Mayor Mignogna stated that there are some concerns regarding the Eastern Junior Vikings program. He added that all sports organizations are run by parent volunteers and that Voorhees Township provides the facilities and ensures that they are safe. He stated that Township Committee is aware of recent issues with the EJV organization and that a meeting is scheduled in the coming days that will hopefully lead to rectifying the current concerns and issues regarding Eastern Junior Vikings and that participation in flag, tackle and cheerleading can resume.

Mr. Lopez asked for the status of the Voorhees Town Center redevelopment. Deputy Mayor Ravitz stated that a redevelopment plan was in place prior to the COVID pandemic but that the plan has been canceled. He added that Mario DiNatale, Economic Development Coordinator, has been working very hard to find a new re-developer for the property and added that we are actively doing everything we can to improve the area. 

Mr. Lopez asked for clarification and a copy of the 2nd temporary budget resolution. Mr. Ciminera explained what this resolution accomplishes.

Kathy DeAngelo

Ms. DeAngelo asked Township Committee if they were prepared to pass a resolution voicing concern with the transport of LNG along area highways. She added that she met with the Environmental Commission and that they are actively reviewing resolutions that were passed by neighboring towns. 

Mayor Mignogna stated that we will await the recommendations of the Environmental Commission.

Dennis Gormley

Mr. Gormley reiterated the concerns regarding the transportation of LNG on our local roads and railways and asked for Township Committee to consider the recommendations of the Environmental Commission. He added that Audubon Borough has also passed the resolution supporting the efforts to prevent the transport of this dangerous substance.

Mark Suto

Mr. Suto stated that he is a 3-year resident of Voorhees Township and is involved with EJV. Mr. Suto asked how it was possible for a new board member to appointed without a meeting or elections?

Mr. Chris Long stated that the prior board members weren’t fully elected. He added that there is a lawsuit between a party and the EJV and a court appointed receiver has been appointed.

Mr. Suto asked that once this is resolved, will the program be up and running? Mayor Mignogna stated we are all for getting the program up and running again. Mr. Suto asked how would the details of the meeting be communicated to the parents of the organization?

Mrs. Fetbroyt stated that she believes the meeting referenced by the Mayor is intended to be a small meeting to start to facilitate the process to encourage that communication and that we are all interested  in making sure that the organization then offers it’s meeting to the entirety of the membership. We do not know when that will happen but we’ll make sure it is discussed at the meeting. 

Ms. Nocito stated that Township Committee is aware that the parents are looking at the Township Committee for resolution to this matter. 

Mr. Ravitz read a list of items that are under review to include the lack of following by-laws, individuals weren’t properly elected, lack of meetings, tax returns were not filed, non-profit status revoked, missing money and meeting minutes were not taken. He added that the kids are suffering and he feels that the involvement of attorneys should be instrumental in getting these issues resolved. 

Mayor Mignogna stated that it is the goal of the Township Committee to get the kids back on the field for both flag and tackle as quickly as possible. 

Ms. Nocito asked for clarification from Mr. Long regarding the retention of Brown and Connery to represent EJV and Mr. Long state that he believes that is the case. 

Ms. Nocito asked Mr. Long if he is aware of why the receiver canceled the meeting of April 7th but then on April 9th, the attorney sent the letter? Mr. Long stated that he is not aware of the reason for the canceled meeting.

Mr. Fiori stated that emails have been sent by EJV to register for the upcoming season and added that not every family received the email. It this is the case going forward, if they are going to have an election, when will that happen? How can we work with Mr. Morris to get this moving? 

Mayor Mignogna stated the sooner the meeting can be held, the sooner these issues can be rectified and we can move forward. 
Ms. Nocito stated that she will be at the meeting. She asked for clarification on Mr. Fiori’s statement that not all parents received registration emails? Mr. Fiori stated that parents told him that some received emails and others did not. She added that EJV should have the emails of every family and finds it concerning that not everyone received an email. 

Mr. Fiori asked if an election would be held for a parent board and if no one runs, who will be appointed? Mr. Long answered that the EJV will have to answer that question. Mr. Fiori continued that he and other parents have concerns regarding the SJI regulations and EJV’s responsibilities to maintain membership. 

Mrs. Fetbroyt stated that Township Committee is very interested in the control being returned to a parent board. 

