	AMENDING CHAPTER 32.035 THROUGH 32.044 OF THE VOORHEES TOWNSHIP CODE ENTITLED “OTHER DEPARTMENTS, BOARDS, COMMISSIONS AND COMMITTEES – ENVIRONMENTAL COMMISSION”

	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees (“Township” and/or “Voorhees” has established an Environmental Commission; and
	WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township Committee desires to amend the establishing ordinance of the Environmental Commission to increase the efficiency and effectiveness of the Commission. 
NOW, THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows: 
Section 1:  Chapter 34.035 through Chapter 32.044 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees is hereby amended to read as follows:
ENVIRONMENTAL COMMISSION
[bookmark: JD_32.035]§ 32.035 COMMISSION ESTABLISHED; PURPOSE.
There is hereby created in the Township an Environmental Commission (the “Commission”), pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:56A-1 et seq., with the membership, powers, duties and responsibilities hereafter set forth in this subchapter. The Commission is established to research, discuss and recommend to the Township various environmental programs and policies that would facilitate the protection and improvement of the environment, efficient management of natural resources, promote a sustainable community, and enhance the aesthetic appearance of the Township, as well as the protection, development or use of natural resources located within the Township (the “Purpose”).
[bookmark: JD_32.036]§ 32.036 MEMBERSHIP; COMPENSATION; CHAIRMAN; ALTERNATE MEMBERS.
   (A)   The Commission shall consist of five regular members, one alternate member, and one Township Committee Liaison which shall be the appointed Class III Planning Board member, all appointed by the Mayor and approved by Township Committee. One regular member shall also be a member of the Township Planning Board (the “Planning Liaison”), one regular member shall also be a member of the Township Zoning Board (the “Zoning Liaison”), and all regular and alternate members shall be residents of the Township.
   (B)   All members of the Commission shall serve without compensation.
   (C)   The Mayor shall designate one regular member to serve as Chairman and presiding officer of the Commission.
   (D)   The alternate member shall be designated at the time of their appointment as Alternate No. 1. An alternate member may participate in discussions of the proceedings but may not vote except in the absence or disqualification of a regular member. A vote shall not be delayed in order that a regular member may vote instead of an alternate member. 
[bookmark: JD_32.037]§ 32.037 TERMS OF OFFICE; VACANCIES.
   (A)   Regular members. Initially, the regular member who are not the Planning Liaison or the Zoning Liaison shall be appointed for, in regard to the first, a one year term, and in regard to the second, a two year term. Thereafter, each appointment shall be for a three-year term and until the appointment and qualification of such member's successor. The term of the Planning Liaison shall coincide with such person’s term on the Township Planning Board. The term of the Zoning Liaison shall coincide with such person’s term on the Zoning Board.    A vacancy on the Commission occurring other than by expiration of a term shall be filled for the unexpired term in the same manner as the original appointment.
   (B)   Alternate member. The term of the alternate member shall be for two years. A vacancy occurring otherwise than by expiration of term shall be filled by the Township Committee for the unexpired term only.
    (C)	Township Committee Liaison. The term of the Township Committee Liaison shall be for one year.

