ORDINANCE NO.

ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN,
AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING SECTION 150.15(F)(6), “SIGN AND FLAGPOLE REGULATIONS” OF THE UNIFIED LAND DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE AND THE VOORHEES TOWNSHIP CODE


WHEREAS, the Voorhees Township Committee (“Township”) desires to refine the standards for temporary political signs allowing for reasonable restrictions while guarding against potential constitutional challenges; and

WHEREAS, the standards for the regulation of temporary political signs under the Unified Land Development ordinance is set forth in Section 150.15(F)(6) of the Unified Land Development Ordinance and the Voorhees Township Code; and

WHEREAS, this Ordinance was referred to the Planning Board pursuant to the New Jersey Municipal Land Use Law; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board has recommended the adoption of this Ordinance and has determined that it is substantially consistent with the 2022 Township Master Plan Reexamination Plan.

NOW THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Mayor and the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey that the Voorhees Township Code be supplemented and amended as follows: 

SECTION 1:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 150, “Improvement Regulations And Design Standards”, Section 150.15, “Sign and Flagpole Regulations”, Subsection (F)(6) regulating “Temporary political signs” is hereby amended to read as follows:

		(6)	Temporary political signs shall be permitted, subject to the following:

(a) Temporary political signs shall not be installed in any municipal, county or state right-of-way, or on any Township owned property. 

         			(b) Temporary signs shall be removed within 30 days of the election date.  

(c) Temporary political signs shall only be constructed of wood, cardboard or other recyclable material and shall not be illuminated.

(d)   The owner and/or tenant of the lot or any structure on the lot and the owner, organization, tenant, candidate and/or erector of each sign shall be held responsible for any violation of these regulations and the costs of removal of any sign found to be in violation of this division (F)(6).

(e)   The organization, owner, tenant and/or political candidate owning or erecting or causing or permitting to be erected a temporary sign in violation of this division (F)(6) who does not cause such violation to be removed and/or corrected within 48 hours after receipt of notice, either oral or written, of the existence of such violation shall be subject to penalties and/or fines as provided in § 156.999. The erection, posting and/or placing of each individual sign shall constitute a separate offense.

(f)   If a temporary sign is erected, posted or placed in violation of this division (F)(6) and is not removed and disposed of in accordance with this division (F)(6), and the trash and health regulations of the Township and the state, the Township, in addition to all other remedies provided herein and otherwise available at law or in equity, has the right, but not the duty, to cause such sign to be removed and disposed of, and the organization, owner, tenant and political candidate shall be strictly liable for all costs and expenses incurred by the Township with respect to such removal and disposal.
	
SECTION 2:   If any subsection, paragraph subsection, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be judged by the Courts to be invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section, paragraph, subsection, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION 3:  This ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption, publication and filing of a copy of said ordinance with the Camden County Planning Board, all in accordance with the law.

ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND SUPPLEMENT ORDINANCE NO. 387-21, MORE SPECIFICALLY THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, TITLE III: ADMINISTRATION, CHAPTER 34, ENTITLED “FINANCE AND TAXATION” SECTION 34.51, “CANNABIS MUNICIPAL TAX” TO REQUIRE CANNABIS MUNICIPAL TAX PAYMENTS BE MADE QUARTERLY AND DIRECTLY TO THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES 
WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees, (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and 
WHEREAS, through the adoption Ordinance No. 387-21, the Township imposed a municipal cannabis tax as authorized by the CREAMMA Statute; and 
WHEREAS, the Township desires to amend and supplement § 34.51 of the Township Code to clarify that cannabis municipal tax payments shall be due and payable on a quarterly basis and payable directly to the Township of Voorhees on the following dates of each calendar year: February 1, May 1, August 1 and November 1.
NOW, THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Mayor and the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey as follows:

SECTION 1.	Title III: Administration, Chapter 34 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees, entitled “Finance and Taxation” is hereby amended and supplemented with a new Section 34.51 as follows: 

§ 34.51 Cannabis Municipal Tax.

Pursuant to Section 40 of the New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement and Marketplace Modernization Act (CREAMMA), the following municipal tax shall be collected from the following cannabis license holders:

B.	[No change].

C.	Payment of the municipal tax shall be paid directly to Voorhees Township quarterly on the following dates of the calendar year: February 1, May 1, August 1, November 1.
 
SECTION 2.	Nothing in this Ordinance shall in any way limit, modify, reduce or eliminate any other                		tax obligation otherwise imposed by law upon the cannabis license holder, the property 			owner or any other person or entity as a result of this Cannabis Municipal Tax. 

SECTION 3.	All Ordinances contrary to the provisions of this section of the Ordinance are hereby 	repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent herewith.

SECTION 4. This ordinance shall take effect immediately.
