ORDINANCE NO. 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING MERCANTILE LICENSING PROVISIONS OF THE 
TOWNSHIP CODE 

	WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, desire to amend Chapter 110.05 of the Township Code to establish a new licensing timeframe for all licenses; and
	WHEREAS, it is determined that said action is in the best interest of the business owners as well as the staff of the Township of Voorhees.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, that Chapter 110.05 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees shall hereby be amended to read as follows:
	Section 1: § 110.04 APPLICATIONS:

(A) Applications for all licenses required by this chapter shall be on a form approved by the Director of Licenses and shall be made in writing no later than the last business day of the month of July each year.

Section 2: § 110.08 TERMINATION OF LICENSE

	 All annual licenses shall terminate on the last business day of June of each year.

Section 3: § 110.09 COMPLIANCE WITH OTHER PROVISIONS

(A)	P.L. 2022, c. 92, signed into law on August 5, 2022, institutes a new minimum liability insurance requirement for owners of businesses and rental units (whether residential or non-residential). Such owners will be required to annually register the certificate of insurance in the municipality where the business or rental unit is located. 

Effective for new insurance policies issued on or after November 3, 2022, the law will require the owner of a business, or one or more rental units, to maintain liability insurance for negligent acts and omissions in an amount of no less than $500,000 for combined property damage and bodily injury to or death of one or more persons in any one accident or occurrence. Such insurance could be provided as part of policies such as those for commercial general liability, personal liability, or an umbrella insurance policy. However, owner-occupied two-family, three-family, or four-family homes are subject to a lower $300,000 coverage minimum which becomes effective for insurance policies issued on or after February 1, 2023.

Section 3: § 110.16 FEE SCHEDULE 	

	(A)   An initial licensing fee of $60 shall be paid to the Township Clerk at the time the applicant submits the registration form required by § 110.04. Thereafter, an annual licensing fee of $60 shall be paid on or before July 31 of each year. If any person or entity, who is required to obtain a license or permit pursuant to this chapter, does not obtain such a license or permit by July 31 of the respective year, the Township Clerk will assess a late fee in the amount of $30.00.

Section 4:	

All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 5: 	

If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 6:	

This Ordinance shall take effect 	upon final passage and publication as required by law.

RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION FROM DECEMBER 11, 2023


	WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act (N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq.) requires all meetings of the Township of Voorhees to be held in public, except as set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) which provides for nine (9) types of matters that may lawfully be discussed in “Executive Session,” i.e. without the public being permitted to attend; and
	WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that certain issues set forth below are permitted by N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) to be discussed without the public in attendance were discussed during an Executive Session held on December 11, 2023, at approximately 6:30 p.m.; and
	WHEREAS, the nine (9) exceptions to public meetings set forth in N.J.S.A. 10:4-12(b) are listed below, and the items to be privately discussed that fall within such exceptions shall be identified and written, and after each exception is a space where additional information that will disclose as much information about the discussion as possible without undermining the purpose of the exception as follows:

“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; Brandywine Escrow (VTC redevelopment)


“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;


“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is:

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the: 


“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is: 

 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed: 




(8) Any matter involving the employment, appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the performance, promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.”  The employee(s) and/or title(s) and nature of the discussion, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality are: Municipal Judge; Community Development personnel

“(9) Any deliberation of a public body occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party as a result of an act of omission for which the responding party bears responsibility.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is:

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has determined that there is a need to update, from time to time, its personnel policies and procedures to ensure that employees and prospective employees are treated in a manner consistent with these laws and regulations.
NOW, THEREBY, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees as follows: 

1.	The provisions of the WHEREAS clauses set forth above are incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof.

9.	Stephen Steglik, Township Administrator, and all managerial/supervisory personnel are responsible for these employment practices. Wade, Long, Wood & Long, L.L.C. shall assist Mr. Steglik in the implementation of the policies and procedures in the manual and handbook.


10.	The Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Administrator, Clerk, CFO and Solicitor are hereby authorized to execute any and all documents designed to implement the updated policies, rules and regulations of the Township of Voorhees.
