ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN,
AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AMENDING SECTION 150.15(F)(6), “SIGN AND FLAGPOLE REGULATIONS” OF THE UNIFIED LAND DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE AND THE VOORHEES TOWNSHIP CODE


WHEREAS, the Voorhees Township Committee (“Township”) desires to refine the standards for temporary political signs allowing for reasonable restrictions while guarding against potential constitutional challenges; and

WHEREAS, the standards for the regulation of temporary political signs under the Unified Land Development ordinance is set forth in Section 150.15(F)(6) of the Unified Land Development Ordinance and the Voorhees Township Code; and

WHEREAS, this Ordinance was referred to the Planning Board pursuant to the New Jersey Municipal Land Use Law; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board has recommended the adoption of this Ordinance and has determined that it is substantially consistent with the 2022 Township Master Plan Reexamination Plan.

NOW THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Mayor and the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey that the Voorhees Township Code be supplemented and amended as follows: 

SECTION 1:  Title XV, “Land Usage”, Chapter 150, “Improvement Regulations And Design Standards”, Section 150.15, “Sign and Flagpole Regulations”, Subsection (F)(6) regulating “Temporary political signs” is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

		(6)	Temporary political signs shall be permitted, subject to the following:

(a)	[Deleted].

(b) 	[Deleted].

(c)	[No change].

(d)	[Deleted and replaced as follows:] Temporary signs shall be removed within 30 days of the election date.

(e)	[Deleted].

(f)	[Deleted and replaced as follows:] Temporary signs shall not be erected on Township owned property.

(g)	[No change].

(h)	[No change].

(i)	[No change].

	
SECTION 2:   If any subsection, paragraph subsection, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be judged by the Courts to be invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section, paragraph, subsection, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION 3:  This ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption, publication and filing of a copy of said ordinance with the Camden County Planning Board, all in accordance with the law.

On June 19, 1865 – over 2 years after President Lincoln declared all enslaved persons free – Major General Gordon Granger and Union Army troops marched to Galveston, Texas, to enforce the Emancipation Proclamation and free the last enslaved Black Americans in Texas; and

Whereas, this month, we commemorate Juneteenth to celebrate freedom but also to reflect on the grievous and ongoing legacy of slavery, and rededicate ourselves to rooting out systemic racism and strive to deliver the full promise of American freedom to every American; and
    	Whereas, Juneteenth is a day to remember our extraordinary capacity to heal, to hope, and to emerge from our worst moments as a stronger, freer, and more just Nation.
