WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey (“Township”) deem it advisable for the interest of public safety to eliminate possible traffic hazards and to attempt to establish safer streets; and

[bookmark: _Hlk139973038]WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 39:4-197e., permits municipalities by Ordinance to regulate special conditions existing in the municipality, specifically the passage and stopping of traffic at certain congested street corners or other designated points, including the establishment of multi-way stop controls; and

[bookmark: _Hlk139973078]WHEREAS, the Township desires to regulate and control the flow of traffic at certain intersections, specifically, by installing stop signs at Atlantic Avenue and Lennox Avenue within the Township of Voorhees; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has received a letter and engineering certification from C. Jeremy Noll, P.E., CME, CPWM authorizing and approving the Township of Voorhees to erect the aforementioned stop signs in accordance with N.J.S.A. 39:4-197e.; and

[bookmark: _Hlk139973073]WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee find that it is in the best interest of the public health, safety and welfare to establish an all ways “Stop Intersection” at the locations of Atlantic Avenue and Lennox Avenue.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, as follows: 

Section 1:	Title VII, Chapter 74, Schedule III: STOP INTERSECTIONS is hereby amended to include the following:

Intersection					Stop Sign on
Atlantic Avenue and Lennox Avenue		Atlantic Avenue and Lennox Avenue (all ways)

Section 2:	All other ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3.	This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

ORDINANCE NO.                    

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AND RATIFYING THE USE OF THIRD-PARTY ELECTRONIC PAYROLL SERVICES

WHEREAS the Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey adopted formal rules regarding “Electronic Disbursement Controls for Payroll Purposes” in order to provide formal authority for local governments to hire third-party payroll services/disbursing services to disburse funds to payroll agencies; and
WHEREAS in order to have a payroll servicer provide disbursement services, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey (“Township”) must formally approve the principle of a third-party having access to Township funds, formally assigning responsibility to an official to oversee the process by enacting an ordinance and approving all contracts or extensions.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, and State of New Jersey, as follows:
SECTION 1:	Chapter 34.18 entitled “Third-Party Payroll Disbursement” is hereby established in the Municipal Code, as follows:
CHAPTER 34.18 “Third-Party Payroll Disbursement”
34.18-1. Purpose; definitions.
a. The purpose and intent of these regulations is to abide by the requirements of N.J.S.A. 52:27D-20.1 and N.J.A.C. 5:30-17.1 et seq., governing electronic disbursement controls for payroll purposes.
b. Definitions. As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:
Approval Officer. Person(s) responsible for authorizing and supervising the activities of the payroll service.
Payroll Service: Third-party payroll service organization.
Township: Voorhees Township.
34.18-2. Authorization.
a. The Township is authorized to use a payroll service to prepare payment documentation, take possession of Township funds, and make such disbursements itself on behalf of the Township.
b. The following payroll service providers shall be required to comply with these regulations:
1. Payroll service providers who use their own customized programming process to execute disbursements for the Township;
2. Payroll service providers who use a third-party processor to execute disbursements for the Township.
34.18-3. Township requirements.
a. The appointment of a payroll service shall be pursuant to the Local Public Contracts Law, See N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq. and shall require the contractor to do the following, not by way of limitation: data collection, agency report preparation, calculation of withholding, direct deposit of payroll disbursements, and/or transfer of Township funds to contractor’s account for subsequent disbursement of payment.
b. Any renewal or extension of a contract under these regulations shall be by resolution.
c. The Chief Financial Officer is hereby appointed the approval officer and is responsible for authorizing and supervising the activities of the payroll service and shall further be charged with the reconciliation and analysis of all general ledger accounts affected by the activities of the disbursing organization.
d. If required by the contract between the Township and the payroll service, the payroll service is permitted to hold Township funds pending transmittal to a payee.
34.18-4. Payroll service requirements.
a. A payroll service must meet all of the following requirements:
1. Report any irregularities that may indicate potential fraud, noncompliance with appropriate laws, dishonesty, or gross incompetence on the part of the approval officer;
(2) Report circumstances that could jeopardize its ability to continue operations or otherwise interrupt the services provided to the Township.
b. A payroll service must meet the requirements of N.J.A.C. 5:30-17.5, requiring that the approval officer be assured that the servicer has its own internal controls and appropriately guard against theft and other adverse conditions.
c. All contracts entered into pursuant to these regulations and the laws authorizing the same shall comply with the requirements of N.J.A.C. 5:30-17.6, which sets out a series of mandatory contractual terms and conditions.
34.18-5. Establishment of service.
Upon the adoption of these regulations, the Business Administrator, with the assistance of the Chief Financial Officer and Township Attorney, as necessary, is hereby authorized and directed to enter into a contract for payroll service in accordance with all local public contracting laws and N.J.A.C. 5:30-17. 
SECTION 2:	 If any section, paragraph, subsection, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged by the courts to be invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, subsection, clause or provisions so adjudicated, and the remainder of the Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.
SECTION 3:	 Any ordinances or parts thereof in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
SECTION 4:	 This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication in accordance with applicable law.

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is:

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the:

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township Clerk, on the next business day following this meeting, shall furnish a copy of this resolution to any member of the public who requests one at the fees allowed by N.J.S.A. 47:1A-1 et seq.
