WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey (“Township”) deem it advisable for the interest of public safety to eliminate possible traffic hazards and to attempt to establish safer streets; and

[bookmark: _Hlk139973038]WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 39:4-197e., permits municipalities by Ordinance to regulate special conditions existing in the municipality, specifically the passage and stopping of traffic at certain congested street corners or other designated points, including the establishment of stop controls; and

[bookmark: _Hlk139973078]WHEREAS, the Township desires to regulate and control the flow of traffic at certain intersections, specifically, by installing stop signs at First Avenue, Second Avenue, and Third Avenue at their intersections with Lafayette Avenue and Jefferson Avenue within the Township of Voorhees; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees has received an engineering certification dated August 18, 2023, from C. Jeremy Noll, P.E., CME, CPWM recommending the Township of Voorhees erect the aforementioned stop signs in accordance with N.J.S.A. 39:4-197e.; and

[bookmark: _Hlk139973073]WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee find that it is in the best interest of the public health, safety and welfare to establish “Stop Intersections” at the locations of First Avenue, Second Avenue, and Third Avenue at their intersections with Lafayette Avenue and Jefferson Avenue.

[bookmark: _Hlk147486161]AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING ORDINANCE NOs.  387-21 & 437-23, MORE SPECIFICALLY THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, TITLE III: ADMINISTRATION, CHAPTER 34, ENTITLED “FINANCE AND TAXATION” SECTION 34.51, “CANNABIS MUNICIPAL TAX” TO SET FORTH CANNABIS TAXATION POLICIES

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees, (“Township”) is a municipal entity organized and existing under the laws of the State of New Jersey and located in Camden County; and
WHEREAS, through the adoption of Ordinance NOs. 387-21 and 437-23, the Township imposed a municipal cannabis tax as authorized by the CREAMMA Statute; and
WHEREAS, the Township desires to amend and supplement § 34.51 of the Township Code by clarifying the months that consist of the tax quarters, interest on delinquent payments, annual reporting requirements and penalties that may be assessed for failure to comply.
NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, and State of New Jersey, as follows:
SECTION 1:	Chapter 34.51 entitled “Cannabis Municipal Tax” is hereby amended in the Municipal Code, as follows:
§ 34.51 Cannabis Municipal Tax
Pursuant to § 40 of the New Jersey Cannabis Regulatory, Enforcement and Marketplace Modernization Act (CREAMMA), the following municipal tax shall be collected from the following cannabis license holders:
A. [No change]
B. [No change]
C. [No change]
D. All revenues collected from Cannabis Taxation of the Voorhees Township Code imposed by ordinance(s) pursuant to this section shall be remitted to the Voorhees Township’s Chief Financial Officer on a quarterly basis payable for the prior three month's activities. The revenues due on February 1 of each year shall include all transfer taxes or user taxes collected for the prior year months of October, November and December. The revenues due on May 1 of each year shall include all transfer taxes and user taxes collected for the immediate prior months of January, February and March. The revenues due on August 1 of each year shall include all transfer taxes and user taxes collected for the immediate prior months of April, May and June. The revenues due on November 1 of each year shall include all transfer taxes and user taxes collected for the immediate prior months of July, August and September.
E. Interest on late payments shall be assessed at 18% per annum.  There shall be a five-day grace period for late payments. 
F. In addition to the requirements, an annual report in conformance with Standards for Attestation Engagements (SSAE) No. 19, Agreed-Upon Procedures Engagements, or any superseding SSAE, as promulgated by the American Institute of Certified Public Accounts must be provided to the Township within 90 days of the entity’s fiscal year end.  The report shall contain the following:
1. Confirmation of total taxable receipt activity of the entity broken out by taxation class.
2. A recalculation of tax due to the Township.
3. A reconciliation of tax due to the Township and tax remitted.
4. Any over or under payment of tax due as a result will be adjusted on the following quarter’s tax remittance.
G. Failure to comply with the above policies may result in an entity’s Municipal Cannabis license being revoked.

SECTION 2:	Nothing in this Ordinance shall in any way limit, modify, reduce or eliminate any other tax obligation otherwise imposed by law upon the cannabis license holder, the property owner or any other person or entity as a result of this Cannabis Municipal Tax.
SECTION 3:	All Ordinances contrary to the provisions of this section of the Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent herewith.
SECTION 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication in accordance with applicable law.

“(1) Any matter which, by express provision of Federal law, State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from public discussion.”  The legal citation to the provision(s) at issue is: and the nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; Brandywine Escrow (VTC redevelopment)

“(2) Any matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the federal government.” The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is;

“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is:

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the: 

“(5) Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public funds, the setting of bank rates or investment of public funds where it could adversely affect the public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is: 
 
“(6) Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting the safety and property of the public provided that their disclosure could impair such protection. Any investigations of violations or possible violations of the law.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is; 

“(7) Any pending or anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is or may become a party. Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.”  The parties to and docket numbers of each item of litigation and/or the parties to each contract discussed:
