ORDINANCE NO. 450-24
AMENDING THE 2024 FEE SCHEDULE

	WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, adopted the 2024 Fee Schedule on February 26, 2024; and
	WHEREAS, there is a need to amend the Fee Schedule Ordinance to include new fees. 
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:

I.	FEES FOR MEDICAL SERVICE AND BILLINGS
	2. Fees for emergency medical services.

          	a.  Mutual-aid Basic Life Support (hereinafter “BLS”) ambulance supporting municipality without in-service BLS: $250.00 per occurrence*.
*Applicable to municipalities not providing BLS services, invoiced to the respective municipality, and does not include applicable service fees for treatment and transportation.
           BLS unit move-up/standby supporting municipality without in-service BLS: $350.00 per hour/per unit.
 	3. Violations for abuse of municipal Basic Life Support services: fees
The purpose of this chapter is to encourage persons or entities in the Township of Voorhees to utilize the municipal emergency medical services when necessary but to avoid dispatching emergency medical services for non-emergency situations. As a result, it shall be a violation of this Chapter to request a dispatch of an emergency medical services unit for non-emergency response or transportation. This chapter governs 911 calls seeking response by the municipal emergency medical services units in non- emergent situations.
	a. 	A person or business shall be subject to fees or warnings depending on the number of dispatches made for non-emergency medical services upon the following schedule:

	(1) 	First non-emergency response: Warning notification from the fire department.
 	(2) 	Second non-emergency response: $250.00.
	(3) 	Third non-emergency response: $500.00.
	(4)	Fourth and subsequent non-emergency response: $750.00 for each occurrence/violation.
Fees are to be paid within thirty (30) days of receipt of notification. Failure to remit said fee withing thirty (30) days of the notice thereof, the Township of Voorhees may enforce same through the Municipal Court of The Township of Voorhees.
Emergency Medical Services dispatches which were reasonably believed to be life- threatening or an emergency at the time of occurrence, later to be deemed non- emergency shall not be counted as a violation of this ordinance.
	4. Appeal of fees.
A person or entity issued a fee under this Chapter may appeal assessment of a fee to the Township of Voorhees Administrator and Fire Chief by filing a written request for a review of the situation leading to the issuance of the fee within ten (10) days of receipt of the fee notice. The filing of an appeal of the fee shall stay the assessment of the fee until the Fire Chief and Administrator renders a final decision on the appeal.
The decision on the appeal shall be made on the basis of a preponderance of the evidence presented from the party filing the appeal, as well as any information received from the Voorhees Fire Department. The Township of Voorhees shall render a decision on an appeal of a fee within thirty (30) days of receipt of the appeal.
	
Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

	BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey (not less than two-thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring), pursuant to the provisions of the Local Bond Law, Chapter 169 of the Laws of 1960 of the State of New Jersey, as amended and supplemented ("Local Bond Law"), as follows:

	Section 1.	The purposes described in Section 7 hereof are hereby authorized as general improvements to be made or acquired by the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey ("Township").

	Section 2.	It is hereby found, determined and declared as follows:

(a)	the estimated amount to be raised by the Township from all sources for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is $345,500; and
 
(b)	the estimated amount of bonds or bond anticipation notes to be issued for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is $328,225; and

(c)	a down payment in the amount of $17,275 for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is currently available in accordance with the requirements of Section 11 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-11.

	Section 3.	The sum of $328,225, to be raised by the issuance of bonds or bond anticipation notes, together with the sum of $17,275, which amount represents the required down payment, is hereby appropriated for the purposes stated in this bond ordinance ("Bond Ordinance").

	Section 4.	The issuance of negotiable bonds of the Township in an amount not to exceed $328,225 to finance the costs of the purposes described in Section 7 hereof is hereby authorized.  Said bonds shall be sold in accordance with the requirements of the Local Bond Law.

	Section 5.	In order to temporarily finance the purposes described in Section 7 hereof, the issuance of bond anticipation notes of the Township in an amount not to exceed $328,225 is hereby authorized.  Pursuant to the Local Bond Law, the Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the bond anticipation notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver the same to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their date to delivery thereof.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the bond anticipation notes pursuant to this Bond Ordinance is made.  Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the bond anticipation notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

	Section 6. 	Section 3.	The sum of $2,515,125, to be raised by the issuance of bonds or bond anticipation notes, together with the sum of $132,375, which amount represents the required down payment, are hereby appropriated for the purposes stated in this bond ordinance ("Bond Ordinance").

	Section 4.	The issuance of negotiable bonds of the Township in an amount not to exceed $2,515,125 to finance the costs of the purposes described in Section 7 hereof is hereby authorized.  Said bonds shall be sold in accordance with the requirements of the Local Bond Law.

	Section 5.	In order to temporarily finance the purposes described in Section 7 hereof, the issuance of bond anticipation notes of the Township in an amount not to exceed $2,515,125 is hereby authorized.  Pursuant to the Local Bond Law, the Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the bond anticipation notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver the same to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their date to delivery thereof.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the bond anticipation notes pursuant to this Bond Ordinance is made. The average period of useful life of the several purposes for the financing of which this Bond Ordinance authorizes the issuance of bonds or bond anticipation notes, taking into consideration the respective amounts of bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized for said several purposes, is not less than 7.13 years.

	Section 9.  	Grants or other monies received from any governmental entity, if any, will be applied to the payment of, or repayment of obligations issued to finance, the costs of the purposes described in Section 7 above.

	Section 10.  	The supplemental debt statement provided for in Section 10 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-10, was duly filed in the office of the Clerk prior to the passage of this Bond Ordinance on first reading and a complete executed duplicate original thereof has been filed in the Office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey.  The supplemental debt statement shows that the gross debt of the Township, as defined in Section 43 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-43, is increased by this Bond Ordinance by $2,515,125 and that the obligations authorized by this Bond Ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said Local Bond Law.

		(c)	it shall calculate or cause to be calculated and pay, when due, the rebatable arbitrage with respect to the "gross proceeds" (as such term is used in Section 148(f) of the Code) of the bonds or bond anticipation notes; 

		(d)	it shall timely file with the Internal Revenue Service, such information report or reports as may be required by Sections 148(f) and 149(e) of the Code; and

		(e)	it shall take no action that would cause the bonds or bond anticipation notes to be "federally guaranteed" within the meaning of Section 149(b) of the Code.

	Section 15.	The improvements authorized hereby are not current expenses and are improvements that the Township may lawfully make.  No part of the cost of the improvements authorized hereby has been or shall be specially assessed on any property specially benefited thereby.

	Section 16.	All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

	Section 17.	In accordance with the Local Bond Law, this Bond Ordinance shall take effect twenty (20) days after the first publication thereof after final passage.

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WHEREAS, the parties hereto desire to establish goals and objectives, including, but not limited to:
a.	Providing on-site security;
b.	Building respect for law enforcement among students;
c.	Reducing school violence and other crimes;
d.	Providing a direct link to law enforcement;
e.	Improving the responsiveness of the Voorhees Police Department based on community feedback;
f.	Improving school and community relations by addressing the concerns of the surrounding community that are caused by the school and its students.

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Proclamation
Whereas, since 2006, Presidents Bush, Obama, Trump and Biden have issued proclamations declaring May as Jewish American Heritage Month; and 

Whereas, Jewish American Heritage Month is celebrated annually each May to encourage all Americans to learn more about Jewish culture and pay tribute to the generations of Jewish Americans who have helped shape American history; and  

Whereas, the Anti-Defamation League’s 2023 Audit of Antisemitic Incidents tabulated 8,873 antisemitic incidents across the United States, representing a 140-percent increase from the previous year and the highest number on record since the Anti-Defamation League began tracking them in 1979; and

Whereas, the Anti-Defamation League recorded a 135-percent increase of incidents at K–12 schools, a 237-percent increase at Jewish institutions, and a 321-percent increase on college and university campuses compared to the same timeframe the previous year, with most occurring after October 7, 2023; and

Whereas, the National Strategy to Counter Antisemitism states that ‘‘increasing awareness and understanding of antisemitism must be coupled with a commitment to broadening appreciation of Jewish-American heritage. We must tell the positive story of Jewish contributions to the United States and the World’’; and

Whereas, Jewish Americans have made significant contributions to the arts, entertainment, science and technology, military, government, business, culinary traditions and other fields in the United States; and

Whereas, Jewish American Heritage Month calls on society leaders to condemn all acts of antisemitism, educate the public on the contributions of the Jewish-American community to uplift Jewish Voices, and to take all possible steps to ensure the safety and security of Jewish-American communities by preventing terrorism and hate crimes, as well as combating hate in all settings. 

Now, therefore, be it proclaimed by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, that May 2024 shall be celebrated as Jewish American Heritage Month in the Township of Voorhees.
