ORDINANCE NO. 457-24                    
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 93 “HEALTH AND SANITATION” OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES TO ESTABLISH A NEW SECTION ENTITLED “PRIVATELY-OWNED SALT STORAGE”

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees desires to prevent stored salt and other solid de-icing materials from being exposed to stormwater; and 
WHEREAS, the Township now desires to amend Chapter 93 of the Township Code to establish a section regulating privately owned salt storage; and
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:
Section 1:  Chapter 93 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees titled “HEALTH AND SANITATION” is hereby amended to add the following Section titled “Privately-Owned Salt Storage”
PRIVATELY-OWNED SALT STORAGE
§93.03 – Purpose:
The purpose of this ordinance is to prevent stored salt and other solid de-icing materials from being exposed to stormwater.
This ordinance establishes requirements for the storage of salt and other solid de-icing materials on properties not owned or operated by the Township of Voorhees (privately-owned), including residences, in the Township to protect the environment, public health, safety and welfare, and to prescribe penalties for failure to comply.
§93.04 – Definitions:
For the purpose of this ordinance, the following terms, phrases, words and their derivations shall have the meanings stated herein unless their use in the text of this Chapter clearly demonstrates a different meaning. When consistent with the context, words used in the present tense include the future, words used in the plural number include the singular number, and words used in the singular number include the plural number. The word “shall” is always mandatory and not merely directory.
	A. “De-icing materials” means any granular or solid material such as melting salt or any other granular solid that assists in the melting of snow.
	B. “Impervious surface” means a surface that has been covered with a layer of material so that it is highly resistant to infiltration by water.
	C. “Storm drain inlet” means the point of entry into the storm sewer system.
	D. “Permanent structure” means a permanent building or permanent structure that is anchored to a permanent foundation with an impermeable floor, and that is completely roofed and walled (new structures require a door or other means of sealing the access way from wind driven rainfall).
A fabric frame structure is a permanent structure if it meets the following specifications:
	1. Concrete blocks, jersey barriers or other similar material shall be placed around the interior of the structure to protect the side walls during loading and unloading of de-icing materials;
	2. The design shall prevent stormwater run-on and run through, and the fabric cannot leak;
	3. The structure shall be erected on an impermeable slab;
	4. The structure cannot be open sided; and
	5. The structure shall have a roll up door or other means of sealing the access way from wind driven rainfall.
E. “Person” means any individual, corporation, company, partnership, firm, association, or political subdivision of this State subject to municipal jurisdiction.
F. “Resident” means a person who resides on a residential property where de-icing material is stored.
§93.05 – Deicing Material Storage Requirements:
A. Temporary outdoor storage of de-icing materials in accordance with the requirements below is allowed between October 15th and April 15th:
1. Loose materials shall be placed on a flat, impervious surface in a manner that prevents stormwater run-through;
2. Loose materials shall be placed at least 50 feet from surface water bodies, storm drain inlets, ditches and/or other stormwater conveyance channels;
3. Loose materials shall be maintained in a cone-shaped storage pile. If loading or unloading activities alter the cone-shape during daily activities, tracked materials shall be swept back into the storage pile, and the storage pile shall be reshaped into a cone after use;
4. Loose materials shall be covered as follows:
	a. The cover shall be waterproof, impermeable, and flexible;
	b. The cover shall extend to the base of the pile(s);
	c. The cover shall be free from holes or tears;
	d. The cover shall be secured and weighed down around the perimeter to prevent removal by wind; and
	e. Weight shall be placed on the cover(s) in such a way that minimizes the potential of exposure as materials shift and runoff flows down to the base of the pile.
(1) Sandbags lashed together with rope or cable and placed uniformly over the flexible cover, or poly-cord nets provide a suitable method. Items that can potentially hold water (e.g., old tires) shall not be used;
5. Containers must be sealed when not in use; and
6. The site shall be free of all de-icing materials between April 16th and October 14th.
	B. De-icing materials should be stored in a permanent structure if a suitable storage structure is available. For storage of loose de-icing materials in a permanent structure, such storage may be permanent, and thus not restricted to October 15 -April 15.
	C. The property owner, or owner of the de-icing materials if different, shall designate a person(s) responsible for operations at the site where these materials are stored outdoors, and who shall document that weekly inspections are conducted to ensure that the conditions of this ordinance are met. Inspection records shall be kept on site and made available to the municipality upon request.
1. Residents who operate businesses from their homes that utilize de-icing materials are required to perform weekly inspections.
§93.06 – Exemptions:
Residents may store de-icing materials outside in a solid-walled, closed container that prevents precipitation from entering and exiting the container, and which prevents the de-icing materials from leaking or spilling out. Under these circumstances, weekly inspections are not necessary, but repair or replacement of damaged or inadequate containers shall occur within 2 weeks.
If containerized (in bags or buckets) de-icing materials are stored within a permanent structure, they are not subject to the storage and inspection requirements in Section III above. Piles of de-icing materials are not exempt, even if stored in a permanent structure.
This ordinance does not apply to facilities where the stormwater discharges from de-icing material storage activities are regulated under another NJPDES permit.
§93.07 – Enforcement:
This ordinance shall be enforced by the Township Code Enforcement Officer during the course of ordinary enforcement duties.
§93.08 – Violations and Penalties:
Any person(s) who is found to be in violation of the provisions of this ordinance shall have 72 hours to complete corrective action. Repeat violations and/or failure to complete corrective action shall result in fines as follows: $200.00 per day.
Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
Section 3: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.
Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

		Township police will be permitted to provide additional services to outside organizations over and above normal police functions.  These organizations will be billed for such services at a rate to include the Township’s costs associated with employment.  All organizations utilizing said services shall be charged a minimum of four (4) hours.  Failure to cancel said services prior to the prescribed time shall result in a charge of four (4) ours being assessed to the organizations.  Police officers will be compensated for such work based upon a negotiated agreement between the Township and the Voorhees Township Police Bargaining Units.  The Police Chief or his designee will be responsible for approving, billing and accounting for such hours provided.
		Non-contractual employees may sell back up to ten (10) days of vacation per year. Non-contractual employees will be paid for college credits accumulated at the rate of one dollar ($1.00) per credit per month. Employees will not receive compensation for credits in excess of One hundred- twenty (120). During an employees’ first and last year of employment, payments will be paid out on a prorated basis.
	If Voorhees Township should be granted funds through the State of New Jersey, police officers performing services for such program over and above customary police services shall be compensated at a rate to be determined by the State of New Jersey.  Police Chief or his/her designee will be responsible for approving and accounting for such hours provided.
		If Voorhees Township should be granted funds through the State of New Jersey Municipal Court, Alcohol Education Rehabilitation Fund, court personnel performing services for such program over and above customary services along with services related to the Parking Offenses Adjudication Act shall be compensated at a rate to be determined by the assignment Judge.  The Municipal Judge will be responsible for approving and accounting for such hours provided.
		In the event that the Public Works Department Head or the Administrator deems emergency snow plowing necessary or other services provided by the Public Works Department necessary as a result of a critical incident which impacts public safety, the Supervisors of the Public Works Department will be paid at their regular hourly rate for those hours in excess of forty (40) per week.
	In the event of a critical incident which impacts public safety, the Township Committee may authorize payment to employees expended in excess of their normal work schedule to address the public safety issues.  
	Eligible employees who elect to waive all health coverage which includes medical coverage, prescription, and dental coverage under the Township-adopted cafeteria plan shall be entitled to receive amounts for waiving said coverage(s) as determined by the Township Committee, which shall be prorated per year.  
	Individuals working as rabies clinic attendants shall be paid an hourly rate which is equal to one and one-half times their hourly rate as established by their full time position, or $100.00 per day, whichever is greater.
	Court employees that are required to be on call, in the absence of the Municipal Court Administrator, will receive $125.00 per week.
	The Mayor, Deputy Mayors and Municipal Court Judge may be compensated at the rate of $150.00 per occurrence for performance of a marriage or civil union ceremony involving non-residents.
	In addition to the salaries listed above, employees will be paid certain entitlements as provided for in individual contracts. Committee Members shall receive $3,000.00 and the Mayor shall receive $4,000 annually for non-substantiated incidental expenses.

	This Ordinance is not intended to include the value of premiums paid on any insurance policy for the benefit of any employee.  Additionally, this Ordinance supersedes all other ordinances or resolutions inconsistent herewith.

D.	At least one week prior to the time fixed for the consideration of this Ordinance for final passage, a copy thereof, together with notice of the introduction thereof and the time and place when and where the Ordinance will be further considered for final passage, shall be mailed to every person whose land may be affected by this Ordinance so far as may be ascertained.  Said notices shall be mailed by the Township Clerk in accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40:49-6.

	E.	Once the portion of the unimproved paper street known as Eleventh Avenue as described in Exhibit “A” hereto has been vacated, then the Township’s interests in and to the said portion of the unimproved paper street shall be released. Said notices shall be mailed by the Township Clerk in accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40:49-6.

	E.	Once the portion of the unimproved paper street known as Twelfth Avenue as described in Exhibit “A” hereto has been vacated, then the Township’s interests in and to the said portion of the unimproved paper street shall be released.  To the extent that any portion(s) of the underlying vacated area does not transfer automatically to the owners of Block 295, Lot 1 and Block 296 Lot 1, by operation of law, the Township hereby authorizes the conveyance of said underlying area(s) for nominal consideration, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:67-19, et seq., N.J.S.A. 40:60-28 and N.J.S.A. 40A:12-13(b)(5), so that the portion may be combined with and become part of the said Block 295 Lot 1 and Block 296 Lot 1, respectively, as more fully set forth herein.
 
	F.	The owners of Block 295 Lot 1 and Block 296 Lot 1, respectively, shall be responsible for all legal, engineering, advertising, and recording costs, if any, associated with this vacation. 

	G.	The Township Clerk shall, within sixty (60) days of the effective date of this Ordinance, file a copy hereof, certified by the Clerk, under seal of the Township, to be a true and exact copy of the Ordinance, together with a copy of the proof of publication thereof, in the Office of the Camden County Clerk for recordation in the County’s Book of “Vacations,” pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:67-21. 

Section 2:	

All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.

Section 3:	

If any article, section, subsection, paragraph, phrase, or sentence is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, said article, section, subsection, paragraph, phrase, or sentence shall be deemed severable.

Section 4:	

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final publication as provided by law.

This agreement for the Sale of Goods (“Agreement”) made and effective December 1st, 2024 between “Voorhees Township.” (Seller) or any designated successor and OMNI Recycling Group LLC or any designated successor, a New Jersey Corporation (Buyer) located at 408 Lambs Road, Pitman, New Jersey 08071. Seller desires to sell to Buyer, and Buyer desires to purchase from Seller, certain tangible personal property.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises herein contained, the parties hereto agree as follows:
      1.  Award The award of the material marketing contract shall be to “Voorhees Township.”

      2. Definitions
Unless otherwise indicated, the following definitions shall be used:

SINGLE STREAM: Recyclable materials delivered in one distinct stream.  Commingled Paper and Commingled containers.

Weight Slips:  Shall mean the slip shall identify the generator, transporter, material delivered and the weight

Buyer:  Is also known as the Market of designated recyclables 

Seller: is also known as the Generator of designated recyclables

Hauling: All Single Stream Material will be hauled to Omni Recycling Group LLC 

Payment:  NET 30 DAYS

          3. Certification 
Seller agrees to sell, transfer and convey to Buyer, and Buyer certifies that it is a New Jersey approved recycling facility, by attached copy of permit issued by the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection, and agree to purchase the following tangible personal property (the “Goods”):  
Single Stream: Corrugated, Newspaper, and Commingled Containers.

4. Price: Fee will be a guaranteed price of $-30.00 per ton to process the Single Stream Material for the duration of this agreement.

            5. Shipping 
Seller shall deliver the goods, after collection from seller.  No material shall be held by Seller or Collector after the collection has been made.  The Buyer shall not deny delivery of designated collected materials to the Seller or their designated Collector.  Buyer shall not require delivery to another facility or location without compensation to Sell or Collector.  The seller delivered material must not contain more than 3% residue or non-recyclable materials.  The buyer (OMNI) has the right to reject loads above the 3% and the seller has the right to review said load.  If agreed the seller will be responsible for the cost. Cost not to exceed Gloucester County Landfill rate for disposal of trash, (only applies to the residual of trash). 

6. Term

“Voorhees Township.” guarantees all recyclable materials listed in the contract will be disposed of at Omni Recycling Group LLC, 408 Lambs Road, Pitman, New Jersey 08071 and these materials shall not be disposed of at any other agencies or business for the life of this contact.  This contract will start on December 1, 2024 and terminate on November 30th 2027. (three years). If for any reason “Voorhees Township” takes their contracted tons to another Processor other than Omni Recycling Group LLC. During the agreed contract period, Omni Recycling Group LLC will hold “Voorhees Township.” liable for a fee of $-50.00/ton for the average tonnage received by Omni Recycling Group LLC for the contracted duration. 

7. Limitation of Liability
In no event shall Seller be liable for special, indirect, incidental or consequential damages arriving out of or connected with this Agreement or the Goods, regardless of whether a claim is based on contract, tort, strict liability or otherwise, nor shall Buyer’s damages exceed the amount of the purchase price of the Goods.  



8. Indemnification 
The Buyer shall indemnify and hold harmless the “Voorhees Township.” and their agents, servants, employees or subcontractors from and against all claims, damages, losses, and expenses incurred by Voorhees Township on any of the aforesaid claims that may result or arise directly or indirectly, from or by reason of the performance of the contract or from any act or omission by the Buyer, its agents, servants, employees or subcontractors and that results in any loss of life or property or in any injury or damage to persons or property.

Force Majeure:
a. “Force Majeure”  shall mean any act, event or condition materially and adversely affecting the ability of a party to perform or comply with any material obligation, duty or agreement required under this agreement, if such act, event or condition is beyond the reasonable control of the non-performing party or its agents relying thereon, is not the result of the willful or neglect action, inaction or fault of the party relying thereon, and the non-performing party has been unable to avoid or overcome the act, event or condition by the exercise of due diligence , including, without limitation: (1) an act of God, epidemic, landslide, lightning, earthquake, fire, explosion, storm, flood, equipment failure or similar occurrence: (2) an act of public enemy, war, blockage, insurrection, riot, general unrest or restraint of government and people, civil disturbance or disobedience, sabotage, act of terrorism or similar occurrence; (3) a strike, work slowdown, or similar industrial or labor action; (4) an order or judgment (including without limitation a temporary restraining order, temporary injunction, preliminary injunction, permanent injunction, or cease and desist order) or other act of federal or state, county or local court, administrative agency or governmental office or body which prevents a party’s obligation as contemplated by this agreement; or (5) adoption or change (including a change in interpretation, enforcement or permit requirement) of any federal, state, or local law after the effective date of this agreement, preventing performance of or compliance with the obligations hereunder.

b. Neither party shall be liable to the other for damages without limitation (including liquidated damages) if such party’s performance is delayed or prevented due to an event of Force Majeure. In such event, the affected party shall promptly notify the other of the event of Force Majeure and its likely duration. During the continuation of the Force Majeure event, the non-performing party shall (1) exercise commercially reasonable efforts to mitigate or limit damages to the performing party; (2) exercise commercially reasonable due diligence to overcome the Force Majeure event; (3) to the extent it is able, continue to perform its obligations under this agreement; and (4) cause the suspension of performance to be of no greater scope and no longer duration than the Force Majeure event requires.

c. In the event of a delay in either party’s performance of its obligation hereunder for more than sixty (60) days due to a Force Majeure, the other party may, at any time thereafter, terminate this agreement.

1. Unless otherwise provided by law and approved by the Township Committee, the following provisions shall govern the performance of the work on this contract.

2. The buyer doing all of the work contemplated by this contract must comply with New Jersey Prevailing Wage Act, N.J.S.A. 34:11-121.25 et seq.


a. Workman to be Paid Prevailing Wage Rates.  Each workman employed in the performance of this contract shall be paid the prevailing wage rate determined by the New Jersey Department of Labor and Industry. 
b. Failure to Pay Prevailing Wage Rates.  In the event that any workman employed by the buyer covered by this contract has been paid a rate of wages less than the prevailing wage required to be paid by this contract, the Township may terminate the buyer’s right to proceed with the work, or such part of the work as to which there has been failure to pay required Wages and to prosecute the work to completion or otherwise.  The buyer hereunder and his/her sureties shall be liable to the “Voorhees Township” for any excess cost occasioned thereby.

c. Posting Rates: The buyer engaged in the performance of this contract shall post the prevailing wage rates for each craft and classification involved as determined by current State or Federal regulations, including the effective date of any changes thereof in a prominent and easily accessible place at the site of the work or such place or places as are used by them to pay workmen their wages. A $1.00 per ton will be added each year to the processing cost due to NJ minimum wage increases.

d. Statement of Wages Due:  The buyer involved in the performance of this contract shall file a statement of wages due and comply with the provision of R S 34:11-121.33 prior to any final payment of any moneys due the buyer hereunder.

e. Claims: Where any claim is made that the buyer has failed to pay the prevailing wages or rates as required, the Township may, but shall not be required to, retain such sums of money due the buyer as shall be sufficient to satisfy the said claim if established and proved to the satisfaction of the Law Department.

j. In the event the Buyer shall abandon any portion of the work to be performed under the Specifications.
k. If the Buyer shall fail to fully, properly, and in good and workmanlike manner perform any or all of the conditions, covenants or agreements contained within the Specifications.
l. If the Buyer shall sublet, assign, convey, or otherwise dispose of his Contract or any portion thereof other than in accordance with the Specifications.
m. If a receiver or receivers or any other person shall be appointed by court order to take charge or custody of the Buyer’s property, financial affairs or business.
