ORDINANCE NO. 457-24                    
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 93 “HEALTH AND SANITATION” OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES TO ESTABLISH A NEW SECTION ENTITLED “PRIVATELY-OWNED SALT STORAGE”

WHEREAS, the Township of Voorhees desires to prevent stored salt and other solid de-icing materials from being exposed to stormwater; and 
WHEREAS, the Township now desires to amend Chapter 93 of the Township Code to establish a section regulating privately owned salt storage; and
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:
Section 1:  Chapter 93 of the Code of the Township of Voorhees titled “HEALTH AND SANITATION” is hereby amended to add the following Section titled “Privately-Owned Salt Storage”
PRIVATELY-OWNED SALT STORAGE
§93.03 – Purpose:
The purpose of this ordinance is to prevent stored salt and other solid de-icing materials from being exposed to stormwater.
This ordinance establishes requirements for the storage of salt and other solid de-icing materials on properties not owned or operated by the Township of Voorhees (privately-owned), including residences, in the Township to protect the environment, public health, safety and welfare, and to prescribe penalties for failure to comply.
§93.04 – Definitions:
For the purpose of this ordinance, the following terms, phrases, words and their derivations shall have the meanings stated herein unless their use in the text of this Chapter clearly demonstrates a different meaning. When consistent with the context, words used in the present tense include the future, words used in the plural number include the singular number, and words used in the singular number include the plural number. The word “shall” is always mandatory and not merely directory.
	A. “De-icing materials” means any granular or solid material such as melting salt or any other granular solid that assists in the melting of snow.
	B. “Impervious surface” means a surface that has been covered with a layer of material so that it is highly resistant to infiltration by water.
	C. “Storm drain inlet” means the point of entry into the storm sewer system.
	D. “Permanent structure” means a permanent building or permanent structure that is anchored to a permanent foundation with an impermeable floor, and that is completely roofed and walled (new structures require a door or other means of sealing the access way from wind driven rainfall).
A fabric frame structure is a permanent structure if it meets the following specifications:
	1. Concrete blocks, jersey barriers or other similar material shall be placed around the interior of the structure to protect the side walls during loading and unloading of de-icing materials;
	2. The design shall prevent stormwater run-on and run through, and the fabric cannot leak;
	3. The structure shall be erected on an impermeable slab;
	4. The structure cannot be open sided; and
	5. The structure shall have a roll up door or other means of sealing the access way from wind driven rainfall.
E. “Person” means any individual, corporation, company, partnership, firm, association, or political subdivision of this State subject to municipal jurisdiction.
F. “Resident” means a person who resides on a residential property where de-icing material is stored.
§93.05 – Deicing Material Storage Requirements:
A. Temporary outdoor storage of de-icing materials in accordance with the requirements below is allowed between October 15th and April 15th:
1. Loose materials shall be placed on a flat, impervious surface in a manner that prevents stormwater run-through;
2. Loose materials shall be placed at least 50 feet from surface water bodies, storm drain inlets, ditches and/or other stormwater conveyance channels;
3. Loose materials shall be maintained in a cone-shaped storage pile. If loading or unloading activities alter the cone-shape during daily activities, tracked materials shall be swept back into the storage pile, and the storage pile shall be reshaped into a cone after use;
4. Loose materials shall be covered as follows:
	a. The cover shall be waterproof, impermeable, and flexible;
	b. The cover shall extend to the base of the pile(s);
	c. The cover shall be free from holes or tears;
	d. The cover shall be secured and weighed down around the perimeter to prevent removal by wind; and
	e. Weight shall be placed on the cover(s) in such a way that minimizes the potential of exposure as materials shift and runoff flows down to the base of the pile.
(1) Sandbags lashed together with rope or cable and placed uniformly over the flexible cover, or poly-cord nets provide a suitable method. Items that can potentially hold water (e.g., old tires) shall not be used;
5. Containers must be sealed when not in use; and
6. The site shall be free of all de-icing materials between April 16th and October 14th.
	B. De-icing materials should be stored in a permanent structure if a suitable storage structure is available. For storage of loose de-icing materials in a permanent structure, such storage may be permanent, and thus not restricted to October 15 -April 15.
	C. The property owner, or owner of the de-icing materials if different, shall designate a person(s) responsible for operations at the site where these materials are stored outdoors, and who shall document that weekly inspections are conducted to ensure that the conditions of this ordinance are met. Inspection records shall be kept on site and made available to the municipality upon request.
1. Residents who operate businesses from their homes that utilize de-icing materials are required to perform weekly inspections.
§93.06 – Exemptions:
Residents may store de-icing materials outside in a solid-walled, closed container that prevents precipitation from entering and exiting the container, and which prevents the de-icing materials from leaking or spilling out. Under these circumstances, weekly inspections are not necessary, but repair or replacement of damaged or inadequate containers shall occur within 2 weeks.
If containerized (in bags or buckets) de-icing materials are stored within a permanent structure, they are not subject to the storage and inspection requirements in Section III above. Piles of de-icing materials are not exempt, even if stored in a permanent structure.
This ordinance does not apply to facilities where the stormwater discharges from de-icing material storage activities are regulated under another NJPDES permit.
§93.07 – Enforcement:
This ordinance shall be enforced by the Township Code Enforcement Officer during the course of ordinary enforcement duties.
§93.08 – Violations and Penalties:
Any person(s) who is found to be in violation of the provisions of this ordinance shall have 72 hours to complete corrective action. Repeat violations and/or failure to complete corrective action shall result in fines as follows: $200.00 per day.
Section 2:	All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
Section 3: 	If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such subdivision, clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.
Section 4:	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as required by law.

SECTION 2:
		Township police will be permitted to provide additional services to outside organizations over and above normal police functions.  These organizations will be billed for such services at a rate to include the Township’s costs associated with employment.  All organizations utilizing said services shall be charged a minimum of four (4) hours.  Failure to cancel said services prior to the prescribed time shall result in a charge of four (4) ours being assessed to the organizations.  Police officers will be compensated for such work based upon a negotiated agreement between the Township and the Voorhees Township Police Bargaining Units.  The Police Chief or his designee will be responsible for approving, billing and accounting for such hours provided.
		Non-contractual employees may sell back up to ten (10) days of vacation per year. Non-contractual employees will be paid for college credits accumulated at the rate of one dollar ($1.00) per credit per month. Employees will not receive compensation for credits in excess of One hundred- twenty (120). During an employees’ first and last year of employment, payments will be paid out on a prorated basis.
	If Voorhees Township should be granted funds through the State of New Jersey, police officers performing services for such program over and above customary police services shall be compensated at a rate to be determined by the State of New Jersey.  Police Chief or his/her designee will be responsible for approving and accounting for such hours provided.
		If Voorhees Township should be granted funds through the State of New Jersey Municipal Court, Alcohol Education Rehabilitation Fund, court personnel performing services for such program over and above customary services along with services related to the Parking Offenses Adjudication Act shall be compensated at a rate to be determined by the assignment Judge.  The Municipal Judge will be responsible for approving and accounting for such hours provided.
		In the event that the Public Works Department Head or the Administrator deems emergency snow plowing necessary or other services provided by the Public Works Department necessary as a result of a critical incident which impacts public safety, the Supervisors of the Public Works Department will be paid at their regular hourly rate for those hours in excess of forty (40) per week.
	In the event of a critical incident which impacts public safety, the Township Committee may authorize payment to employees expended in excess of their normal work schedule to address the public safety issues.  
	Eligible employees who elect to waive all health coverage which includes medical coverage, prescription, and dental coverage under the Township-adopted cafeteria plan shall be entitled to receive amounts for waiving said coverage(s) as determined by the Township Committee, which shall be prorated per year.  
	Individuals working as rabies clinic attendants shall be paid an hourly rate which is equal to one and one-half times their hourly rate as established by their full time position, or $100.00 per day, whichever is greater.
	Court employees that are required to be on call, in the absence of the Municipal Court Administrator, will receive $125.00 per week.
	The Mayor, Deputy Mayors and Municipal Court Judge may be compensated at the rate of $150.00 per occurrence for performance of a marriage or civil union ceremony involving non-residents.
	In addition to the salaries listed above, employees will be paid certain entitlements as provided for in individual contracts. Committee Members shall receive $3,000.00 and the Mayor shall receive $4,000 annually for non-substantiated incidental expenses.

	This Ordinance is not intended to include the value of premiums paid on any insurance policy for the benefit of any employee.  Additionally, this Ordinance supersedes all other ordinances or resolutions inconsistent herewith.

ORDINANCE NO. 459-24

ORDINANCE VACATING, RELEASING AND EXTINGUISHING ANY AND ALL PUBLIC RIGHTS TO A PORTION OF THE PAPER STREET KNOWN AS ELEVENTH AVENUE CONTIGUOUS TO BLOCK 293 LOT 2 (TO BECOME BLOCK 270 LOT 28) AND BLOCK 295 LOT 1 (TO BECOME BLOCK 270 LOT 66) ON THE TAX MAP OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES SUBJECT TO CERTAIN TERMS AND CONDITIONS

WHEREAS, there exists in the Township of Voorhees (“Township”), County of Camden, State of New Jersey a paper street known as Eleventh Avenue as shown on the Official Tax Map of the Township of Voorhees; and 
WHEREAS, there has been a request for the Township vacate a portion of Eleventh Avenue contiguous to Block 293 Lot 2 (To become Block 270 Lot 28) and Block 295 Lot 1 (To become Block 270 Lot 66), as same are shown on the Tax Map of the Township of Voorhees; and
WHEREAS, the matter has been referred to the Governing Body and its appropriate professionals, who have recommended that the Township proceed with the requested vacation since the aforementioned portion of the paper street, as more particularly described on the attached metes and bounds description (attached hereto as Exhibit “A”), is not needed by the Township for public purposes; and
WHEREAS, by operation of law and agreement of the adjoining property owners, the vacated portion of Eleventh Avenue shall be conveyed in part to the adjoining property owner of Block 293 Lot 2 and in part to the adjoining property owner of Block 295 Lot 1, as more particularly described in the attached metes and bounds descriptions (attached hereto as Exhibits “B” and “C”, respectively); and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body does hereby determine that the aforementioned portion of Eleventh Avenue as described in Exhibit “A” is no longer needed for public purposes; and
WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:67-19 authorizes a municipality by ordinance to release and extinguish the public’s rights arising from a dedication of a roadway; and
WHEREAS, ownership of the portion of Eleventh Avenue being vacated shall be transferred in part to the owner of Block 293 Lot 2, and in part to the owner to the owner of Block 295 Lot 1 as aforementioned, for nominal consideration; and
WHEREAS, a Quitclaim Deed transferring ownership of the portion of Eleventh Avenue being vacated shall be executed to and in favor of each of the adjoining property owners in accordance herewith and to the extent set forth in Exhibits “B” and “C” hereto.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1:	

A.	The rights of the public and the Township of Voorhees in and to that portion of Eleventh Avenue contiguous to Block 293 Lot 2 and Block 295 Lot 1, as same is more particularly described in Exhibit “A” hereto, is hereby extinguished and vacated.

B.	Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:67-17, the vacated portion of Eleventh Avenue shall be conveyed by Quitclaim Deed, in part to Block 293 Lot 2, which is owned by Robert and Suzann Cattell, and the remaining portion thereof shall be conveyed by Quitclaim Deed to Block 295 Lot 1, which is owned by Patricia Capasso and Peter Gallo, each of whom shall acquire ownership of the areas described in Exhibits “B” and “C” hereto, respectively. 
	C.	All rights and privileges now possessed by any public utility or cable television company to maintain, repair and/or replace their existing facilities in, adjacent, over or under the vacated portion of Eleventh Avenue as described in Exhibit “A” hereto are hereby expressly reserved and excepted from this vacation.
D.	At least one week prior to the time fixed for the consideration of this Ordinance for final passage, a copy thereof, together with notice of the introduction thereof and the time and place when and where the Ordinance will be further considered for final passage, shall be mailed to every person whose land may be affected by this Ordinance so far as may be ascertained.  Said notices shall be mailed by the Township Clerk in accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40:49-6.

	E.	Once the portion of the unimproved paper street known as Eleventh Avenue as described in Exhibit “A” hereto has been vacated, then the Township’s interests in and to the said portion of the unimproved paper street shall be released.  To the extent that any portion(s) of the underlying vacated area does not transfer automatically to the owners of Block 293 Lot 2 and Block 295 Lot 1, by operation of law, the Township hereby authorizes the conveyance of said underlying area(s) for nominal consideration, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:67-19, et seq., N.J.S.A. 40:60-28 and N.J.S.A. 40A:12-13(b)(5), so that the portion may be combined with and become part of the said Block 293 Lot 2 and Block 295 Lot 1, respectively, as more fully set forth herein. 

	F.	The owners of Block 293 Lot 2 and Block 295 Lot 1, respectively, shall be responsible for all legal, engineering, advertising, and recording costs, if any, associated with this vacation. 

	G.	The Township Clerk shall, within sixty (60) days of the effective date of this Ordinance, file a copy hereof, certified by the Clerk, under seal of the Township, to be a true and exact copy of the Ordinance, together with a copy of the proof of publication thereof, in the Office of the Camden County Clerk for recordation in the County’s Book of “Vacations,” pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:67-21. 


Section 2:	

All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.

Section 3:	

If any article, section, subsection, paragraph, phrase, or sentence is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, said article, section, subsection, paragraph, phrase, or sentence shall be deemed severable.

Section 4:	

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final publication as provided by law.

ORDINANCE VACATING, RELEASING AND EXTINGUISHING ANY AND ALL PUBLIC RIGHTS TO A PORTION OF THE PAPER STREET KNOWN AS TWELFTH AVENUE CONTIGUOUS TO BLOCK 295 LOT 1 (TO BECOME BLOCK 270 LOT 66) AND 296 LOT 1 (TO BECOME BLOCK 270 LOT 67) ON THE TAX MAP OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES SUBJECT TO CERTAIN TERMS AND CONDITIONS

[bookmark: _Hlk86139022]WHEREAS, there exists in the Township of Voorhees (“Township”), County of Camden, State of New Jersey a paper street known as Twelfth Avenue as shown on the Official Tax Map of the Township of Voorhees; and 
WHEREAS, there has been a request for the Township vacate a portion of Twelfth Avenue contiguous to Block 295 Lot 1 (To become Block 270 Lot 66) and Block 296 Lot 1 (To become Block 270 Lot 67) as same are shown on the Tax Map of the Township of Voorhees; and
WHEREAS, the matter has been referred to the Governing Body and its appropriate professionals, who have recommended that the Township proceed with the requested vacation since the aforementioned portion of the paper street, as more particularly described on the attached metes and bounds description (attached hereto as Exhibit “A”), is not needed by the Township for public purposes; and
WHEREAS, by operation of law and agreement of the adjoining property owners, the vacated portion of Twelfth Avenue shall be conveyed in part to the adjoining property owner of Block 295 Lot 1 and in part to the adjoining property owner of Block 296 Lot 1, as more particularly described in the attached metes and bounds descriptions (attached hereto as Exhibits “B” and “C”, respectively); and
WHEREAS, the Governing Body does hereby determine that the aforementioned portion of Twelfth Avenue as described in Exhibit “A” is no longer needed for public purposes; and
WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:67-19 authorizes a municipality by ordinance to release and extinguish the public’s rights arising from a dedication of a roadway; and
WHEREAS, ownership of the portion of Twelfth Avenue being vacated shall be transferred in part to the owner of Block 295 Lot 1, and in part to the owner to the owner of Block 296 Lot 1 as aforementioned, for nominal consideration; and
WHEREAS, a Quitclaim Deed transferring ownership of the portion of Twelfth Avenue being vacated shall be executed to and in favor of each of the adjoining property owners in accordance herewith and to the extent set forth in Exhibits “B” and “C” hereto.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1:	

A.	The rights of the public and the Township of Voorhees in and to that portion of Twelfth Avenue contiguous to Block 295, Lot 1 and Block 296 Lot 1, as same is more particularly described in Exhibit “A” hereto, is hereby extinguished and vacated.

B.	Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:67-17, the vacated portion of Twelfth Avenue shall be conveyed by Quitclaim Deed, in part to Block 295 Lot 1, which is owned by Patricia Capasso and Peter Gallo, and the remaining portion thereof shall be conveyed by Quitclaim Deed to Block 296 Lot 1, which is owned by Linsey Anne Mullin, each of whom shall acquire ownership of the areas described in Exhibits “B” and “C” hereto, respectively. 
            C. All rights and privileges now possessed by any public utility or cable television company to maintain, repair and/or replace their existing facilities in, adjacent, over or under the vacated portion of Twelfth Avenue as described in Exhibit “A” hereto are hereby expressly reserved and excepted from this vacation.
D.	At least one week prior to the time fixed for the consideration of this Ordinance for final passage, a copy thereof, together with notice of the introduction thereof and the time and place when and where the Ordinance will be further considered for final passage, shall be mailed to every person whose land may be affected by this Ordinance so far as may be ascertained.  Said notices shall be mailed by the Township Clerk in accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 40:49-6.

	E.	Once the portion of the unimproved paper street known as Twelfth Avenue as described in Exhibit “A” hereto has been vacated, then the Township’s interests in and to the said portion of the unimproved paper street shall be released.  To the extent that any portion(s) of the underlying vacated area does not transfer automatically to the owners of Block 295, Lot 1 and Block 296 Lot 1, by operation of law, the Township hereby authorizes the conveyance of said underlying area(s) for nominal consideration, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:67-19, et seq., N.J.S.A. 40:60-28 and N.J.S.A. 40A:12-13(b)(5), so that the portion may be combined with and become part of the said Block 295 Lot 1 and Block 296 Lot 1, respectively, as more fully set forth herein.
 
	F.	The owners of Block 295 Lot 1 and Block 296 Lot 1, respectively, shall be responsible for all legal, engineering, advertising, and recording costs, if any, associated with this vacation. 

	G.	The Township Clerk shall, within sixty (60) days of the effective date of this Ordinance, file a copy hereof, certified by the Clerk, under seal of the Township, to be a true and exact copy of the Ordinance, together with a copy of the proof of publication thereof, in the Office of the Camden County Clerk for recordation in the County’s Book of “Vacations,” pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:67-21. 

Section 2:	

All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies.

Section 3:	

If any article, section, subsection, paragraph, phrase, or sentence is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, said article, section, subsection, paragraph, phrase, or sentence shall be deemed severable.

Section 4:	

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final publication as provided by law.

“(3) Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly.”  The nature of the matter, described as specifically as possible without undermining the need for confidentiality is:

“(4) Any collective bargaining agreement, or the terms and conditions of which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of terms and conditions with employees or representatives of employees of the public body” The collective bargaining contract(s) discussed are between the public body and the:

RESOLUTION OF THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, NEW JERSEY AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF UP TO $800,000 OF SPECIAL EMERGENCY NOTES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES; MAKING CERTAIN COVENANTS TO MAINTAIN THE EXEMPTION OF THE INTEREST ON SAID NOTES FROM FEDERAL INCOME TAXATION; AND AUTHORIZING SUCH FURTHER ACTIONS AND MAKING SUCH DETERMINATIONS AS MAY BE NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE TO EFFECTUATE THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF THE NOTES

BACKGROUND

	WHEREAS, the Local Budget Law, Chapter 169 of the Laws of the State of New Jersey, as amended and supplemented ("Local Budget Law") authorizes, inter alia, municipalities to adopt ordinances authorizing special emergency appropriations for the complete program of revaluation of real property; and

	WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey ("Township"), has duly and finally adopted Ordinance 429-2023 ("Ordinance"), appropriating the sum of $1,000,000 to pay the costs associated with a complete program of revaluation of real property in and for the Township ("Project"); and

	WHEREAS, Section 55 of the Local Budget Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-55, authorizes the Township to issue special emergency notes to finance the costs of the Project and requires the Township to pay, at maturity, one-fifth of the total amount authorized under the Ordinance; and
	
	WHEREAS, the Township has heretofore issued its Special Emergency Notes of 2023, Series A, in the principal amount of $1,000,000 to finance the costs of the Project ("Prior Note"); and

	WHEREAS, the Prior Note matures on September 25, 2024; and

	WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Township to issue its special emergency notes in the principal amount of up to $800,000, as further described in Exhibit "A", the proceeds of which, together with other available funds in the amount of $200,000, will be used to repay the Prior Note at maturity; and

	WHEREAS, pursuant to the Local Budget Law and the Ordinance, it is the intent of the Township Committee to hereby authorize, approve and direct the issuance and sale of such special emergency notes for the Project as further described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, to ratify and confirm certain actions heretofore taken by or on behalf of the Township, and to make certain related determinations and authorizations in connection with such issuance and sale.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, NEW JERSEY (NOT LESS THAN TWO-THIRDS OF THE MEMBERS THEREOF AFFIRMATIVELY CONCURRING), PURSUANT TO LOCAL BUDGET LAW, AS FOLLOWS:

	Section 1.	Pursuant to the Local Budget Law, the issuance of special emergency notes of the Township, to be designated, substantially, "Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, New Jersey, Special Emergency Notes of 2024, Series A" ("Notes"), in an aggregate principal amount of up to $800,000, is hereby authorized, approved, ratified and confirmed.  

	Section 2.	The Chief Financial Officer, with the assistance of the law firm of Parker McCay P.A., Bond Counsel, is hereby authorized and directed to award and sell the Notes at a public or private sale at a price of not less than par, and to deliver the same to the purchaser thereof upon receipt of the payment of the purchase price thereof. 

	Section 3.	At the next meeting of the Township Committee after the sale of the Notes, the Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized and directed to report, in writing, to the Township Committee, the principal amount, rate of interest and the name of the purchaser of the Notes.

	Section 4.	The Notes shall be dated the date of delivery thereof and mature no later than one year from said date.  The Notes will not be subject to redemption prior to maturity.  The Notes may be renewed from time to time but shall be paid and mature in accordance with the provisions of Section 55(b) of the Local Budget Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-55(b).

	Section 5.	The Notes shall be issued in bearer or registered form in denominations of $5,000 or greater.  The Notes shall be executed in the name of the Township by the manual or facsimile signatures of the Mayor and Chief Financial Officer and shall be under the corporate seal of the Township affixed, imprinted, or reproduced thereon, and attested by the manual signature of the Township Clerk or Deputy Township Clerk.

	Section 6.	The Notes are ultimately payable from ad valorem taxes that shall be levied upon all taxable real property in the Township without limitation as to rate or amount.

	Section 7.	The Township hereby covenants that it will not make any use of the proceeds of the Notes or do or suffer any other action that would cause: (i) the Notes to be "arbitrage bonds" as such term is defined in Section 148(a) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended ("Code"), and the Regulations promulgated thereunder; (ii) the interest on the Notes to be included in the gross income of the owners thereof for federal income taxation purposes; or (iii) the interest on the Notes to be treated as an item of tax preference under Section 57(a)(5) of the Code.

	Section 8.	The Township hereby covenants as follows: (i) it shall timely file, or cause to be filed, with the Internal Revenue Service, such information report or reports as may be required by Sections 148(f) and 149(e) of the Code; and (ii) it shall take no action that would cause the Notes to be "federally guaranteed" within the meaning of Section 149(b) of the Code.

	Section 9.	The Township hereby covenants that it shall make, or cause to be made, the rebate required by Section 148(f) of the Code in the manner described in Treasury Regulation Sections 1.148-1 through 1.148-11, 1.149(b)-1, 1.149(d)-1, 1.149(g)-1, 1.150-1 and 1.150-2, as such regulations and statutory provisions may be modified insofar as they apply to the Notes. 

	Section 10.	All actions heretofore taken, and documents prepared or executed by or on behalf of the Township by the Mayor, Administrator, Chief Financial Officer, Township Clerk, other Township officials or by the Township's professional advisors, in connection with the issuance and sale of the Notes are hereby ratified, confirmed, approved and adopted.  

	Section 11.	The Mayor, Chief Financial Officer and Township Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to determine all matters and execute all documents and instruments in connection with the Notes not determined or otherwise directed to be executed by the Local Budget Law or by this or any subsequent resolution, and the signatures of the Mayor, Chief Financial Officer or Township Clerk on such documents or instruments shall be conclusive as to such determinations.

	Section 12.	All other resolutions, or parts thereof, inconsistent herewith are hereby rescinded and repealed to the extent of any such inconsistency.

	Section 13.	This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption this 9th day of September, 2024.

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INTERLOCAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made this day of , 2024 in the
Township of Voorhees, County of Camden, and State of New Jersey, between the EASTERN
CAMDEN COUNTY REGIONAL SCHOOL DISTRICT BOARD OF EDUCATION
(“Eastern”), with its principal office located at 1202 Laurel Oak Road, Voorhees, New Jersey
08043, and the TOWNSHIP OF VOORHEES, a Municipal Corporation of the State of New
Jersey, with its offices located at 2400 Voorhees Town Center, Voorhees, New Jersey 08043

(“Township”);

WHEREAS, the parties hereto are permitted in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et
seq., the Interlocal Services Act (“Act”), to enter into an Agreement to provide jointly, or
through each respective agency itself, such services authorized by the Act, including areas of

general government administration, such as shared services and the like; and

WHEREAS, Eastern has previously utilized the services of an outside contractor for its

trash pickup and disposal services; and

WHEREAS, the Voorhees Township Department of Public Works (“DPW”) has the
manpower and equipment to provide trash and recycling pickup and disposal services to Eastern;

and

WHEREAS, through the combined efforts of Eastern and the Voorhees Township DPW,

residents should realize a cost savings through this shared services initiative.
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WITNESSET H:

1. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

A. VOORHEES TOWNSHIP:

The Township shall pick up Eastern’s trash and recycled materials three (3) times per
week with two (2) crews who shall be assigned by, and operate under the direction of, the
Voorhees Township Public Works Director. One crew shall operate the trash collection truck,
and one crew shall operate the recycling collection truck.

The Voorhees Township Chief Financial Officer (“CFO”) shall be responsible for the
administration of this agreement, including but not limited to cost reimbursements made by

Eastern to the Township in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

B. EASTERN HIGH SCHOOL:

Eastern hereby agrees to reimburse the Township $31,830 for the 2024-25 school year,
$32,460 for the 2025-26 school year, and $33,100 for the 2026-27 school year. In addition, each
annual payment shall be due and payable by Eastern to the Township by June 30" of each year.
Therefore, the payment for 2024-25 will be due by June 30, 2025, with the subsequent years to
also be due by the end of the respective school fiscal year.

Eastern will be responsible for ensuring that the dumpsters are accessible to the Voorhees

DPW crew.

2. APPROVAL BY PARTIES:
This Interlocal Services Agreement is conditioned upon the final adoption by the

Township and Eastern of a Resolution authorizing same.
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3. ENTIRE AGREEMENT:
This Interlocal Services Agreement represents the entire agreement between the parties;
all negotiations, oral agreements and understandings are merged herein, and any change of the

terms hereof must be made in writing and signed by the parties hereto.

4. GOVERNING LAW:
This agreement and any questions concerning its validity, construction or performance

shall be governed by the laws of the State of New Jersey.

5. MODIFICATIONS:

This agreement may only be modified in a dated writing, executed by the authorized
representatives of the Township and Eastern. In the event there is a modification or amendment
to the existing applicable laws and regulations governing this Agreement, sucﬁ modification or

amendment shall be automatically incorporated by reference in this Agreement.

6. SEVERABILITY:

In the evént that any provisions of this Agreement shall, for any reason, be determined to
be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any respect, the parties hereto shall negotiate in good faith
and agree to such amendments, modifications or supplements of or to this Agreement or such
other appropriat(;, actions as‘to the maximum extent practicable in light of such determination,
implement and give effect to the intentions of the parties reflected herein, and the other
provisions of this Agreement shall, as so amended, modified, supplemented or otherwise affected

by such action, remain in full force and effect, to the extent possible.