Ms. Nocito stated that she wants the community to know that the decision by Township Committee to issue the field usage permit at the April 11th meeting, as stated in the receiver’s attorney’s letter, does not mean that we don’t want the season to happen. She added that we need to get answers to questions before that happens.

Mr. Brecker stated that he is a long time member of the EJV organization and expressed that the difference he sees in the last twenty years is upsetting. He added that parents have come to him asking for advise on how to proceed with the upcoming year, due to the uncertainty of the program. He is upset that the kids are upset because the banquet was canceled again this year. 

Mayor Mignogna thanked Mr. Brecker for the decades that he has put into the organization. He added that Township Committee is aware of the problems and that a meeting is scheduled in the next few days with the EJV and that the goal is to have both tackle, flag and cheerleading in the next season. He stated that he is optimistic that it will all work out and that a field usage permit will be issued. 

Ms. Nocito thanked Mr. Brecker for his dedication to the kids over the years.

Mayor Mignogna stated that we are very proud of all our sports organizations and appreciate the parents’ involvement and dedication as a neutral person in the interest of the children.

Mrs. Fiori stated that she started the petition as a result of parents reaching out to her with questions regarding the upcoming seasons and added that it was being done in the best interest of the children and families of the organization. COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC

Dana Galiano

Ms. Galiano addressed Township Committee with questions regarding flag football and asked for an update on the status of the season.

Mr. Chris Long stated that Voorhees Township has been brought into litigation by Eastern Junior Vikings are we have limited ability to make comments to the status and the permit. We can listen to concerns tonight but cannot make comments related to this subject.

Ms. Galiano asked why the township is allowing this to happen considering the township has control for the fields and the permits.

Mr. Long stated that unfortunately we cannot comment on the issuance of the permit.

Mrs. Fetbroyt asked Ms. Galiano if she is interested in having any type of flag football if provided and Ms. Galiano asked why a resident who has interest in starting a new league, isn’t permitted to do so. 

Ms. Fetbroyt stated that we cannot answer that question.

Maria Chance

Mrs. Chance stated that she is very upset and have to find another program to participate in due to these issues and the lawsuit. This is hurting the kids. 

Mrs. Fetbroyt asked if Mrs. Chance wants to move forward with the town league and Mrs. Chance stated yes, this is the team that her son has been playing on for years and would like him to stay with his coaches and teammates. It is unfortunate that one person has this control over the league.

Ms. Nocito clarified that there is a program that is attempting to run, but with a court appointed receiver and asked if there are concerns about that specifically.

Mrs. Chance stated that yes, she has concerns about participating with the current league set up. She added that the parents of the kids should have some involvement in how the league is being run. 

Ms. Nocito asked, if as a parent, has Mrs. Chance had an opportunity to participate in any meetings of the league and Mrs. Chance stated no and that is where the frustration lies. 

Gina Balmores
48 Regan Lane

Speaking on behalf of the parents of the cheerleading organization. Wanted to remind Township Committee that the cheerleaders rely on EJV running and they are being affected as well. We’d like to see this handled in town and don’t want to send our children to other towns. Football is a big part of EJV, but cheerleading is growing, and we don’t want to see it struggle due to this situation.

Mrs. Fetbroyt asked if it is Mrs. Balmores preference to move forward with EJV if a permit was issued. Mrs. Balmores stated yes and would appreciate something that our girls can grow with in Voorhees.

Ms. Nocito if she is having concerns regarding communication with EJV and Mrs. Balmores stated that she hasn’t received any personal notification of meetings or elections. 

Mr. Robert Hart
Camden Avenue

Mr. Hart stated that he and his children went through the EJV program and added that he still coaches as well for the last twenty years. The cheerleading and football program is a development program to help kids with every aspect of their lives. He stated that he was told that there weren’t going to be any meetings, as there isn’t a board. He added that we seem to be going backwards in the progress of this programs and one person should not run this organization. Meetings and votes need to be held to keep this program balanced. It is about the kids.

Ms. Nocito asked Mr. Hart if he considers himself to be a member of EJV and Mr. Hart stated yes. She asked if he was upset with the township and Mr. Hart stated that he is upset that the organization has gotten to this point. He added that one person has sole control of decision making and it is not good for the community. From an overall perspective, you need a committee and checks and balances and it is not fair to the kids.

Ms. Nocito clarified that as a twenty-year member, you don’t feel like you are being properly represented? He added yes and has no interest in participating under the current structure. The cheerleading program is so supportive and is also affected by this situation. 

Daniel Fiori

Mr. Fiori stated that he has coached and is a father in the league for seven years. Would like to know when will a board election take place? Mr. Long stated that it is a private organization and as a committee, we don’t have an answer to that. Mr. Fiori added that he and other parents have concerns regarding EJV’s participation in SJI meetings and other required steps to keep the league running. 

Ms. Nocito reiterated that we are limited, and the township hasn’t had experience with working with a receiver in the past. She added that she has met with the receiver and presented the questions asked by parents at a previous meeting of Township Committee and has not received answers. Mr. Long added that as a member of EJV, Mr. Fiori 

Mr. Fiori asked who is handling the coach’s search and does the Township Committee know if equipment has been inspected and Mr. Long stated that would be a question for EJV.

Mayor Mignogna stated that you are raising valid questions and we appreciate the concerns and questions.

Mrs. Fetbroyt stated that we will continue to pass along these questions and is it your position that you would like to move forward with flag and tackle on our fields? Mr. Fiori stated yes.

Melvin Gibson

Mr. Gibson stated that he has been a resident for over ten years and wants to know he can speak to regarding an incident at his home on March 31, 2022. He added that at 3:00am, he was leaving his home to drop his son off at Eastern High School to attend the senior trip when he was approached by a police officer who stopped and asked him questions. The police officer stated that there was high crime in the area and asked why he was out at such a late hour. He added that he was still on his property when this exchange occurred. He added that he would like to talk to someone about this.

Mr. Gibson also stated that recent gas company work on his street has left his property in poor condition and he would like to know when this would be fixed. 

Mayor Mignogna stated that we can schedule a meeting between Mr. Gibson and Chief Bordi regarding his concerns. Mayor Mignogna stated that we can also figure out the gas repair issues effecting his home and the status of the improvement to his property.

Chief Bordi gave Mr. Gibson his email address and asked Mr. Gibson to email him to set up a time to discuss his concerns.

Mayor Mignogna gave Mr. Gibson the email address for Mario DiNatale to discuss the gas repairs.

Mrs. Votto stated that she and her husband appreciated that independent coaches taught the boys more than just football and they have seen a lot over the years and feels it’s great how the coaches bought the kids together. She added that he children are so excited to play again. She added that it was devastating that the banquet was canceled. She shares the same concerns that all of the other parents shared and added she appreciated that parents have always had a voice and she is frustrated that parents cannot get answers to questions now.

Whereas, our country is made up of people from every nation on earth, who are declared equal not only in freedom but also in justice, both of which are essential for a healthy human civilization; and
Whereas, our nation was conceived on July 4th, 1776, with the Declaration of Independence, the classic statement being: “We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of happiness”; and

Whereas, at 2:00 PM on New Year’s Day, January 1, 1863, using his war powers as President, Abraham Lincoln signed the Emancipation Proclamation, providing that all persons held as slaves within any State or designated part of a State “shall be then, thenceforward, and forever free”; and
    	Whereas, on June 19, 1865, Major General Gordon Granger announced the end of both the Civil War and slavery with this announcement: “in accordance with a proclamation from the Executive of the United States, all slaves are free. This involves an absolute equality of personal rights and rights of property, between former masters and slaves and the connection heretofore existing between them, becomes that between employer and hired labor.”; and
Whereas, Juneteenth, also known as Freedom Day or Emancipation Day, is a holiday that commemorates the announcement of the abolition of slavery in Texas in June 1865… 901 days after the Emancipation Proclamation was issued by President Abraham Lincoln.; and
Whereas, in recognition of “Freedom Day” and the spirit of Juneteenth that celebrates African American freedom, education, and achievement, while encouraging continuous self-development and respect for all cultures.

	Now, therefore,	the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden and State of New Jersey, proclaim June 19, 2022, as Juneteenth Day of Observance and celebrate the end of the Civil War and the emancipation of Black Americans and commit together to eradicate systemic racism that still undermines our founding ideals and collective prosperity.