   (A)   The Mayor or Township Committee may remove any regular member of the Commission for cause, on written charges served upon the member and after a public hearing thereon, at which the member shall be entitled to be heard in person or through counsel.
   (B)   An alternate member, after public hearing if he or she requests one, may be removed by the Township Committee for cause
[bookmark: JD_32.039]§ 32.039 RECORDS TO BE KEPT; ANNUAL REPORT.
   The Commission shall keep records of its meetings and activities and shall make an annual report to the Township Committee, which report shall be comprehensive and detailed, covering operations, receipts, disbursements and expenditures for the full year, and shall be shared with the Township Zoning Board and the Township Planning Board.
[bookmark: JD_32.040]§ 32.040 MEETINGS AND RECORDS TO BE OPEN TO PUBLIC; CONFLICTS.
   (A)   The meetings of the Commission shall be public and subject to the Open Public Meetings Act, and its records shall be considered public documents.
   (B)   No member or alternate member may act on any matter, or participate in the discussions or deliberation on any matter in which he or she, either directly or indirectly, has any personal or financial interest or other conflict of interest (as determined, if necessary within the sole discretion of the Township Solicitor).
[bookmark: JD_32.041]§ 32.041   APPROPRIATION; ADDITIONAL EMPLOYEES.
   (A)   (1Funds for the expenses incurred by the Commission shall be appropriated through (a) the Referring Board (hereafter defined) for a Referred Application (hereafter defined) or, (b) if a Project (hereafter defined) is referred by Township Committee, then from such funds appropriated by the Township for such Project. 
      (2)    Annually, the Commission shall deliver to the Township Committee an annual budget (for the calendar year then commencing) covering all anticipated costs and expenses of the Commission, including all costs associated with any planned or proposed Projects during the budget year, which budget shall be used by the Township Committee in setting the appropriation for such year; provided, however, that the appropriation shall be within the sole discretion of Township Committee.
   (B)   (1)   The Commission may appoint a secretary, who may be an employee of the Township and who need not be a member of the Commission. 
(2) The Commission may, in connection with any (a) Project, with the approval of Township Committee, or (b) Referred Application, with the approval of the Referring Board, engage an engineer or   such other professionals or consultants as the Commission deems necessary to advise it on matters pertinent to the Project or Referred Application; provided, however, that the costs, fees and expenses associated with same have been approved by the Referring Board or Township Committee, as applicable. 
[bookmark: JD_32.042]§ 32.042 POWERS AND DUTIES.
   The Commission shall have the following powers and duties:
   (A)   At the request of the Planning Board, compile and keep an index of all open areas, publicly or privately owned, including open marshlands, swamps and other wetlands, compile information on the proper use of such areas, and recommend to the Planning Board plans and programs concerning open space to include in the Township Master Plan and recommend to the Township Committee plans and programs for the development and use of such areas.
     (B)   At the request of Township Committee, or at the recommendation by the Commission and approval of Township Committee, undertake the following projects (the “Projects” or a “Project”):
(1) Plan and implement programs that inform the public about local conservation programs, promote conservation of and develop the quality of the environmental resources of the Township and promote the preservation and protection of natural resources such as water, flora and fauna.
(2) Manage donated or purchased lands for conservation purposes and operate conservation programs.
(3)  Act as the coordinating agency for the Township on conservation matters and as a liaison between the Township and regional, county, state and federal agencies and programs.
(4) Study and make recommendations concerning open space preservation, water resources management, air pollution control, solid waste management, noise control, soil and landscape protection, environmental appearance, marine resources and protection of flora and fauna.
(5) The powers and duties in § 32.044 (with respect to acquisition of property).Research, make application for and promote grants and other financial assistance programs which can provide funding to the Commission and/or the Township to fulfill the Commission's duties pursuant to this section.
(6) Develop, manage and/or support any subcommittee of the Commission (e.g., Sustainable Voorhees) or other group in furtherance of the Purpose of the Commission.

[bookmark: JD_32.043]§ 32.043 APPLICATIONS FOR DEVELOPMENT.
On request of either the Planning Board or the Zoning Board (the “Referring Board”) in connection with an application (a “Referred Application”), the Commission shall review the Referred Application and provide its advice to the Referring Board, which advice shall be conveyed through the Zoning Liaison or the Planning Liaison, as applicable, by way of written report from the Commission and, if required by the Referring Board, the testimony of the Zoning Liaison or the Planning Liaison, as applicable, at the hearing on the Referred Application to explain the written report. The written report must be submitted to the Referring Board’s secretary (or, in the absence of a secretary, the chairperson) no later than seven business days before the scheduled public hearing on such Referred Application.
[bookmark: JD_32.044]§ 32.044 ACQUISITION OF PROPERTY.
   (A)   The Commission, subject to the approval of the Township Committee, may acquire property, both real and personal, in the name of the Township by gift, purchase, grant, bequest, devise or lease for any of its purposes and shall administer the same for such purposes subject to the terms of the conveyance or gift. The funds for any such purchase shall be within the limits of and supplied from the funds appropriated to the Commission. All provisions of the Local Lands and Buildings Law shall apply with respect to such acquisition and administration of real property by the Commission.
   (B)    Any such acquisition may be to acquire the fee or any lesser interest, development right, easement (including conservation easement), covenant or other contractual right (including conveyance on conditions or with limitations or reversions), as may be necessary to acquire, maintain, improve, protect, limit the future use of or otherwise conserve and properly utilize open spaces and other land and water areas of the Township.
   (C)   Any such acquisition must be in furtherance of the Purpose of the Commission, including but not limited to, for use as living museums, sites for scientific study, areas for teaching of natural history and conservation, places of historic or prehistoric interest and scenic beauty and habitat for rare and endangered plants and animals, passive recreation uses and open space.
Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows: 
Section 1:  Chapter 34.115 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees is hereby amended to read as follows:
\
§ 32.115 CREATION; MEMBERSHIP; COMPENSATION

There is hereby created a Recreation Advisory Board consisting of members to be appointed by the Township Committee. All members of the Board shall be residents of the Township. The membership of the Recreation Advisory Board shall include five at-large members as well as a representative of each recreational group operating in the Township that has been approved by the at-large members of this Board and approved by Township Committee, in a list, which shall be reviewed by the at-large members at least annually, identified as the "Approved Voorhees Recreational Groups List" (the "Approved Recreational Groups").  The appointment of the members of the Approved Recreational Groups (the "Liaisons") to this Board shall be based upon the recommendation of the applicable Approved Recreational Group and approved by the Township Committeeperson who is the Director of Parks and Recreation. No member of the Board shall receive any compensation for his or her services.

Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees (“Township” and/or “Voorhees” has established a Business Development Committee; and
	WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township Committee desires to amend the establishing ordinance of the Business Development Committee to increase the efficiency and effectiveness of the Commission. 
NOW, THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows: 
Section 1:  Chapter 34.015 through Chapter 32.020 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees is hereby amended to read as follows:
VOORHEES ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

§ 32.015 CREATION OF AN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE.
There is hereby created an Economic Development Committee which will be known as the “Economic Development Committee of the Township of Voorhees.” This Committee shall be advisory to the Township Committee and shall consist of not less than five or more than seven members. A Township Committee member and the Township Economic & Community Development Coordinator shall be appointed in addition to the five to seven members that make up the Committee.

§ 32.016 APPOINTMENT OF MEMBERS; TERMS; MEETINGS.
   (A)   The term of office of Committee members shall be for three years; and terms shall be arranged so that approximately one-third of the total membership shall expire each year.
   (B)   The Committee members shall be appointed by the Township Committee and consist of two or more township residents and two or more township business owners. A Township Committee member and the Economic and Community Development Coordinator shall also be appointed to serve in addition to the appointed Committee members. 
   (C)   The Economic Development Committee shall meet on a schedule devised by its members, but not less than four times each year.
   (D)   A quorum shall consist of a majority of the whole number of members.

§ 32.017 OFFICERS.
   The Committee shall organize annually by the election of one of its members as Chairman. The Committee shall, also, elect a Vice Chairman. The Committee shall, also, appoint a Secretary, which Secretary need not be a member of the Committee.

§ 32.018 DUTIES.
   The Economic Development Committee shall have and perform the following duties to the extent it deems necessary:
   (A)   The development of plans and programs to encourage the expansion and strengthening of existing business and commercial enterprises in the township consistent with the best interests of the township as a whole.
   (B)   The development of plans and programs which will attract new business and commercial enterprises to the township which are in the best interests of the township as a whole.
   (C)   The investigation, analysis and submission of regular reports to the Township Committee on any obstacles to the expansion of the industrial and commercial tax base of the township.
   (D)   The making of recommendations to the Township Committee regarding any ways or means by which the township can assist in meeting the needs of any development deemed appropriate.
   (E)   The Economic Development Committee may participate in appropriate county and regional economic development activities.
   (F)   The Economic Development Committee shall develop ways and means of promoting and attracting the township’s economic development assets for industry, resort/tourism, transportation, governmental and other potential economic interests.
   (G)   The Economic Development Committee shall not exercise any power of condemnation and shall not be authorized to pledge the credit of the township or to create any debt against the township or in any manner act as the agent of the township, except as specifically authorized by resolution of the Township Committee.
   (H)   The Economic Development Committee is authorized to expend such monies as may be appropriated for its use in the annual township budget to carry out the purposes of the Committee as hereinabove set forth.
   (I)   The Economic Development Committee shall make an annual report to the Mayor and Township Committee setting forth, in detail, its operations and transactions for the preceding 12 months. The Committee shall keep complete and accurate records of its accounts, shall not exceed its budget and monies received from the township and shall be expended only for the purposes for which they have been appropriated.
   (J)   The Economic Development Committee shall inquire into, survey and publicize the extent, advantages and utility of the vacant lands of the municipality, whether municipality-owned or otherwise; classify the vacant lands according to their adaptability for economic development; study and analyze the surrounding municipalities with a view to ascertaining the opportunities for the economic development of the municipality; advertise the economic advantages and opportunities of the municipality and the availability of real estate within the municipality for economic development; encourage accomplish the economic development of the economic development of the township. The Committee may also confer with the Tax Assessor and study the tax structure with a view toward making recommendations to reduce the tax burden of the municipality.

§ 32.019 OATH OF OFFICE.
   Each member and officer of the Committee shall, before assuming office, take and subscribe an oath that he or she will faithfully and impartially discharge the duties of his or her office.

§ 32.020 BYLAWS; COMPENSATION.
   To effectuate its purposes, the Economic Development Committee shall have the power to adopt suitable bylaws for the management of its affairs. The members and officers of the Committee shall serve without compensation, but each shall receive their actual disbursements for expenses incurred in performing their respective duties.

Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the:
